He told the General Assembly,
now holding a apecial session to
deal with eight problems includ-
ing proposed pay increases for all
state employes, that he thought it
would “be proper and poasibly
helpful” for him to deliver a mes-
sage about the state’s three men-
tal hospitals because of the atten-
tion being given “in nationally
published magazines and in the
press to such institutions through-
out the country.

He made no direct mention,
however, of the request he receiv-
ed within the past few days from
Rep. Clare Boothe Luce (R-Conn.)
who called his attention to a re-
cent Life magaszjne article on in-
sane h tals and asked for a re-
port on Connecticut's institutions,

Oitea Four Investigations

Nor did he mention the propos-
al of State Senator Cornelius
Mulvihill, Jr., Bridgeport Demo-
crat, for the creation of a com-
miasion to investigate the institu-
tions, but cited four Investigations
made during recent years and
listed the various agencies that

Washington, May 10—(#)—Mem-
bers of Congress marked for a
purge by the CIO's Political Aec-
tion committee generally challeng-
ed the labor-political organization
today to do its worst against them
in forthcoming primaries.

The group's action in picking 10
senators and 28 House members
against whom it will work occa-
sioned little surprise, the designat-
ed legislators sald.

While seven of the 10 senators
are Democrats, only five of the
representatives are members of
that party. Among these Repre-
sentative Pace (D-Ga), author of
an administration-opposed farm
parity price proposal; Representa-
tive Rankin (D-Miss), strong op-
ponent of pet CIO proposals, and
Representative Slaughter (D-Mo),
from President Truman's home
district, stood out.

The names were made public at
Atlantic City by Thomas Burns of
Akron, Ohio, assistant CIO-PAC
chairman, at the CIO Amalgamat-
ed Clothing Workers convention.

To Coordinate Campaigns

Almost simultaneously in Wash-
ington, It was announced that the
CIO-PAC, the National Citizens
Political Action committee and the
Independent Citizens Committee of
the Arts, Sclences and Professions
will meet here tomorrow to coor-
dinate their campaigns to elect
“progressive’” candidates.

Sidney Hillman heads both the

Here's an ABC on the coal strike:
What John L. Lewis demands and
what the mine owneras have offer-
ed

So far—after almost two months
of talking and 40 days of striking
—Lewis dismissed the owners'

Is as “mumbo-jumbo” and
“tin-horn benevolence.”

Lewins started talking with the
owners March 12 and — even
though the miners quit April 1
when their contract expired—con-
tinued till April 10,

On April 10 Lewls walked out
on the talks. The government got
ILewis. and the miners” together
again April 20. They've been talk- |
ing since.

Shoves in 10th Demand |
When the- talks started March
12, Lewis made nine written de-|
mands. Later, after the broken-off
talks were resumed April 20, Lew-
ia shoved in a 10th demand. Of the
10, five are outstanding. They are:
1. Lewis. wants a heéalth and
welfare fund for the miners, He
says he wants the owners Lo agree
to the “principle” of such a fund.
The owners - say they have
agreed to the “prineciple.”” They
made this proposal:

That they and Lewis “explore"
a plan for such a fund. They want
the miners to contribute to any
such fund sct up, (They say Lewis
wants them to put up all the
money.)

Suggest Impartial Agency

And they suggest that an im-
partial agency, like the Red Cross,
run the fund if it is created.

The operators say Lewis wants
the owners to raise the money by
setting aside 10 cents on every ton
mined. (President Truman says he
thinks such a royalty pavment
would be lllegal under the Wagner
act).

The owners made this proposal,
and all their proposals, on March
25, six dgys before the strike
started” .

2. Lewls wants improved safety
for his miners.

The owners proposed a commit-
tes of owners and miners to study
safely needs and work together to
get better safety laws passed.

And they proposed that a com-
mittee of “nationally known coal
mlnlnf engineers” be appointed to '
investigate and promote esafety in !
every coal state.
