Book on

Mathias Spiess Refutes
. Claims Made by Author
Concerning  Trip of

Rev. Thomas HOOker'cormption of the Mohe

(Mathias. Spiesa of this
town, student. of Indian lore
and co-author of the History
of ,Manchester, published In
1923, in a two-part article, re-
futes the claims mnadein Har-
ral Ayres book, “The Great
Trail of New England” pub-
lished  in 1840, concerning
many facts concerning the
journey of Rey, Thomas Hook-
er and party to Suckiaug, or
Hartford, in 1636.)

(Part One)
Massachuscits historians have
tried for years to deprive Connecti-
cut of the glory of having the

original and historic trail, called
the “Connecticut Path,” listed in
Colonial records, within its satate
boundary.

The false asscrtion Lhat the Bay
Path is the original trail to Con-
necticut from Boston and other
peoints east, has long since been
exploded by Harry A. Wright of
Springfield, Mass, and myself,
Both of us have spent many years
delving into the records—records
written by old maps which showed
the Connectiout Path.

From our years.of research we
have found and are convinced be-
yond. any doubt, that the Con-
necticut Path entered Connecticut
at the northwest comer of Thomp-
son, Conn., and continued through
Woodstock, Eastford, Ashford,
Mansfield, Coventry, Bolton, Man-
chester and East Hartford.

Bay Path Claims

For years the uninformed have
the Rev. Thomas
Hooker and his congregation trav-
eled over the “Bay Path" through
Whayland (Weston) Sudbury Cen-
ter, Stowe, Lancaster, Princeton,
then to the south part of Barre
and the northerly part of Brain-
trce to West Brookfield, then
through Warren and Brimfield to
Springfield and southerly to Wind-
sor and Hartford.

Edwin M, Bacon in his “The
Connecticut River and the Valley
of thé Connecticut,” describes the
migration of the Hooker Party,
and on pages 35-38, sums up the
whole question of the Connecticut
Path in the following words:

“Thia was the Old Connecticut
Path first made known to the Bay
Colonists b&lndlann bringing corn
from the nnecticut Valley to
Boston. It was the same that the
first pioneer, John Oldham, had
traveled; that - the Watertown
Band and the Dorchester Company
had followed. We can trace it to-
day through populous cities and
towns and rural villages.

Route To Connecticut

“Starting from Cambridge it fol-

‘Jowed the northerly bank of the

Charles River to the center of Wal-
tham, thenceé 'ran southwesterly to
Hopkinton, thence westerly to
Grafton, southerly to' Dudley,
across the Connecticut State Line
to Woodstock and so southwesterly
through the wilderness, where are

v now clusters of Connecticut towns,

to the east bank of the Connecti-
cut River opposite Hartford.

“It ia not to be confounded with
the historic Bay Path or second
Connecticut Trail, The latter was
found’ and used some years later.
Winthrop notes it in his Journal
in 1648 as avolding much of the
‘hill way.' The Bay Path was an
upper trail located altogether in
Massachusetts.”

Both of these trails are deseribed
in *“Customs and Fashions" by
Alice M. Farle and by Katherine
M. Abbott in her book “Old Paths
and Legends of New England.”

While there are no records that
indicate the route over which thae
Hooker party journeyed, there is
much evidence that definitely de-
nies the use of other paths or
roiutes to these early pioneers. For
example: -

If the Hooker party had travel-
ed through the town of Windsor,
record of this town would mention
this event when *“The Light of the
Western Churchés," as the Rev.
Thomas Hooker was called, had
arrived in this early community.
But the Windsor records reveal np
claims to such an occurrence.

In Volume 1, Page 453 of Dr.
William Palfrey’'s historical books,
the author describes the Hooker
party journey through the wilder-
ness and, concludes that chapter,
thus, “At a spot on the right bank
of the Connecticut River, just
north “of the Dutch stockade

. (Duteh Point, Hartford), the cara-

van reached its journey's end. The
little settlements above and be-
Jow (Windsor >and Wethersfield)
were enlarged in the course of the
summer by emigration of—the
churches of 'Dorchester and Wa-
tertown."
Manchester on the Trall'

Moreover, on Sept. 1, 1883,
Symon Broadstreet wrote a letter
to the Connecticut Coémmiasioners,
in which he describes a trip to
Podunk (Manchester is In Podunk
territory) ,and mentions the Con-
nectiout Path being in this sec-
tion. (Bee Towns and Lands, 167a
in the State Library). i

According to  Joseph Olcutt
Goodwin, author of the Histo
of E4ast Hartford, and town cle
of that town for 48 years, the
Hockanum fording place was used
until the year 1700, when the
“causewsy and bridge was bullt."
Not only was this a historic_ford-
ing place used by the Indians, but
it served the white settlers for 75
years later,

In Volume VI, (Page 475) of
the Colonial Records, we find an
order of the General Court record-
od, dated 1724 which subsian-
tintes all of the (foregoing evi-
dences.

Woodward And Saffrey Map

The Woodward and Saffrey Map
has not been ridiculed and rejected
throughout the lifetime of the ma-
kers, but has been condemned by
every trustworthy historian since.
{See "Boundary Disputes” by Clar-
ence Bowen and also Boland Math-
er Hooker's “Boundaries of Conn-
ecticut, page 18). This was pub-
lished by the Tercentenary com-
mittee of the State of Connecticut,
1933,

Speaking of the boundary dis-
putes, B. M. Hooker says, "The
claim to Springfield by Massachu-
setts was based- upon a survey
made in 1642 to determine Massa-
chusetts southern boundary. This
line was determined by Nathanlel
Woodward and Solomon Saffrey
under Massachusetts authority,
These men were not qualified for
the position and made a mistake
which was the foundation of the
Masaachusetts-Connecticut  bound-
ary strife. .

A New Kind Of History

If the British Go;'cmmen' had
chosen to allow the failure of the
‘British Mission In India to go at
that, there could have been no
question of its sincerity. This
Eritish Mission went to India with
an unconditional offer of independ-

'\cncc for India. That offer failed

only because the Indlans them-
selves could not agrees to accept
it. At this point, Brilain's moral
record was clear enough; it had
done Itn hest; responsibility [for
the failure was India’s; If Britain
now claimed that it had done its
best and that Indian Independence
must wait upon the development
of conditions inside India, there

‘could be no valid criticism of such

A position.

Britain has, however, chosen to
do somsething more, In the most
extraordinary policy in all record-
ed history, Britaln is trying to
force independence upon India.
That is the substance of the White
Paper Issued after the breakdown
of negotiations in India. If the In-
diang capnot .agree to take Inde-
pendence, Lhe White Paper says in
substance, Britain will give them
independence nonetheleas. If they
cannot agree among themselves
on the bapiz of Indian independ-
ence, Britain herself will draw up
& plan for them.

The plan itself is & good plan.
It refuses to divide India Into two
separate nations, as the Mosiems
have been demanding. But the
system of government It proposes
" would contain extraordinary pro-
tection of minorities.

In brief, India would becoms a
wort of United States, with a fed-
+ral _government which would
have -unchallenged control of for-
eign affairs, defense and commu-
nications, and of the lax
necéssary (o finance those fune-
tions. .

All other powers of government
would be vested In the
provinces which would bhe com-
parable to the states of our union,

As a further protection of the
Moslem minority interests, it
would be required that any meas-

“ ure of federal policy must have

Washington, May 18— # -
Here's the ABC of the rallroad
atrike due to start at 4 p. m, to-
day. .
Only two—of the 20 big railroad '
unions—called the strike. Thase
are the Engineers and Trainmen,
about 250,000 of them.

A strike by them would Dbe
enough to tie up the railroads,
they're key men. The other unions
could hardly operate -the roada
without them.

All Wanted Same Things

But, although the sirike was
called by only two of the 20
unions, all 20 wanted the same
things:

They wanted hjgher pay and
some changea in their contracis
with the railroadas.

The 20 unions are divided up
this way:

1. There are five very big
unions, the big five brotherhoods,
which operate the trains.

The
five uniond are: Engineers, Train-
men, Conductors, Switchmen, En-
ginemen,

2. There are 15 other unions
of railroad workers. They don't
run the trains. 8o they're called
the non-operating unions.

The big five asked for a wage
boost of at least $2.50 n day.. For
an 8-hour day, that would be
slightly more than 31 cents an
hour. -

The 15 non-operating unions
anked for an increase of 30 cents
an hour. For an 8-hour day, this
would be a raise of $2.40 a day,
