Jlm Crow Given Slap
By Supreme Tribunal

Decision on lnlerslale!
Buses Will Result in
Some Changes in the
Treatment of Negroes

By James Marlow

Washinigton, June B5—(f)—The
Supreme court has given Jim Crow
a slap which will cause some
changes, but not great changes,
in the treatment of Negroes in this |
country.

The court has ruled that inter-
state buses—those traveling from
one state into another—cannot
force Negroes to ride in the rear,
behind white passengers’

This was aimed at southern
states, the only states with Jim
Crow laws compelling Negroes to
ride in the rear of public vehicles,

Decision Limited Victory

The decision was a victory -for

i a Hmited victory.

The court ruling applied to
nothing except buses which cross
state lines. On buses or trolleys
which operate entirely within a
state Negroes still can be com-
pelled to ride behind white people.
Jim Crow is the name for the Way
in'which Negroes are kept sepairate
from whites.

Jim Crow, in some cases /8 &
Inw and in some as a custom, is &
rule of life in the south. Fobr ex-
ample:

Separate rallroad walting
rooma for Negroes, separate hos-
pital wards, separate bathing
beaches, separate schools. White
restauranta refuse to serve Ne-
groes; {f they get into white thea-
ters at all it is in & section aparil.

Jim Crowism Practiced

The north has no Jim Crow
laws but it practices Jim Crowism
very effectivaly in many ways and
tn many places, such ns by refus-
ing them seats in certain theaters.

But no matter what the form
of Jim Crowism, north or south,
the Supreme court in thig decision
Jeft the practice untouched except
to ban any law compelling Ne-
groes ta ride behind whites on In-
ter-state buses,

Thus the Supreme court decis-
fon knocks out just a little bit of
Jim Crowism, Southern Jim
Crow laws are about half a cen-
tury old. They were passed about
the turn of the century.

Two Questions Arise

Hero two questions come up:
How did the name Jim Crow
start? And why did, the Su-
preme court this week linlit  its

ruling to interstate’ buses?

Webster's dictionary says:

“Jim Crow—=eaid to be so-called
from a Negro song and dance,
the refraim of which is ‘wheel
about and turn about and jump
Jim Cpow, popujarized abont 1835
by T. D. Rice, a famous Negro
mirstrel.”

As tn the Supreme court de-
cision:

Under Virginia law Negroes rid-
mg {n buses—whethey they cross
the state line or operale entirely
within the state—must ride be-
hind white passengers.

Mr. Gannett assiiled the Pots-
dam agreement which resulted in
the partition of Germany, declar-
ing "Wwe were sold dowp the river"
as a result of that conference of
U. 8., British and Russian leaders. |
After referring to the situation in
the U. 8. zone where 20,000,000
Germans face heavy unemploy-
ment and low food rations, the
publisher nsserted that unless the
zones are abolished and defeated

and an Army-of at least one mil |
lion men, the publisher said the
U. 8 Is demobilized and war
weary and not In shape to resist
{he Soviet force. Britain Is In
worse shape, he comtinued.

Cautioning against hasty with-
drawal from Europe, Mr. Gannett
sald the occupation forces may
have te remain perhaps 25 years
or until another generation cut
loose from Nazism can take con-
traol.

"It i» up to the American peo-
ple to decide. 1If we can hold up
Germany and Germany can exist
it will be a buffer aguinst theul
spread of Communism. We Mmuldl
stay in Germany indefinitely. The
French and the British are ready
to stick it out”

Must Create Public Opinlon

Turning to the problem bl‘fnl‘fL
the exccutives and editors, Mr.
Gannett said it was up to the
newspapers to create public opiny”

“It In a great challenge/to us
newspapermen,'” he said, "It is a
