"There may be those who think 
it quite harmless to encourage the 
employment of justices’ ex-1̂  
partners to argue close esses by 
smothering the objecUons which 
the bar makes |o this practlM, 
Jackson declared; in a lengmy 
statement itoued at a hastily- 
summoned press conference last 
night. "But in my view such m  
attitude would soon bring the 
court Into disrepute.".

Jackson, who is now on leave 
from the U. S. Supreme court to 
act as chief U. S. prosecutor in the 
w4r crimes trials before the Inter­
national MlllUry tribunal here, 
said the statement had been cabled 
to House and Senate Judiciary 
committees because "Congress has 
a right to know the facta and is­
sues Involved." *

Jackson went to considerapie 
length to declare that nothing in 
his statement was intended to re­
flect upon Fred Vinson, whose 
nomination by President Truma.n 
to be the new chlpf Juatice now is 
pending before the Senate.

Imperottve to Air Facta 
He described Vinson as "an up­

right fearless and well-qualified 
man." and sold he felt It was Im­
perative to air the facts about the 
court "feud” since “ further sup­
pression of the facU will not help 
Mr. Vinson and will afford a con­
tinuing basis for Irresponsible 
rumor and Innuendo."

Jackson said Black threatened 
him with "war”  unless he joined 
"in covering up the facts/’ and then 
added: “ If war is declared on me 
I propose to wage it. with the 
weapons of the open warrior, not 
those of the stealthy assassin."

Washington, June U  — (ffl 
Bread and flour shortages for at 
least another year was the fore­
cast handed American housewlvea 
today despite fhe start on harvest­
ing another of the nation’s bumper 
wheat crops.

The Agriculture department re­
ported considerable improvement 
in bread and flour supplies are ex­
pected in another month, but hard­
ly to the extent needei to meet all 
domestic and famine relief de­
mands before the 1947 harvest.

Verges On Acute Stage 
The bread scarcity in a number 

of major cities meanwhile verged 
on the acute stage, and an Asso­
ciated Press spot survey also dis­
closed the same held true for meat. 
Soap, butter and cooking fats rank­
ed next on the list of increasingly 
hard-to-get Items.

The outlook in the cities covered 
seemed to be that these shortages 
gould grow worse before the situa­
tion improved. Harvesting of the 
new wheat crop promised to ease 
the bread-flour picture, hut com­
plex uncertainties made the proe- 
pects dubious for any big improve­
ment In the supply of meats, but­
ter. or fats.

In its June crop report Issued 
yesterday, the Agriculture depart­
ment said the third consecuUve 
bilUdn-bushel wheat crop and the 
third largest crop of record was 
indicated by conditions prevailing 
on June 1.

Below Last Year’s Record
The crop estimate was put at 

1,025,509,000 bushels, or about 25,- 
000,000 bushels more than was in­
dicated a month earlier. While 
about 100,000,000 bushels below 
last year’s record harvest, this 
year’s crop stands out as a large 
one in comparison to the 10-year 
(1935-44) average of 844,000,000 
bushels.

There still is time for further 
Improvement in production pros­
pects—particiularly in the more 
northern producing areas where 
the crop matures later—but it is 
hardly possible for the final out­
turn to be large enough to allow 
consumers all they want.

The Agriculture department ac­
cordingly went ahead with a  whfeat 
conservation program calling for 
( 1) continuation of the present 80 
per cent flour extraction rate; J2) 
limitation of flour for domestic 
consumption to 85 per cent of last 
year’s level beginning July 1, com­
pared wdth 75 per cent for June; 
and (3) discouraging the feeding 
of wheat to livestock.

With Byrnes leaving for the 
French capital again Thursday, 
Accompanied by fTiairnian Con- 
nally (D.. Texas) of the Foreign- 
Relations committee and Senator 
Vandenherg ( R., Mich.), the plan 
had been to seek to strengthen the 
secretary’s hand in advance of his 
new conference with the Russian, 
British and French foreign nilnls- 
lera.

In this connection, tite pro|x>aed 
resolution would have had the Sen­
ate express “ its acccn-d with the 
efforts of Secretary Byrnes to ob­
tain the acceptance of a four pow­
er pact and his purpo.se to seek 
an early conclusion of peace trea­
ties based on freedom of si>eech.

Russian Ideas Opp«iseil

Bendy to Fight Endorsement

a reporter he would fight any at­
tempt to endorse Byrnes' policies 
as they now stand.

"What Mr. Bymea is following 
now is A irictly an anU-Ruaaian 
policy/* Pepper asserted. " I  don't 
say that it is a policy adopted In 
roblicp, but the effect of it Is anti- 
Russian and pro-British.

Pepper aaid he had sensed ah

New Weapon

Tokyo, June 11 Japan's
new and unorthodox labor weap­
on-lock ing out the boss has 
kept production and profits flow­
ing as usual at the Mitsubl^is' 
big chemical plant, where the 5.30 
workers haven't seen a' company 
official since March 1.

The workers bank company 
profits— first raising their pay 
and run the big plant aa usual.

I*lant 4{uietly Seized 
There is no violence, and ha.s 

been none since the employes 
quietly seized the plant on that 
date. Management and union 
representatives had bargained, 
briefly on workers’ dehiands, in­
cluding a 300 per cent boost In 
average pay and a voice [n run­
ning the Tokyo factory. Man­
agement said “ No,” so the union 
said it would just take over the 
plant until management came 
around to its terms.

Japanese labor's increa.sing use 
of this unusual form of atrlke, 
known aa production control, has 
preclpitaterJ a '.strong movement 
to outlaw it. Premier Shigeru 
Yoshida has declared hla opposi­
tion, and the government is ex­
pected to announce an official pol­
icy frowning on the practice. Leg­
islation may be hecessary, how­
ever. to curb it.

Tadatoshi Otaki. chairman of 
the 14-member workers’ commit­
tee now directing the chemlral 
plant, explained today how the 
employes maintained production -- 
with some Increases, some de­
creases—and banked the plant’s 
profits out of which the committee 
voted emergency pay increases 
for everybody.
Not Equal to Original Demands
■ "W e consulted a .lawyer and he 

■said it was all right," Otaki ex­
plained. The increases voted, he 
added, did not equal the union's 
original demands but were merely 
an emergency stopgap.

Net profit for March, he report­
ed, was 1,700,000 yen ($113,3331; 
for April, 240.000 yen ($16,000). 
Company funds are deposited in 
the name of the union chairman.

Otaki claimed no credit for in­
creases in the plant's production 
since the seizure. For instance, he 
said, ontput of methanol rose 
from 2.700 kilograms in February 
to 61,230 in April—but the xxni'M 
worker* were merely utilizing wfw

Washington, Jt(ne 11 i/Fi 
Morris Verner, a Ct*A official 
said today that wide.spread with­
holding of clothing and other 
goods from the market until July 
1 Is "inevitable’’ beciiuae of uncer­
tainty about price co!ntroI legisla­
tion.

Verner. chief of the Civilian 
Production Administration's Com­
pliance division, made this state­
ment in an interview as tne Sen­
ate prepared to open debate on a 
bill to extend OPA one year be­
yond June 30 but with sharply 
trimmed authority over prices.

Simultaneously, an OPA offi­
cial who asked Anonymity, dis­
closed that Price Administrator 
Paul Porter has ordered' •  halt to 
removal of price controls on any 
major commodities until Congress 
has taken finkl action on the OPA 
hill.

Unwise to L ift Ceilings
This official said Porter be­

lieves it would- be unwise to lift 
ceilings on any Important item 
"before Congress decides what the 
government's price policy is going 
to he.”

Specifically, the official said, this 
will delay elimination of controla 
on crude oil, gasoline, and other 
petroleum products, as well as on 
many industrial machinery Hems.
He added that OPA had planned 
removal of petroleum ceilings "by 
this time."
