peace. This source, who 
'M’ould not permit himself to
be identlfled, envisioned a jpiard- 
lan of world peace even higher 
and mightier than the United Na  ̂
tlons Security council If the 
council holds tight to the veto. 
Just what form It should take he 
added, is under study.

Outlines situation 
The Security Council might con­

ceivably become this powerful in­
ternational guardian If the veto 
power Is scrapped, this informant 
said. He outlined the situation 
substantially as follows:

The United States has the 
atomic bomb. The United States 
wants peace and means to have it. 
The United States will sacrifice 
the atomic bomb if adequate world 
security and atoftfic energy con­
trols are ~ set up but the United 
States Will not destroy one bomb 
until the nations of the world, In­
cluding this country, of course, 
have set up this world organization 
by treaty.

Thus the United States was rep­
resented as beln£^^in position to 
attain peace by an\pld-fashioned 
swap—the bomb for tt»e peace.

Bernard M. Baruch, United 
States elder statesman, yMterday 
proposed to the United 
Atomic Energy commissioiv the 
creation of an international Atomic 
Development authority to controf 
gll phases of development and use 
of atomic energy.

Further, he proposed thgl when 
an adequate bystem has been es­
tablished, including the renuncis- 
tlon-of the bomb as an instrument 
of war, the United States would 
agree to cease manufacture of the 
bomb and the destruction of exist­
ing bombs.

Would B* Given Secret#
When thla group la set up. after 

all the agreementa had been made, 
the atomic authority is-ould be 
given our atomic secrets.

But all that takes time yid the 
nations would have to seal their 
agreements to all the conditions by 
treaties.

Because a treaty M-ould he In­
volved. the United States Senate 
would first have to approve our 
pert tn all this.

And Its approv.-il could be ob­
tained only by a two-thirds vote, 
which Is not easy.

Baruch and this goveniment ap­
parently feel that we can laKe time 
to get all the conditions agreed to, 
that no one else is going to bob up 
with an atom bomb of his own in 
the near future.

Baruch told the commission: 
“ As matters now stand, several 
years may be necessary for an­
other country to produce a bomb.'

No EsHmatei On Time
Nowhere in his statement does 

Baruch sav how long he thinks It 
may be before the plan he outlines 
can be agreed to and put Into op­
eration.

If wB did agree, it would be the 
first tiniB In our history that we 
wece willibg to lay asidf our na­
tional sovereignty under any cir­
cumstances or for any purpose.
