Energetic Artifts Or­
ganised Ten Years; 
Win Put on Shows for 
Elach Other, Give Talks

New York, June 26— (J5—New 
England, long accustomed to 
summer vlsltora, fairs and conven' 
tionA will be host this week to an 
imuBual festival— the first post 
war gathering of the puppeteers 
0# America at Hartford. Cohn.

It  may be surprising that there 
are about 300 active puppeteers In 
America, not to mention hundreds 
of other people connected with the 
art.

The energetic artists who oper­
ate puppets (any figures under 
human control and Ubed for dra­
matic purposes is a puppet) or­
ganized 10 years ago to share tech­
niques and explore new uses for 
their art. They publish a bl-mon- 
thelr art. They publish a bi-month­
ly news sheet and bravely work 
to prompt their art. discouraging 
tbe use of such insidious anti-pup­
pet expressions as "puppet ruler.” 

Actually Part Of Residence 
This year’s festival (June 27- 

.30) win have its headquarters in 
the Rufus Rose theater, in Water­
ford. where puppeteers will put 
on shows for each other and give'

, talks. Is an unique affair designed 
by Air. Rose, an Antioch college 
graduate. It actually la part of 
hU residence and so constructed 
that 200 people can be seated In 
the living room. A w,all of his 
shop opens so a truck can be driv­
en in and props loaded.

Rufus and Margo Rose arc one 
of several family groups which are 
In the puppet business. Their 
children, Janie.s, 12, and KufusvJJr., 
10, are profe.ssionals. In the last 
year the family has given an av­
erage of one show a week in their 
theater, the only complete marion 
ette theater In operation in the 
east. It is larger than the Martin 
Stevens’ in Middlebury. Indiana, 
and comparable to the "Turn­
about” theater of the Yale puppet- 
teers In Hollywood.

Curtailed For Five Years 
The puppeteers of America, 

both professional and amateur, 
have been curtailed for five years. 
Many younger members were in 
varlQvis branches of the armed ser­
vices. Transportation and other 
diffiouIUea limited activities.

"The war brought a change In I 
puppet shows,” says Paul MePhar- 1 
lin, tall, bespectacled graduate of 
the University of Michigan, well- 
known professional and editor of 
the puppeteers’ year book. "In ­
dividual puppeteers boiled down 
their equipment for full technical 
productions and worked up solo 
routines. They entered the field 
of night clubs, vaudeville, and 
musical comedy through traveling 
shows, packing their little crea­
t in g  In a box or ■ two. There 
was a trend .away from string 
puppets to hand-puppets. The 
latter require less draperies and 
properties, afford more freedom in 
operation.”

Presenting Shadow Shows
Many of the newest puppeteers 

are presenting shadow shows 
where all properties—stage. Scen­
ery, props, puppets—are as flat 
as cardboard.

America’s artists, not forgetting 
the theatrical uses (the newest 
field in television) now are inter­
ested also in such fields as child 
psychiatry (plays can be acted 
out to find out what a child” re­
acts to), and occupational ther­
apy of adults (constructing a pup­
pet gives a patient a purpose for 
using certain muscles.)

A ll puppeteers— whether ama­
teur or professional— have a 
working acquaintance with theat­
rical matters. They not only de­
sign and manipulate their charac­
ters. but select or write plays and, 
music.

Section 1. Appointment. \  At

The Board of Direc­
tors shall determine the date of the 
hearing and shall cause a notice 
of the hearing to be published in a 
newspaper having a general circu­
lation in the Town not less than 
three times and not less than seven 
days prior to the date of the hear­
ing.

Section S. Consideration by the 
Board.

State Suprem e Tribunal 
Alters Provisions Put 
In by 1 8 52  Assembly
Hartford, June 26 OT -The 

second Ecceslastlcal society of 
Hartford, has received its second 
rcvi.slon in 95 years of the terms 
of the will of William Stanley who, 
in 179.5, left property to the church 
society, the revenue from which 
was to he used for the benefit of 
the society.

The State Supreme court yes­
terday in an unardmoiis opinion al­
tered l ertnin provisions which had 
been placed in the ancient will in 
185'J by the General Assembly 
which, at that time, dis.solved a 
provision prohibiting the sale of 
the property.

Supreme court records show the 
fund totals approximately J.50,000 
at present.

The isr>2 LcRbslature provided 
that society, which holds title to 
the property of the Second Oin- 
gregational church here, could in­
vest the fund in bonds and mort­
gages of real e.state "of double the 
value of the amount invested."

The society contended that it 
was practically impossible for the 
trustees of the fund to Invest in 
anything hut low-paying govern­
ment bonds and savings bank de­
posits under these terms since 
there was little demand for mort­
gages for only one half the value 
of property.

Would Defeat Fund’s Purpose
The court, agreeing with the so­

ciety's contention, said that to 
deny the plea for greater latitude 
in investing the funds would de­
feat the purpose for which the 
fund was established—to provide 
the society with funds for religious 
and charitable uses.

The goclety was authorized, by

the court to Invest the funds “ In 
such securities and mortgages’,’ as 
are specified by state law as legal 
Investments for trust funds gen­
erally.

Under the terms of the Stanley 
will, the society prohibited
ever from selling the property but 
this was changed by the' General 
Assembly In 1852 when the society, 
claiming the property had ceased 
to produce revenue, was given per­
mission to sell It.

New Tax Council 
Soon lo Operate

H aJtford , June 26—F ra n k  W. 
K raem er, collector of In te rn a l Rev­
enue for C onnecticut announced 
today th a t  he has been notified by 
trea su ry  officials In W ashington 
of the beginning of active opera­
tions w ithin the  nex t few weeks of 
th e  newly created  Excess P ro fits  
Tax Council. This council Is the 
agency which has been se t up 
w ithin the b u rea u  of In ternal Rev­
enue to  adm in ister claim s filed by 
corporations for reduction of the ir 
excess p ro fiU  taxes under Spctlon 
722 of the In te rn a l Revenue Code.

Com m issioner of In te rn a l Reve­
nue Joseph D. N unah. Jr..~hBS in­
form ed Mr. K raem er th a t  an an ­
nouncem ent of the full m em bership 
of the council will be.m ade shortly. 
I t  will be composed of fifteen Indi­
viduals selected for ou tstanding  
experiences in law, accounting and 
economics. Meanwhile, adm lnistrn- 
tlv f  and procedural plans are be­

ing developed fo r early  considera­
tion of the  council. F orem ost of 
these is a  proposal fo r the council 
to  re-exam ine and a tte m p t se ttle ­
m ents w ithou t co u rt tr ia l In the 
approxim ately  600 cases which are  
pending In the  Tax C ourt of the 
U nited SU tbs.

Am ong o th e r facilities, the coun­
cil is expected to .h a v e  a  Confer­
ence Group to  a tte m p t se ttle ­
m ent of d lspu ted 'cases, and also a  
Review Group to  ejtam lne cases In 
which tax p ay ers  ’ and field agen ts 
of the bureau have reached ag ree­
m ents.

Field offices of the  B uresu  will 
continue to  handle Section 722 qas- 
es as In the p as t In an effo rt to  
reach ag reem M ts w ith  taxpayers 
In as m any instances as possible. 
E ach field office has organized a 
com m ittee on Section 722 claim s 
and each corporation  having such 
a claim  pending in a  field office 
is requested to  expedite Its case by 
fully inform ing the com m ittee of 
all relevant fac ts  regard ing  the 
case.

1 orations, the re  will be transfe rred

to  its  jurisd iction  alt Section 722 | 
cases now being handled by the 
A ud t  ReWew .JCtels-on of the  In ­
come Tax U n it In W aalhngton.

In an article In the New York | 
Timea Magazine ' last Sunday, i 
Professor Einstein dl.setts.aed the 
consequences of the bomb in the 
affalia of men. Doing so. ha ad­
dressed his remarks prim ipally to 
those who follow two kinds of ar­
guments In trying to formulaic 
human policy In the age of the 
bomb. I

One or Uiese arguments runs to 
lha effect that man has never be­
fore succeeded In preventing wars, 
and la not likely to now. There­
fore, the thing to do i.s to watch 
one's Individual strength, and con­
tinue able to wage tougher war 

, „than any one .else.
The other argument aays that 

In order to have peace and inter­
national cooperation Vou have to 
change human nature 
assuming It can be done, will be a 
long and arduous task, not likely 
to be completed in our lifalimes. 
We should work toward that 
gradual end. but meanwhile we 
must formulate present pollcie.s 
on the assumption that we are 
living In. a very wicked world.

But what Profesaor Ebistein 
says is that our choice is between 
the impossible and nothing.

"In the light of new knowl-

.solntion mankind can even aiir- 
vivc another war. that we are in 
dangei today. U is the p.*ople , 
who do not resTize that the failure 
of nisnkind to rise to its new ob­
ligation.'; ami respiin.albilitiea 
means di.aa.Mer now, immediiitelv. 
who ale helping to giiaiantee the 
death of the world, not at some 
vague and far-off date, hiil in 
their own lime. There is only one 
realistic quc.stion to ask yourself 
as you think about the problem of 
the atom and the threat of new 
war. Do you want yourself and 
yotir family to be slive, on a 
green eal th, five yeats from now V

FWt Welcome Mat Removed 
While Mr. Truman apparently has 

not directed at others the sharp 
crltlcUm he is said to have voiced of 
Tobey and Former Secretary of In­
terior Harold L. Ickes In that let­
ter, some senators have as.serted 
privately that they feel the White 
House welcome mat was removed 
BO f&r as they are concerned after^ 
their stand against Pauley became 
known.

Democrats generally avoided 
making their view public When the 
appointment was pending, but two 
of them—Senators Pepper (Fla) 
and Stewart (Tenn)—spoke out 
for withdrawal of Pauley’s name 
Since then Pepper has been public­
ly critical of the preshlent's pro­
posal for emergency strike control 
kglalatlon.

Senators who saw the letter to 
Tobey told a reporter Mr. Truman 
wrote In vigorous language that 
the New Hampshire senator and 
Ickes were responsible for the 
president’s subsequent failure to 
uduce some high type men to take 
Federal posts because of the fear 
of similar fights against them. The 
letter was said to have described 
the criticism of Pauley as unwar­
ranted.

Says Potsdam

Not least among China’* bad 
breaka has been the tendency o f I 
America, potentially the nation 
China would like to hav/ aa Ita 
beat friend, flrat to over-eatlmat* 
China’s virtue* and then to suffer 
disllluaionment. because all Chi­
nese do not prove to be perfect. 
Dr. James L. McConaughy. head of 
United China Relief, told the Man­
chester Rotary Club at the Sheri­
dan Restaurant laat night. Mem­
bers of the Kiwanis and Ehcchange 
clubs were special gueats for the 
occasion.

Dr. McConaughy, who before hla 
present position was lieutenant 
governor of Connecticut and presi­
dent of Wesleyan University, and 
who now resides In Cornwall, 
urged his hearers to make a. fair 
and realistic appraisal of China.

It  would be easy to And a heavy 
score for China In the errors col­
umn, h^ said, but China's hits and 
runs shobid also be considered.

Here, he said, is a nation of 
450,000,000 people suddenly flnd- 
Ing Itself, without previous experi­
ence In self-government, lifted to 
a place among the four great pow­
ers of the earth. China, he said, 
was trying to lift Itself by Its boot­
straps, and not always succeed­
ing.

China’s Handicap* 
Describing China’s handicaps, 

he said that It was 85 per cent Il­
literate, that, with Its great wall, 
it was the first great isolationist 
naUon. that, until recently, it had 
always been governed by Invaders 
to whom graft waa aa much a 
custom as tipping Is In America, 
and that the mere concept o f self- 
government was almost complete­
ly new to the Chinese.

To realise the present position 
of China, Dr. McConaughy said, 
Americans should go back to Val­
ley Forge, and to the troubles and 
failures which accompanied this 
nation's first two or three decades' 
o f effort to create national unity.

Nevertheless, Dr. McOonaughV 
said, it waa his bet that ■ China 
'vould, by some "peculiarly Chlnqse 
brand of compromise," succeed in 
working out its troubles. To this 
compromise, he predicted, Gener­
alissimo Chlang Kai-shek would 
contribute much, and the so-called 
Chinese Communists would con­
tribute much. In the direction of 
the welfare of the peasants.

"Starting from zero," he said, 
China has already, in the last ten 
years, “ mad* more progress In a 
comparable period than any other 
country in history with the possi­
ble exception of Russia."

The Rusalan member said the 
council wasn't supposed to <. talk 
about that; it wasn’t, on the 
agenda.

He quoted the Potadam,declara­
tion, to which Ruaala was a party, 
as providing that "Japanese mili­
tary forces, after being completely i 
disarhied, shall be per^ tted  to re­
turn to their homea.” |

He followed with figures on the 

per centage of Japanese repatri­
ated from various areas— includ­
ing; Soviet areas, zero per cent

(American news correspondents 
who entered Manchuria laat Feb- 
ruai’V drew from the Red Army 
commandant at Mukden, MaJ. Oen. 
Andrei Kovtoun-Stankevltch, the 
statement that disarmed Japanese 
troops in hla area had been sent by 
train to work projects in Siberia).

Atcheson concluded; " I  submit 
the opinion that applicable terms 
of the surrender should be carried 
‘out voluntarily by all Allied au­
thorities as promptly aa prac­
ticable. From the point of view of 
Allied unity alone, I  should not 
wish to see smy terms o f the sur 
render unilaterally abrogated or 
disregarded.

" It  la obvious that if  the same 
measure o f full cooperation Is not 
received from all Allied authori­
ties in this matter, there will arise 
the possibility o f misunderstand­
ing among us— as well aa con­
tinued widespread apprehension 
among the Japanese people.

“ I should like to ask the Soviet 
member for any comment which 
he mighf care to make in regard 
to this particular question."

The Russian delegate, Lieut

of Japan.”

As guards moved to enforce the 
court's order the remaining de­
fendants leaped to their feet, 
shouting.

Shouting in Hebrew, 19-year- 
old Menahim Binder, one of the 
accused, declared the Jewish un­
derground Army was fighting "a 
righteous war for the independ­
ence and liberation of a slave na­
tion against an oppressor nation."

Order was not reatored until sol­
diers and guards surrounded the 
accused. A verdict is expected lat* 
today in the case.

Meanwhile, a British destroyer 
waa reported in charge of the Pan­
amanian ship Baauharnals, renam­

ed the Joeiah Wedgwood, which 
has nsarly 1,300 illegal Jewish Im­
migrants aboard. The ship sailed 
from a port on tha Gulf of Genoa 
June 19.

and on the basis of reports from 
friends, tended to minimize the 
reports the world is getting of the 
(Chinese civil war.' -

"The story in Manchuria i.* a 
tragic one,” he said, "but yet I 
have a hunch that our correspond- 
enta are not quite getting the com­
plete picture.”

He told me how, during the two 
months when American headlines 
were telling how the (Chinese Na­
tionalist troops were JTlghtlng" 
their way into Manchuria’ In one 
"battle" after another, actual cas­
ualties, both killed and wounded, 
among 60,000 Nationalist troops 
totaled only 202.

"Such civil war," he said, “ is in 
some respects the Chinese way of 
blowing o ff steam. The Chinese 
have," he said with a touch of hu­
mor, “no politics or labor troubles 
to take their Interest In their re­
conversion period. Instead, their 
way of letting o ff steam is to make 
a noise, and many of the ‘civil 
wars’ so prevalent In C!hina have, 
he said, been little more than two 
armies coming together and shoot­
ing o tt fireworks."

Tolenace Strong Feature 
One of the great features of the 

. Chineae^character, said Dr. Mc­
Conaughy, is tolerance, .and in all 
Chinese history and philosophy the 
lowest kind of human being waa 
considered to be the soldier, who 
hired himself out for fighting, or 
who waa a person who believed Ih 
settling a problem by bloodshed in­
stead of by compromise.

In their tolerance, he said, the 
Chinese differed greatly from the 
people o f India, with their bitter 
religious enmltiea The difference 
between the two ends of the fight 
over the "Hump," he said, was 
that in India no one ever smiles, 
In China everyone It  always ready 
to  smile. V

But one thiitg is true all through 
Asia, Dr, McConaughy aald. That 
is tha^ nowhere t* there a people 
which ia ever again going to be 
willing to be considered the "white 
man’s burden.”  They want help, 
but not at the expense of being 
considered inferior.

Down on West 12th Street in 
New York there is a slender little 
gray-halred lady who can change 
almost anybody’s life.

She la Dr. StcHa Center, a soft- 
voiced Alabaman With a quiet 
dynamo drive, who is nn expert 
on how to read rapidly and com­
prehend what Is read. Today she 
heads the New York Unlverolty 
Reading Clinic, which she found­
ed 13 years ago with co-teacher 
Gladys Persons. j

Through her aid, professional! 
men and women whose work de­
mands a prodigious amount of 
newspaper and periodical reading 
have tripled their reading speed. 
Men who longed to do a big re­
search job In addition to regular 
work have found the way. Mothers 
with Jobs learned to whip through 
hooks like "Gone With the Wind” 
in five ho»:rs. College students whq 
could not keep up with their re­
quired reading gained their diplo­
mas. Children who had been dub­
bed failures at school became hap­
py well-rounded students.

And all by learning to speed 
their reading!

"The average adult reads 125 
to 250 w ords^ minute.” says Dr. 
Center. "But with training he can 
get to read 350 (the high school 
graduate rate). A really good read­
er should do 500 to 600 on news­
paper material, leas on study ma­
terial and 800 to 900 on material 
he has read before.

"The first and most important 
thing ia comprehension. In order 
to read swiftly and comprehend, 
the trick Ilea In bending your mind 
to the author’s frame of mind and 
thinking his thought in the pattern 
of his thinking. Slant your mind 
with hla—don’t pull against him. 
When'the reading Is finished, think 
over what the author said and de­
cide whether you accept it or re­
ject i t  If you take these three 
steps, you will have no ditficulty 
remembering what you rend and 
you won’t be Just a mental sponge 
soaking up other people’s opinions.

“The good reader pauses before 
he begins, gets his mental bear­
ings, opens his mind to the writ­
er’s thought, takes the first para 
graph slowly and picks up speed 
as he goes along. He reads dlffer-
