More Help to Unorganized 

This'.minimum wage law prob­
ably helped unorganized workers 
more thaii union members since 
toe latter were In a better, or 
stronger, position to demand more 
than the minimum wage guaran­
teed by law.

This will give an idea of how 
WHges have changed through 'toe 
years:

In 1850 carpenters and bricklay- 
cni avefaged about 910* a week. 
Women in textile mills got 93 a 
week. They worked 10 to 14 hours 
a day.

* Now for a 40-hour week—which 
is an 8-hour day. five days a week 
—toe pay averages: Carpenters, 
968 a week: bricklayers, 978 a 
week; m̂ o***®** textile mills, 930 
ft wftdc*

The whole, steady- effort of or­
ganized labor has been for higher 
wages,'-shorter hours. As unions 

^pushed their wages up, they had 
toe effect of forcing up the pay of 
toe unorganized. ^

Under toe social security act, toe 
unemployment compensation sys­
tem was established throughout 
toe states.

This gives workers edvered by 
toe law—not all are—a certain
