“About six per cent of the popu-
lation—or 8,000,000 people—suffer
from some form of mental {llness."”

Fifty per cent of all persons paid
by the Veterans administration for
disabllity are payable because of
psychatric disorders. ;

“Despite the contributions of
public and private organizations
and individuals, the nation has not
yet made real progress toward the
goal of mental health because
these efforts have been limited and
they lack coordination.

“Research Utterly Inadequate™

“Research in the field of mental
{liness has up to the present time
been utterly inadequate in view of
the magnitude of the problem and
its serious consequences to our so-
claty.

“It is estimated that no more
than $2,500,000 is spent annually
on research In psychiatry and re-
lated flelds, as compared with an
expenditure of at least $250,000,000
or 100 times as much, for the
maintenance of mental institutions.

“All public and private govern-
ment agencies together are spend-
ing not more than 25 centa per
year for research for each estimat-'
ed case of mental {lineas, and only
$1 for each known case of total
disability becatise of mental |ill
health, as compared, for example,
with $100 per case of infantile
