President Truman haa Just 
signed a bill which Increases the 
benefits received by the 1,600,000 
railroad workem in the form of 
genslona, life Inaurence, unemploy­
ment Insurance, and sick pay.

It also raiaea the taxes of rail­
road workem and the railroads 
themaelvea, effective next ‘Jxn. 1.

Loag Straggle In Congmis 
The bill became law after a 

long struggle tn OongreM, during 
which the rail v

unlons worked for 
tta passage and the Association 
of American Railroads opposed it.

The bUI was introduced mom 
than two yearn ago. In the House 
by Rev. Robert Grosser (D., Ohio) 
and In the Senate by Senatora 

1S Burton Wheeler (D., Mont.) and 
Robert 'Wagner (D.. N. Y.) For 
a long time it got nowhere. But 
this summer the House and Sen­
ate approved it by big nMjoritlea 

This being an election year, the 
labor leaders who sponsored the 
CroHer bill am working now for 
the - re-election of congressmen 
who helped put it across, and for 
the defeat of some who spoke 
against i t

Seen Financially Unsound
The railroads say the new law 

la financially unsound. They say 
It Is "discriminatory class legis­
lation," benefiting a particular 
group. They also say It will add 
$100,000,000 a year to the operat 
Ing expenses ofvthe rallroads.- 

The union leaders maintain that 
the act is perfectly sound, badly 
needed, and conservative In its 
benefits.
. These leaders in their publica­
tions constantly refer to what they 
call the "railroad lobby.” For ex­
ample, the April 6 Issue of “La­
bor,” a newspaper published by 15 
rail unions, quoted a union leader 
as saying "the railroad lobby has 
waged a most unscrupulous fight." 
The May 18 losue said under an 
eight-column headline:

"Labor has been informed by a 
gentleman who knows what Is go­
ing on that more than 300 railroad 
lawyera and probably as many 
prominent railroad officials have 
already registered at Washington 
hotels and are interviewing mem- 
bera {Of Congress.”
