The fact that 
these young men, taken from 
their education routine by the exi­
gency of war, are preparing to go 
on and complete the Job In thla 
manner, in commendable and la 
worthy of special notice.

Many distracting events., aome 
of them tragic and surety discour­
aging, fell to the lot of many 'of 
these boys, hardly out of

alone would be a serious deterrent 
to their plans to continue their 
education If It were not for the 
Intense desire on their part to 
make the most of their time in 
this creditable manner.

The class closes for the summer 
in one week and many members 
of the class will receive certifica­
tion that they have attained the 
required points to entitle them to 
enter college or the technical 
school of their choice.

Quick Mobilization of 
Police Halto Race Riot 
In Alabama
AUieng. Ala., Aug. 12—MV- 

Quick mobllixaUon of police offi­
cers in north Alabama waa credit­
ed today with halting a Satqrday 
race riot here tn which an undeter­
mined, number of Negroee were 
beaten.

The riot ftored In midafternoon 
following a fight between an ax- 
GI and a Negro and all Negroes 
were driven from the stteeta by 
mobs of white men estimated by 
County Judge D. L. Rosenau, Jr., 
to total around 2,005.

The Judge said "nine hoodlum 
leaders of the mob" ranging In age 
from 14 to 41. were arrested on 
charges of unlawful assembly.

State Highway Patrol Chief Van 
Buren Gilbert estimated 15 to 20 
Negroes were hurt, while Judge 
Roeenau Said he believed as many 
as 50 to 100 Negroes, Including 
several aged and children, were 
beaten or trampled.

The local company of the State 
Guard waa mobilised apd remSlAed 
at the armory overnight and otber 
companies tn nearby cities ware 
alerted.

Officials said a major factor In 
stemming the rioting was the rap­
id mobilization of the state high­
way patrol, which poured 60 arm­
ed patrolmen Into the town 80 min­
utes after the outbreak began.

Judge Rosenau said the nine sT' 
rested would be smdgned In Ma 
court Aug. 25. He said most were 
between the ages of 15 and I f .  The 
youngest erreated, a IS-year-old 
boy, "carried a club and knocked 
Negroes down,” the judge said.

The penalty on conviction of un­
lawful assembly ranges up to a 
$500 fine and six months In jaU.

"Manchester has good achoois 
and we want them to continue so,” 
declared Attorney House, "and we 
are conducting an tntenaive study 
o( the problems concerned. Wo 
welcome criticism when it la due 
and we urge your support when we 
are on the right track." the apeak- 
er aaid after outlining the many 
problema facing the Board of ESdu- 
cation for the current and future 
years.

Past AocetnpHebmenta
Attorney House reviewed the 

past accomplishments of the school, 
with a aldellght on the per capita 
coats per pupil year to the town. 
He said that before entering into 
a long-range report on the future 
plans for the development o f' the 
school system here, he visited the 
State Board of Education and made 
a complete survey of the per-capita 
costa of 22 towns In the state, some 
■mailer and s<me larger than Map< 
Chester.

He aaoertalned by this inspection 
that the per capita cost, ^ r  an­
num of the Manchester school sys­
tem was 1105.05 pec pupil. Only 
three towns of the 22 surveyed 
showed leas pejr capita cost with 
such towns as Cast Hartford, with 
11^.10; . West Hartford, with 
2U7.2S ahd Bristol, with 1127.05 In 
axesss of the local per pupil costa.

The fairest measure it compari- 
.son, the speaker said, was the basis 
Of per capita costa.

On this basis, the aurvey show­
ed that lb  o t  the 22 towns com­
pared spent more for their schools 
than did Manchester. It is to be 
construed, taking these figures, 
that Manchester people are get­
ting their money's worth for 
echool expense.

There is another side to the 
proposition, the Mieaker suggest­
ed. That is; "How much can the 
town afford to spend 7’,' - - ,  .

As a background for the In­
creasing coats of education. Chair­
man House pointed out that there 
la a "terrific" competition in the 
school systems throughout 'the 
state for the hire of acceptable 
trained teachers, especially. in the 
elementary grades.

Value e( School Plant
Today there are 4,700 pupils In 

the town schools with 155 teach­
ers assigned to the overcrowded 
schools, and with the physical up­
keep and care of the buildings in 
Ute bands of 28 employees. The 
value of the local school plant in 
lU entirety U about f 1,750,000.

The school systems of the state 
are under strict state super\ision, 
the officials elected locally on - a 
bi-partisan basis, with minority 
representation of three members 
of the Board, the majority repre­
sentation being six members.

’’We must discuss right now the 
Important declaration made by Mr. 
de Gaapert (Italian pramler) on 
.Saturday," Vlahynsky said. "If we 
do not examihe tha Italian declara­
tion immediataly It will Impede the 
future progress of the conference.

The question of inviting the four 
nations to appear drew no objec­
tion from the floor, but hours wers 
spent In discussing whether the 
General SecreUriat or the General 
Commlaalon of the conference 
should arrange details for the hear­
ings.

Uppoee British Proposal
A group of six nations, with So­

viet Delegate A. Y. Vishinsky aa 
their spokesman, opposed a British 
proposal to refer the problem to 
the General Commission. This op- 
pdsltlon was maintained even when 
an alternative proposal waa offered 
by British Delegate A. V. Alexan­
der that the matter should go to 
the General Commission only in the 
event of a disagreement in the 
General Secretariat.

Although the simple Invitation 
was accorded a unanimous vote, a 
roll call of IS to 3, with three ab- 
stentiona—Csechoslovakla, Ukraine 
and Yugoslavia—approved the pro- 
poaal in Its entirety.

Ruasla, Poland and Byelo-RueSla 
opposed It.

The conference then quickly elec­
ted French Delegate Jacques 
Fouuqe du Arc secretary-general 
of the conference, a position he 
has been holding In a temporary 
capacity.

It was then decided that the con­
ference’s G e n e r a l  Secretariat 
ahoiild consist of eight members; 
four of whom would represent the 
United States. Great Britain. Rus­
sia and France.

Debate Opened By Evatt 
Debate on the invitations to Al­

bania. Cuba. Egypt and Mexico 
was opened this morning by H. V. 
Evatt of Australia, who took the 
position that "from  a juridical 
point of view It la essential that 
Albania should be heard." The pro­
posal to invite Albania, presented 
by Yugoslavia and Cxechoslovakia, 
was bitterly opposed last week by 
Greece.

Andrei Vlshlnski of Russia op­
posed the nomination of Australia 
as one of the other four members 
of the secretariat, a.sserUng that 
Australia had shown herself "a 
temperamental member of our 
meeting" and that it would be bet­
ter to have "a calmer nation."

He proposed Ethiopia for mem* 
herahlp of the secretariat, and 
White Russia proposed Norway, 
but both declined, and the confer­
ence finally agreed without a vote 
that the four additional members 
of the secretariat should be Aus- 
tralta. Brazil, Chinn and Yiigo- 
hIhvIh a slate nominated by Great 
Britain.

The conference then adjourned 
until 4 p. m. n o  a. m.. e. s. t.) 

No Fanfare or Formality 
The third conference week was, 

opened by Secretary' of State 
Byrnes, who assumed the ehnir- 
mah^hip without fanfare or for­
mality-,

"The dtintributlon of the people 
of Albania,no matter how Interest- 
liiR, is beside the point.”

My delegation has always fnv- 
ired including Albania, providing

Alexander Juat aa quickly with­
drew hla proposal to Include Aus­
tria when Vlshlnaky gave notice 
that he would inaist on nddrcaaing 
the conference In oppoaltlon.

Moat of the atlng waa taken out 
of thla argument Saturday, how­
ever, by a Joint United States- 
c^achoalQvak compromiae which 
proposed that Albania, together 
with Cuba, Egypt and Mexico, aim- 
ply be invited to "present their 
points of view In plenary aeaalons 
of the conference and In the per­
tinent commissinna."

At the afternoon (10 a. m. e.s.t.)

the ticklish problem of Trieste and 
complained that Italy’s status aa 
a co-belllgerent had not been given 
sufficient weight In drafting the 
peace treaty for Italy.

Almost certain to bring
argument was de Gnspcrl’a firmly 
worded contention that the Ital­
ian Navy should not be considered 
war booty, as urged by Russia.

The tone of de Gasperl’s plead­
ing before the cold and silent 
chamber Saturday probably will 
set the pattern for those • who 
speak for the four beaten rtations 
to follow. He spoke in melodious, 
ringing Italian, and one Paris 
newspaper called him the first real 
orator to appear before the con­
ference.

His stony-faced auditors, how­
ever, gave him no such recogni­
tion, and the lev reception he re­
ceived was relieved only by the 
warmth of Byrnes’ handshake.
