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Service Center Part 
Of Bridgepotrt’s Life

Fire Gives Proof by 
Public Demonstration 
O f Loyalty and Sup­
port Rarely Seen

By Aimtld W.,Oraager 
Bridgeport, Aug. 18— —A fire 

gave TO Bridgeport Community 
Advisory Service center whatever 
proof It needed of how inextricably 
it had become a part of the city’s 
life.

*nie center had been operating 
for nearly two years xs a com­
munal experiment in human en­
gineering when fire destroyed its 
three-atory frame home Juat a 
month ago.

Within 24 hour*, the center was 
open for bualneas again after a 
public deroonatraUon of loyalty 
and support, which rarely had been 
seen in thia industrial city of-ap­
proximately 150,000.

Scores of business tirms, civic 
and veteran* organlMUons and In­
dividuals joined In the job of res­
toration. The taak entailed finding 
space In the nearby Y.W.C.A. build­
ing aa a new home; aalvaging rec- 
oid* from the fire debris, trans­
ferring them to the new quarters;' 
and dozens of other moving dgy 
chores.

All thia Bridgeport did cheer­
fully. One of the Immediate re­
wards waa that 180 persona, about 
60 per cent of normal came to the 
centerie new home on the very 
first day for counsel and help.

Put Into Operation In. 1944 
The center, supported from the 

Community cheat, waa put into op­
eration by Socialist Mayor Jaaper 
McLevy In September, 1044, pri­
marily as a counselling service for 
returning veterans. From the first, 
Ita aim waa to make available tm- 
der one roof all that a veteran 
needed in the way of advice and 
help.

Later it widened ita boom to in­
clude auch problem* a* t h ^  of In­
dustrial migixnta who lost their 
Jobs aa m n y of the city’s 1,300 
manufacturing plant* converted 
from war to peacetime production.

Today the center’s door* are 
open to any person who feels he 
need* expert help in meeting the 
problem* which crop up in every 
day living.

Heavleat Single Demand
Dr. Randall B. Hamrick, director 

of the center aince It* eatablish 
ment, aaid the heaviest single de­
mand I* for educational and voca­
tional counselling by veterans and 
high school graduates.

Terming the center the "nuclear 
hub of tqtal community effort” in 
readjustment and rehabilitation, he 
cited as an example of the center’s 
work the placement of 8,000 veter. 
ana and others in on-tbe-Job train' 
Ing and Institutions of formal ed­
ucation. Each person had an aver­
age of three hours of counselling 
before he was placed.

He reported, aa another example, 
loans totaling more than $5,000,- 
000 which have been arranged 
through the center for 3,500 appli­
cant*. ‘ „

The centpr, with a headquarters 
ataff which has grown from three 
to 44 persons, works through 33 
epecialized committees which rep­
resent 800 groups Interested in all 
phases of the city’s life. There are, 
for examples,- committees repre 
senting 18 Federal, state and muni­
cipal agencies,' and committees 
which represent manufacturers, or­
ganized labor and 41 veterans or­
ganizations.

Through these committees, the 
center has available, besides Its 
own staff off experts, about 80 oth- 
era, competent to give specialized 
help. Among the 60 are social 
workers, veterans and medical ad­
viser* and vocational counsellor*.

Adinieniebed hy Webb

"Witness," he said, “you can­
not refresh your memory from 
notes without permission of the 
tribunal."

" I  have only with me eimple 
dates and months— no details," re­
plied Pu-Yl, abashed.

Former I^ m ie r  Hidekl Tojo and 
the 36 other defendants abow^ 
interest in Pu-Yi's testimony. ToJo 
took notes, and Naoki Hoahino, one 
of the key civilian Manchurian 
plotters, gazed intently at the wit­
ness. A  number reached for their 
earphones, through-which they re­
ceive translations of testimony. 

Avoids Eyes of Defendanta 
The former puppet avoided the 

eyea of the defendants. Twisting 
nervously, he related that he was 
born In 1606 and was enthroned at 
the age o f three upon the death of 
hie aunt, the last empress dowager 
o f China.

The corruption' of Chinese offi­
cials waa the reason for his over­
throw by revolution three years 
later, Pu-Yi said. But he added 
thqt Sun Tat-Sen, leader of the 
revolution, was “a great man.” 

Pu-Yl said he first lived at the 
Japanese embassy in Peiping after 
his Right fronl the pslace becauap 
the British minister said the Brit­
ish embassy was “ too small.”

The witness told of living in 
Tientsin between the ages of 20 
and 27. Then he was taken to 
Manchuria to become regent and 
then puppet emperor of that Japa­
nese-dominated area.

No Show of Emotion 
Pu-Tl told his story with no 

show of emotion. His biographi­
cal testimony might have been 
that of any witness recounting the 
dates of his life.

The witness was taken to the 
office of the trlbimal secretariat 
shortly after the tribunal convened 
this morning. Court officials and 
a Russian g^uard would not permit 
American correspondents to inter­
view him.

He walked quickly into the 
courtroom when he was called. 
The t'wo American M.P.’a walked 
with him.
