Plan to*Speed

AWsahington, Bept. 20.^/P i—An 
Anglo-American decision to  speed 
the return home from southeast 
Asia of more than 100,000 Japa­
nese reportedly Is In the making 
today.

Its 6bjec.tive obviously is ta 
pull the rug from under any pos­
sible Russian contention' that this 
country ha* sanctioned the use of 
“slave labor."

Officials familiar wlth^ the dis­
cussions now going on told a re- 
portei’ that an announcement 
probably will be issued In a week 
or ten days, depending on the 
flipping situation in the far Pa- 
eifle.

Rcapeaaible for Delays
These officials said It was the 

■hipping situation, how improving 
—plus the task of corrallng the 
scattered Japanese—that has helm 
reaponaibls for tha delays. They 
added ^that they expect the task 
to be completed by year’s  end.

In line with the Potsdam Big 
Three declaration calUng upon Al­
lied governments to permit pris­
oners of war to  return home, the 
State department’s stand has been 
taken in the face at a strong de- 
alre by some former occupied 
countries to uae the prisoners for 
reconatructlon work.

Coordinated Program of 
Neurosurgery Decided 
Upon at Meeting
Hartford, Sept 20 — Uf) — Five 

pa3Khiati1ata, meeting at the Inatl- 
tute of Uving, yesterday completed

to bring a delicate brain 
oparation to atata mental patients 
cfaaaiflad up to now as "bopaleaa.” 

Aa the small group of Connecti­
cut selentlsta confeired in the-of- 
fide of the institute’s president Dr.
C. C. Burlingame, the word* "radi­
cal" ano "apectacular’’—unuaual 
draarturas from medical larmln- 
ology—were heard repeatedly.

Can ree l Beaouroea 
A t the end of their deUberatlons, 

the doctors had astabllahed a co­
ordinated program of neurosurgery 
tw Which three state hoepltals, the 
UartfoTd institute and the Insti­
tute of Human Relations In New 
Haven can pool resources. Pro- 
ceduras for the brain operation, 
known as prefrontal lobotomy will 
be standardlxed, they aald, thus 
facilitating rasarch in the paychl- 
strtc flsld.

’The operation, which has already 
been performed 30 tlmei In this 
state on violent and Irrational pa- 
tlenta, has returned about 50 per 
cent of the cases to normal life. 
Another 23 per cent were Improv­
ed, but required continued treat­
ment, and some were totally un­
affected by the surgery.

FamUlee Must Approve 
A  few died. Because of what 

tjie doctor! described aa "the ele­
ment of extreme danger" the 
treatment will be given only to 
patients with long medical his­
tories, who do not respond to 
other therapy and whose family 
has approved the operation.

The five members of the com­
mittee coordinating the program 
are Dr. Benjamin Simon, Connect­
icut SUte hospital, chairman; Dr. 
Eroerick Friedman, Norwich State 
hospital, secretary; Dr. Samuel 
Friedman.- Fairfield State hospi­
tal; Dr. Burnesa Moore, Institute 
of Human Relatlofia, New Haven; 
and Dr. Edward L. Brennan, In­
stitute of Living.

These men agreed that frontal 
lobotomy will be used only on pa­
tients known in lay language as 
"incurables."

Coretnl Statement Mode 
In their careful statement on 

the program, the group used these 
arords;

“ Some of the results of this op­
eration are a reveUtlon in psychi­
atry. The procedure is still a rad­
ical. drastic one. It  is usually per­
formed on Irrecoverable patients 
with

live.

In prefrontal lobotomy, the sur- 
goon. cukfirig througl. the skull, 
severs a nerve in the front of the 
brain. This may be done in either 
or In both hemispheres of the cere- 

'  brum.
’There are five neuro-surgeons 

In the state who can perform 
these operations. Four of them 
are already In the sUte-wlde pro­
gram, and the fifth is “ Interested." 

Two Operations Weekly Plan 
When the inter-lnstltutlonal 

system is established, it is planned 
that two operations will be per­
formed each week at the state 
hospitals. The findings o the five 
InsUtutions will then be pooled 
and made available to authorized 
personnel.

In a conference prior to the 
committee meeting, the institute’s 
president pointed out the second­
ary issues Involved in the radical 
treatment imder discussion.

" I f  we bring back to normal, pa­
tients who have been out of con­
trol or Irrational for 10 or 20 years, 
we have before us the problem of 
reeducating them to normal life. 
’The dangers of the readjustment 
period are great, and this is a 
ramifleaUon too Important to 
neglect,” he said.

Treatment In Three Steps 
Making what he called an over­

simplification for the sake of 
clarity, Dr. Burlingame divided 
the new treatment into three steps. 
These were exhausting all other 
therapy possibilities, the lobotomy 
or surgical procedure, and the re­
habilitation.

In considering with the 
sembled doctors the progress 
through the prefrontal lobotomy 
technique, he said that in his 38 
years of psychiatric experience 
the percentage of success has com­
pletely reversed Itself. "When 1 
entered the field only 15 per cent 
of the results were successful. Now 
the ’curable rate’ stands at 85 
per cent, which conforms to the

865,000,(M)0 for l-nnns'
Congress allotted $65,000,000 to 

be loaned to communities in plan­
ning conatructlon to be started 
vidthln four years. New England 
states, from Bgures released by the 
agency, have taken advantage o f 
this opportunity and have sub­
mitted loan applications for pro- 

.. Jecte which have^'been suitable for 
' advances.

These public works are not, of 
course, the extent o f such con­
struction which will be undertaken 
In the six states. They exclude 
such major Items as Federal-aid 
highways, river and harbor Im­
provements, flood control, veteraris 
hospitals, post offices and other 
pro^cts financed wholly or in p a rt. 
from Federal funds.

Records show that through June 
30, 1946, the New England states 
had requested $3,397,789 in plan­
ning loans on 334 proposed works 
to cost an estimated $121,685,353.
On these requests $1,713,344 In 
loans had been approved on 212 
projects to cost about $61,385,954.

The Army haa got Itself aome 
truant officers, so help ua, to make 
sure the wives and childrcji of its 
officers get to sch6ol. Up to now 
they haven'*t had much work to do. 
but they are ready to cope with any 
prospective hookey players.

This la how their Job came 
about; .

When Army dependents started 
to arrive from the United States, 
Oen. Joseph T. McNarney, U8FET 
cominander-ih-chief, laid down an 
order that these newcomers, wives 
and children of Army men or War 
department employes, must go to 
school to find out what Germans 
are. like, what Germany la like, 
what life la like in this bombed- 
oOt. utterly un-American land.

Atteadance Made Cfunpulaoty
The general made It compulsory. 

Tha dependents came by the hun­
dreds until now there are almost 
7,000. Claisaes were orgafniaed, with 
lectures and motion pictures.

But some women didn't want 
tn go, nor aend their children and 
there were days when they Just 
didn't feel like It.

The first few dependents . who 
didn't show up promptly got letters 
from information and education of­
ficers entrusted with their orienta­
tion welfare. The letters said that 
.this waa no way to act, and how 
come.

Letters Pretty Effective
TTic letters were pretty effec­

tive. Now an orientation course 
draws some three or four hun­
dred women snd children. AU over 
14 ''must” attend auid the per­
centage of absences la almost nil.

Of course, that “compulsoi-y'' 
business Is a little overdrawn. 
There is no known penalty for 
failure to attend. But the I. snd E. 
officers who conduct the course# 
—these are the "truant officers''— 
have a neat little device of their 
own.

No member in 
the executive branch of the gov- 
emmert wilt make any public 
atatement aa to foreign policy 
which is in oonfllct with our eitab- 
llahed foreign policy. Any public 
statement on foreign policy ehall 
be cleared with tlie Department of 
State. In case of disagreement 
the matter will be referred to me.

"Aa 1 hava frequently aaid I  
have complete confidence in Mr. 
Bymea and hia delegation now rep­
resenting this country gt the Parte 
Peace conference.

"Mr. Bymea conaulta with me 
often and the pollclea which guide 
him and hia dalegation ha'i? my 
full endorsement."
