To Put Europe 

Back on Feet
Report Details Econom­

ic - Conditions and 
Points Out Problems 

. Requiring. S o l u t i o n
Lake Success, N. T., Sept 21.— 

(If)—The United Nations Sub Com­
mission the Economic Recon­
struction of Devastated Areas pn>- 
poeed today a broad program de- 
aigned to put war-tom Europe 
back on Its feet and help formulate 
a long-range European economic 
plan unprecedented In sfcope.

Hie proposals were contained in 
a 450-page report which detailed 
economic conditions In Europe and 
pointed out problems which re- 
qulrt an Immediate solution te- 
fore recovery can be complete. A 
similar report on Asia will be 
ready next spring.

Emerging From Devastation
The sub commission found that 

Europe is emerging rapidly from 
the i^riod of devastation, largely 
due to the help of UNRRA, but 
that most countries still are faced 
with serious shortages pf food, 
fuel, housing, manpower and raw 
materiala and that'financial assist­
ance Is badly needed to restore In­
dustry and International trade to a 
normal level.

Chief proposal of the 21-nation 
group was that the Economic and 
Social council at once to create an 
economic commission for Europe 
to foster cooperation In the expan­
sion and Integration of European 
economic actirity.
'Might Raise DifflenU ProMeme

It was pointed out that almost 
every country In Europe noW had 
an economic plan, which was draft­
ed without regard to what other 
natlone were doing and which 
might easily raise difficult inter­
national economic problems. One 
of the taske of the commission 
would be to assemble and ex­
change Information to enable the 
Individual countries to plan more 
efficiently for the future.

Other recommendations. Includ­
ed;

1. Creation of a permanent In­
ternational housing organization.

2. Elstablishment of an agency 
described as an international 
TVA, to study and prepare plana 
for the coordinated development 
of European power resources and 
the construction of hydro-electric 
plants.

3. Approval o f an UNRRA aug- 
gestion to eatabllsh or designate 
an agency to tVriew the needs In 
1947 for financing urgent Imports 
and make recommendations for fi­
nancial assistance required to 
meet foreign exchange difficulUes.

Most Important Factor
The report said the restoration 

of coal production to the pre-war 
level was the most Importut sin­
gle fsetor necessary for European 
recover:. It pointed out that pres­
ent production of coal la about 25 
per cent below the pre-war output 
largely because of man-power 
problems and a shortage of min­
ing machinery.

Will Not Be Dropped

Rumors of Trumuu In* 
lent to Slop Meelw 
ings With Reporters 
Follow' Wallace Jam

By Jam es Marlow 
Waahington, Sept. 21 —i/Ci— 

President Truman Is expected to 
continue hia news conferences al­
though there have beeri' nimora he 
might drop them.

These rumors atarted because 
of the Jam into wbinh Mr. T in ­
man got himself when be said at 
a news conference that be had ap­
proved a apeech by Henry Wal­
lace.

When this appix>val—on a .
apeech which criticised Mr. Tru-{ 
man's own foreign policy—caused j 
internatlomsi confusion, the presi-1 
dent changed what he said.

At another news conference— 
but one at which no questions 
W’ei'i  ̂asked—be explained tha't, in 
the first place, he bad merely 
meant to say he had approved 
Wallace's right to make a apeech. 
not the speech itveU.
Explanation of Newa Conference* 

But how can a thing like thia 
happen? Here's an explanation of 
that and of newt conferencea.

Presidenta CooUdge and Hoover 
didn't permit newameii at their 
conferencea to ask queatlons, fact 
to 'face. The queqtlona had to be 
aubmitted in writing hefoi-e tha 
conferencea atarted.

Then at the conferences. 'M r, 
Coolidge and Mr. Hoover anawcied 
gvhat they wished from among the 
BubmltteU questlona. Ignoring the 
rest.

A news (fonference Is a good 
place for a president to keep the 
country posted on developing 
events and on his-* own thinking 
and intentions.

President Roosevelt brushed 
aside the technique of the writ­
ten questioiu and threw open his 
conferences. They became catch- 
as-catch-can affairs.

Got Lot of IdesM Across 
N'awsmen fired their questions 

at him. He ducked those he 
didn’t want to answer. In one way 
or smother, gibed and kidded with 
the newsmen and got a lot of hia 
ideas across to the nation.

He was a master at this, and 
for most of hla time In the White 
House he held two conferencea a 
week. But in the last year of hia 
life he cut down the number of

conferencea until there were big 
gaps between them.

.Mr. Truman, succeeding Mr. 
Roosevelt, carried on the aame 
method of face-to-face, rapid-flr* 
questton-and-anawer conference. 
But there wlui a difference.

Mr. Truman at the beginning 
Seemed anxious to answer all ques­
tlona shot at him. yes or no. This 
ia pretty delicate bualneaa for any 
prealdent to t r ^

Began Te Ouwge Method
After a while he began to 

change hla method a bit. parrying 
soma questions, declining to an­
swer others, but still answering a 
great many.

But no piesident can possibly 
have, at hla flngertlpa, antwera to 
all the questions likely to be 
thrown at him by the hundred or 
more newsmen who crowd around 

I his desk.
