Balkan Communists
Firmly Entrenched

Post-War Developmcnu
Show How Minority  charges

government and impose
economy without effective opposi-
tion from within or without,
In the name of democracy, Mos-
gimes in Yugo-
slavia, Bulgaria, Romania and sev-
eral central n countriea

., have moved steadily forward to-

ward Communism,
Supported by Only Small Group

Neutral observers in the Balkans
are almost unanimous in their
opinion that the Communization
of the Balkans had the support of
only a small group and that it
would have been actively, and even
violently, opposed by a large ma-
Jority if the majority had had fair
warning of what to expect.

Prewar regimes of eastern
Bu countries, fearing the
wWo revolution plans of their
Russian nelghbors, all drove their
Communist parties underground
through both legal and illegal per-
secutions, It is hard to find a top
Communist leader on the Balkan
peninsula today who did not spend
& majority of his prewar years in
prison, in exile or as a hunted
criminal,

This policy served to knit the
Balkan Communists into tight, ef-
ficlent groups. In prison they per-
fected themselves in the dogma
of the Marxist gospel; in exile—
usually In Boviet
took post-graduate work in revo-
lution; lving {llegally they tested
their plans for the future by cease-
leas agitation.

Regime Totally Communist

Today, Yugosiavia lives under a
regime as totally Communist as
that of Russia after the First
World war. Largely because of
American and BEritish diplomatic
representations, the ‘‘revolution”
has made less headway in Bul-
garla and Romania. In Greece the
movement was emasculated—but
not destroyed—by the civil war of
1844. Although varied by the
exigencies of the situations, events
in the countries under partial or
tomplete Communist domination
are so similar that one could be-
lieve that the lJeaders were work-

from Identlesl blueprints,

Since in Yugoslavia the revolu-
tion has progressed further than
in the other eastern European
copuntries, that country is a good
example of how the Communist
minority works,

The revolution started with the
beginning of the World war—not
the end of {t. The partisan guer-
rila movement of Marshal Josip
Broz-Tito, organized immediately
after the 1941 invasion of Yugo-
slavia, drew its top leadership
from the ranks of the Communist
party, but its rank and file came
from simple peasants, workers and
townspeople who joined with no
political motives but with & de-
sire to strike a blow at the Axis
invaders,

Communism Soft-Pedaled

For the outside world, Com-
munism was soft-pedaled in Tito's
National Liberation Army, but
“political education" was as |m-
portant a part of its activity as
fighting the Germans, Italians and
Quisling Armies. Politloal com-
missars were installed and the
revolution began.

A8 the end of the war was
sighted and the partisans began
to consolidate the territory they
won from the Invaders, overall
government plana were made and
announced to the nation and the
world. These  pronouncements
were always In the name of demoe-
racy.

When Tito made his peace with
the exiled Yugoslay government
in London and signed the Tito«
Subasic agreement, democratie
institutions were once more prom-
ised. Those who feared Com-
munism were lulled Into & sense
of security,

As Tito's Army reclaimed more
and more of Yugoslavia, rendy-
made governments were set tn

‘take over the administration of

the liberated areas. These Com-
munist-trained peoples’ commit-
tees lost npo time in setting up
courts and Iimplementing Tito's
program,

Revolution In Progresa

Thus, while Germans fought
ficrcely in northern Yugoslavia in
the Inat phase of the war, Tito's
revolution wns in pProgress
throughout the cnuntn right up
to the battle line.

People’s courts lost no time in
trying and executing those secused
of chllaboration. Obligatory paliti.
cal education was extended to the
population as a whole. ¥outh, and
event infant, groups were organ-
iped. Schools were geared to the
machine for propagation of thn
new Idea.

The second phase of the revoly-
tion was under way.

But ‘even then any suggestion
that the newly-liberated Yugosla-
vin was modeling itself an Soviet
Russia was taboo. In 1945 when
this correspondent first visited
Belgrade while fighting was In
progress only a few miles north
of the Yugoslay capital., any sug-
gestion that Yugoslavia was head-
ing toward . Sovietization was
sternly ecensored from dispatches.
{The censorship subsequently was
aliminated after V-E Day).

Neatest Trick of

One of the nestest tricks of rev-
olution by indirection was Yugn-
slavia's nationalization . of trade
end industry by court process.
Announcement of such a sweeping
economic change would have
aroused dangerous opposition--at
Jeast. Tito's government must have
thought so,

Washington, Sept. 20—(— Re-

Declaring that the emergency
will continue “until we can get
pesce and production,” Mr. Tru-
man udded in his first major thrust
into the congressipnal campaign,
“that's the program of the Demo-
cratic party.”

C Obstroctionlsm
In an iInformal address to a
p of 30 Democratic nominees

wfrom 17 riates who called at the

White House yesterday, the presi-
dent charged the Republicans with
“gbstructionist tactics” and called
for the election of a Congress In
sympathy with the 1844 Demo-
cratic platform.

Carroll Reece, chalrman of the
Repyblican National commiltee,
responded in a statement to re-
porters that “if we are in as great
an emergency as Mr. Truman in-
dicates, whose fault is It7

“He and his administration have
been in power with overwhelming
majority in both branchea of Con-
gress,” Reece apdded. “No leader-
ship has been in evidence. Mr, Tru-
man is simply in water’over his
head.”

Mr. Truman had pointed to
Reece and two other Republicans
in voleing his contention of
G.0.P. "obstruction” and describ-
ing the Democratic party as "the
party of progress.”

“1 don't see how any voler who
thinks at all could vote for the
Recce-Taft-Crawford  program."
the president asserted. “It is just
impossible. The difficulties with
which we are faced now are due
ir part to the cbstruclionist tactics
of those gentlemen,”

Besides Reece he referred to
Benator Robert A. Taft of Ohlo,
and Rep. Fred L. Crawford, of
Michigan, both of whom led in the
successful move to revise OPA ex-
tension legislation at the last ses-
slon of Congress. The modifying
amendments received some Demo-

cratic support too, and this was
reflected In the comment of one
of the nominees yesterday—Prince
H. Preston, of Georgia.

Would Abelish Controls

Preaton told a reporter he had
found “preity unanimous wenti-

Open Door to White House

The president began his Infor-
mal talk by telling the nominees
they would have an open door to
the White House to discuss their
problems ‘“when you come to the
Congress,” next January.

He closed with the declaration
that “right now we are in just as
great an emergency—and have
been ever since V-J day—as we
were when Pearl Harbor hap-
pened; and that emergency will
continue until we can get peace
and production.

“That's all we want, That’s

‘the program of the Democratie

party—peace in the world, and a
production program that will help
rehabilitate that world. It will
never be necessary to have unem-
ployment if that program of the
Democratic party as outlined in
1944 ia carried out, That's all I
need say to you."

In a statement at Saginaw,
Mich,, Crawford said the desire
for greater production “is not a
private monopoly of either Dem-
ocrats or Republicans.” adding:

“It s time for Mr, Truman to

Twenty-one na-
tions, including the United States,
are taking part. The representa-
tives of those 31 countries weren't
just gtarting out cold.

Between the end of the war In
1045 and July 20, 1946, the foreign
ministers of the United BStates,
Britain, Russia and France
several timea.

They tried to reduce s number
of problemsa to main points which
thess four nations and 17 others
could consider when they could
meet together to discuss peace
treaties for the defeated nations.

B0 the 21 nations finally met in
July. Ttaly was the main problem
—how to take away some of her
territory and give it to France
which thought she should have
some: How to set Italy back on
her economic feet, and so on,

But there were other problems
that involved Hungary, Romania,
Bulgaria, Finland, all countries
which had fought on the Axia side
in the war.
