(Eastern Standard Time)

New York, Sept. 30—(—The
next step in itsa campaign on be-
half of color television has now
been taken by CBS, It came in the
filing of a petition with the Fed-
eral Communications Commission
at Washington asking adoption of
technjen] standards and authoriza.
tion of commercial operation in
the higher frequencies, 480 to 920
megacycles.

The petition, to which was at-
tached a suggested set of stand-
ards, sought a hearing at which
testimony could be taken both from
CBS and others. An accompanying
letter from President Frank Stan-
ton said that preliminary tests
hnd gotten to the point where
“rurther significant advance can
be. made only under conditions of
commercial broadcasting with
regularly scheduled programs.”

Based on hearings in the past
where questions of television stan-
dards and related subjects have
been involved, considerable time
must elapse before a final conclue
sion can be reached. Particularly
is this the case where there are
differences of opinion, such as
have developed over the practice
ability of present color develop-
ment.
