Provention Long Opposcd

Yet, fire prevention has been
one of the most difficult ideas to |
promote, and the story of its|
progress is a story of saving peo-
ple fram_their own folly.

E. Mallaliey, general mapager of
the underwriters’ board, "Fire de-
partments sometimen belt that any
campaign for fire prevention would
cost firemen their jobs, Business
men though it was a movement t
gave money for Insurance com- |
panies.

“Although man has used fire and
studied it since prehistoric times,
his thought always had been di-
regted towerd controlling its spread
once it had started. The concept
of preventing fires in order to save
life and property dates only from
after the Civil War." ‘

At that time. Mallalien pointed
out. the record showed fire losses
t: have more than doubled in one
vedr. They moared from $238,000.-
000 in 1864 to $49.000,000 in 1885, |
and “most of those fires were in-
cendiary,” he added. |

One of the primary purposes in |
the formation of the National |
Board of Fire Underwriters in
1888 was to combat! arson by of-
fering rewards for the capture of
incendiarists.

Inducements for Protection

Then fire Insurance rate rrduc-|
tions were used as an indurement
and reward for improved fire pro-
tection. This was tried for the firat
time in 1872 when Rochoester,
N. Y., campleted a new waler
works and won an abatement of
a 20 per cent rate advance,

Building code reforms became
ihe next objective. Three years
after Chicago was destroyed, ine|
spectors for the underwriters found
that the city had been rebuilt “as
inflammable as before.” Their re-
port said: “Tt would appear that |
buildings can be erected In any |
way or stvle that suits canvenience.
v« No effort is being made to en-
forve the law." They declured the
fire department dominated by poli-}
tics.

The Board of Finance has rec-
ommended & budget’totaling $468,«
. 981.92 as compared with bud-
get of $433,064.55 submitted last
year. It I8 estimated that of this
amount $207,600.50 will have to be
collected in property taxes on the
Grand List of October 1, 10486, The
major increases this year include
$20,000 for Education, a large part
of which is for teachers salaries;
$0,000 for highways: $4,000 for
charities but there ls a decrease
of over $5,000 for Public Bafety.
It is estimated that $150,000 will
have to be borrowed in anticipa-
tion of the taxea as compa
to $75.000 for 1945-1048. It is also
stated that the state grants will
amount to more than $12,000 over
thase of last year.
