Byrnes, taking the fioor after 
the Yugoslav withdrawal was an­
nounce^ sidd -the United States 
would support in the Four-Power 
Foreign Ministers council every 
decision -backed by two-thirds of 
the Peace oonference.

The commission, appointed by 
UNRRA Dlrector-Oeneral F, H. 
LaOuardla, criticized some aspects 
ot the program, “particularly re­
lating to delays la receipt of Infot  ̂
matlon and dlificultiea at some 

ages in observation by the ad­
ministration’s okHrvtrs.” 7  
SappOes *T»eetlv«ly Distribatod” 

However, the report said the in­
vestigators could report “unre­
servedly that the great bulk of 
2,000,000 tons of irnitRA supplies 
sent to Yugoslavia have been ef- 
feotivtoy dtetrlbutod among the 
people of the oountry.”

Thus was the peace with Italy 
written. But toe sharp clashes on 
the issues o f TYl^'te may re-echo, 
through the chambers of toe' 
United Nations for many years to 
come. ■ x

Canaan Replies to 
Charges by CIO ^
New Canaan, Oct. 15—<*V- The 

People's Union of New Canaan 
sold today that all the amend- 
mente It haa proposed to the Con­
necticut sUte Ubor relatione act 
already era law in several stotes.

The union replied to CIO chargee 
that its proposals ware ot doubt­
ful constitutionality through W. 
Randolph Montgomery, an attor­
ney who is chairman of Its legis­
lative committee.

The propoiMla, announced i In 
Hartford Friday night, would, 
among other things, forbid tee 
picketing of private homes, forbid 
picketing unleaa a majority of the 
members of the union Involved 
voted for such a maneuver by 
secret ballot, outlaw atrikea called 
in violation of a collecUre bar- 
gaining agreement and outlaw the 
use of compulalon to force a work­
er to Join a union.

Uphold Right to Strike 
"Our amendments," Mont­

gomery said, "specifically uphold 
the right to atrike, the right to 
picket, and tee right to freedom 
of speech. Just because we are tn 
favor of measures guaranteeing 
protection from violence and in­
timidation. the right bf workers to 
secret ballot in atrike votes, and 
tha placing of reaponalblllty on 
labor leaders for dUregard of 
these factors, does not in any way 
constitute a violation of civil lib­
erties."

Montgomery, suggesting teat Cio leaders who criUcised the 
proposals ought to stu(ly them 
more closely, said:

" I f  this criticism is based on 
labor's conception of civil rights. 
It is time that tee citizens unite 
to demand teat the situation be 
corrected.”

Schools Reflect Cooummlly 
Georgs Goodman, Director of the 

North End Community Center of 
Hartford, another member of the 
Panel, said that the schools ledeot 
the community and therefore can­
not he better than the people 
there. If some parents get aocisl 
amhltkina and feel th a t their Chil­
dren cannot play with negro chil­
dren a social barrier Is Immediate­
ly act up which haa far-reaching 
effects.

Another strong recommenda­
tion was for a stronger history 
course In the schools which would 
develop Americanism. The speak­
er felt that all races and creeds 
worked together to defeat the 
enemy In time of war and thbt now 
If we worked together we could, 
defeat Mds more aubtle enemy.

I t waa suggested here that often­
times hlstpries do not aUte what 
the contributlona of the minorities 
have been.
