with $1,500,000 in loot.

That hold-up, signaling the
ptart of a big American crime
wave, marked the high water
mark of a criminal career whose
final chapter was written on April
8, 1928 when Chapman was hang-
eod in the Connecticut state prison
for the New Britain slaying of Po-
liceman James Skelly.

Gun Found on Chapman
Alcorn recalled that the gun

was found on Chapman when he
was arrested in Muncle, Ind,, after
a nation wide hunt. During the
tria), ballistic experts for the state
testified that the bullet which kill
ed Skelly during a store robbery in
1924 came from the gun.

“I haven't told this story Dbe-
fore.,” said Alcorn. “But I learned
long after the trial that Chapman

| explosi

“1 was standing just a few feet
from him," said Alcorn.

One of Most Incldents

One of the most poignant inci-
dents, Alcorn sald, came after
Chapman had been convicled of
first degree murder and sentenced.

Chapman's arrest in  Muncie,
the former siate’s attomey re-
called, came as.a result of in-
formation furnished by Ben Hance,
who had sheltered the criminal at
various times.

“Hance,” who waas a state’s wit-
ness sald Alcorn, “came 1o me and
said, ‘Mr. Alcorn, they (the Chap-
man gang) are going to get me!
1 told him not to worry! that Fred
Pucket (Muncie police chief then)
would lgok after him."

Hance and his wife were laler
killed. A Chapman henchman,
Charles (one-armed) Wolfe, was
convicted for the crime and was
sentenced to life in prison,

“That's always haunted me"
sald Alcorn as he recalled Hance's
fears.

Beginning Of Ead Of Gang

Chapman's desth, Alcorn sald,
marked the beginning of the end
of the Chapman gang. The
“brains” of the mob, George
(Dutch) Anderson, whom 'Alcorn
recalled ns a “Dbrilllant chemist”
later killed by a policeman he had
mortally wounded seconds esarlier.

The Chaspmen case was one of
more than 15,000 which Alcorn
handled in his 34 years as state's
attorney for Hartford county. Now
he's in private practice: and “it's
nice,” he sald, “to be able to pick

was asked why he didn't get rid of
the gun after the shooting. His
reply was: '

It was too damn good to throw
away." : N ‘

Alcorn disclosed, too, that Chap-
man scornfully characterized the
city of his final and fatal crime as
a "hick town."

Telling of that Incident, Alcorn

" Never Doubt as to Guilt

“There never was the slightest
douht in my mind of hig guilt.
There wasn't then and there {sn't
now. There wouldn't have been any
in the minde of some who at the
time’ of the trial were urging
clemency for Chapman If they had
known then that he had admitted
killing Skelly to a fellow-conviet.”

Alcorn related that after Chap-
man was arrested in Munice, he
was returned to the Atlanta peni-
tentiary where he was serving a
25-year term for the New York
mail robbery when he made the
pecond of his two escapes. (He
first escaped March 27, 1823 and
was recaptured the next day. On
April 4, 1923 he fled an Athens,
Ga,, hospital)

“I didn't learn about this until] Earle 8. Russell, Superintendent

after the trial. It {would have
helped & lot if I had known it be-
fore,” remarked Alcorn wryly.
“But after he was returned to the
penitentiary, one of the first things
he did was to tell a convict:

“Y just got back from & hick
town in Connecticut. I had = close
call. I shot a cop there.”

Ricklest Declsion Of Career

With Chapman back in the Fed-
eral penitentiary, Alcorn had to
make what many regarded as the
hardest and riskiest decision of
his career.

Alcorn could play it safe and
leave Chapman to complete his
penitentiary sentence or he could
seck Chapman’s freedom on a gam-
ble that it would ultimate mean
death to the criminal for the Skelly
slaying. .

Alcorn decided on the
course,

“That, I believe was the great-
est .gamble you ever took, Dad”
sald Meade Alcorn today as he
heard his father, whom he succeed-
ed four years ago as state's attor-
ney, recall the story.

Once his mind was made up, Al-
corn moved to have President
Coolidge commute Chapman's sen-
tence so that the criminal could be
returned to Connecticut.

Alcorn called on Attorney Gen-
eral John G. Sargent In Washing-
ton.

“We both realized,” said Alcorn,
“that if Chapman was freed from
Atlanta and then cleared in Conn-
ecticut of the Skelly murder, that
a dangerous criminal would be al-
lowed to go at largé. After I put
my case hefore the attorney gener-
al, he asked mé gravely: |

“Mr. Alcorn, ase ypu sure you
can convict him?"

BShe
hadn't seen them for seven years.

From the top of Saint Paul's
cathedral Miss Low could see the
extonsive destruction chiefly of
rallroada, ports, and shopping dis-
tricts of approximately seven hun-
dred churches, over six hundred
were destroyed. She mentioned
that especially In Portamouth the
destruction was tremendous and
the entire shopping distriet was
destroyed, forcing the shops (o
continue in make-shift bulldings.

When asked If the country and
people seemed different she re-
plied that, because of the bomb-
inga, the country_itself was com-
pletely changed and the people
looked tired, worn, and thin, as a’l
| result of the war and difficult aft-
‘cr-eﬂecu. In the town where Mins
Low’s family live there were over
a thousand air alarmas.

The food, clothing and living
conditions In England are even
more difficult now than during the
war. Food rations were made more
strict sinoe thesend of the war and
almost everything ls rationed.

“The housing shortage” u{l
Miss Low, “ia a very serious pro
lem as thousands of houses were
destroyed in the bombings. Build-
ing ia going slow bécause of the
shortage of materials and man-
power., Many people live in ‘pre-
fabs’ which can be erected in four-
teen hours but are filmsy and cost
four thousand dollars.”

When asked about prices, Miss
Low sald that utility clothes are
low in cost but poor In material.
There s nothing on ssle appro-

riate for gifts and most of the
uxuries, though being produced in
the factories, are all exported.

One exhibit called “Brituin Can
Make It,” which was being pre-
sented during her stay, displayed
things manufactured in England
but which none of the English were
able to buy. b
