Another etrtke, which halted the 
BUgar induatry In the Hawaiian 
lalanda and involved CIO Interna­
tional Longahoremen'a and Ware- 
houaemen'a union appeared near 
aettlement w ith . announcement 
from Honolulu that the Hawaiian 
Sugar Planters ABooclatlon had 
signed an agreement granting a'
810.500.000 more yearly to em­
ployees.

The agreement must be ratified 
by the ILWU and by 33 planta­
tions. Ratification would send
25.000 strikers, .already idle 75 
days, back to their jobs.

The ILWU aald the agreement, 
in lieu of a union ahnp, guaranteed 
workers agalnat anti-labor prac­
tices.
