Neuroses Are 'Escapist’ Hinesses

By Wiliam A, 0'Brien, M. D,
Written for NEA Service

In the face of insecurity, fall-
ure, or unplensant employment,
human beings often attempt to
escape through lliness. Neurotle

aches and palns are fust as real
as those which develop in actual
organic disease, but the treatment
roquired is, of course, different.

Modern medical practitioners
attempt Lo determine as quickly
a5 possible whether a patient is
suffering with a neurosis or with
an organic disease.

Patients with. oarganic com-
plaints are recognized by the story
they tell and by thorough physical
examination and wspecial Inabora-
Jory tests, Neurotic patlents al-
g0 have characteristic symptoms
of one sort or another.

Little Change With Time

Neurotic complaints usually
are present for some time with-
out progressing to recovery or ad-
vanced disease.

Neurotic complaints may wvary
from hour to hour and from day
to day; in fact, many neurotic pa-
tients make a list of thelr come
plaints so that they will not for-
get any in telling the doctor how
they are feeling and have felt.
Patlents with organic disease do
not have to make lists, as their
pro-
gressively worse or tisappear with
recovery.

Neurotic complaints, such as
headache, abdominal palns, diar-
rhea, nausen, vomiting, rapid
heart, shortneaa of breath, and
blurring of vislon, may occur in-
dividually In patientas suffering
with organic disease, but a com
bination of difficulties In various
parts of the body in the absence
of organic discase is distinctive of
# neurosis,

Many neurotics hope that some
organic cause will be found for
thelr difficulty, and that when
this is treated they will get well.

Neurotics may have organie
disease, but the two conditions
need not be related. A neurotic

Much of their significance seem-
ed to lle in making plain that when
the foreign ministers start discuss-
ing Germany, America and Brit-
ain will have French opposition on
many polits in addition to their
usual sharp disagreements with
Russia,

Alphand said the French want
the Ruhr internationalized not
only for strategic reasons in keep-
ing Germany weak but also be-
cause they want a fair distribution
of Ruhr coal as the basia for re-
bullding their own industry and
that of other European countries,

Couve de Murville, demanding
political decisions on Germany be-
fare her economic future is block-
ed out, sald the United States
favors solving economic problems
first because it hopes thereby to
cut occupation costs. But, he de-
clared, those costs would continue
for two or three years anyway,
whatever happens to Germany,

Objects To Cut In Coal

Alphand objected to any Anglo-
Anerican reductions in present
French coal imports from the Brit-
ish zone of Germany. France now
gets about 300,000 tons a month
aguinst a total import need of
1,600,000 tons.

lans for economic merger of the

ritish and American zones are
understood to call for a substantial
cut in Jhis amount, the coal being
diverted temporarily to bullding up
Germaa industry in order to make
the zones self-supporting.

In addition to the coal from Ger-
many, Alphand sald, France gets
some from other European sources
and 1,000,000 tons & month from
the United States.
