“Poverty and disease cannot be
contained within an affected, de-
pressed area,” he declared. “In-
variably and Inevitably, surround-
ing areas are contaminated.”

Should Start In “Grass Roots™

Industrial planning should start
in the “grass roots” of the local
communities, he asserted. “Local
habits, local characteristics, yes,
even local prejudices must be
fully weighed and accounted for,”
he sald. “The only method
which will assure that these fac-
tors will be considered, is by mak-
ing sure that the plan is deeply
rooted in the soll of the local
community.”

The immediate task of the plan-
ners, he said, was to dissipate the
fllusion that “planning is syno-
nymous with regimentation.” Un-
fortunately, he sald, many people
believe that planning involves the
“kind of regimentation that ems.
bodies all that is alien to our tra-
dition and all that is destructive
to our finest accomplishments."

Every state, he said, should de-
velop its over-all blueprint but,
when making ita plans, the state
must be certain that its program
stems from the needs of the Indi-
vidual communities as well as the
over-all requirements of the state

He said that one of the most im-
portant things for a state to do
was to study its tax structure and
to review its statutes for any reg-
ulations restricting trade or im-
posing other burdens on industry

“Any challenge to interstate
commerce,” he asserted, “is
challenge to the prosperity of the
state which imposes barriers to
the free flow of trade.”
