DAY Commjinder Out* 
lines New Provisions 
Affecting Insurance
Changes In national service life 

Insurance lawa by Congress have 
given the veteran a number of 
distinct advantages, the Disabled 
American Veterans aatd today, ta 
an appeal to all veterans to re­
instate their government life in­
surance.

Pointing out that 10,000.000 Vet­
erans have dropped 90 billion dol­
lars worth of insurance face val- 

Commander Peterson, local 
OAt^ chapter, said changes in the 
law nave practically eliminated 
every objection former servicemen 
volc^.

"And may I aay,” he added, 
that veterans may reinstate 

lapsed government life Insurance 
policies merely by payment of two 
months’ premiums. The only ra- 
qulrement la that the veteran’s 
health is as good at time of rein­
statement as It was when he 
dropped the policy.”

*rhe DAV Commander listed the 
following major changes as effect­
ed by the National Service Life in­
surance Act, Ptibllc 889, 79th Con­
gress.

Beneflclarles. Designated ben­
eficiary can now assign hla'or her 
Interest to certain members of the 
veteran’s family. *The veteran 
can now designate as beneficiary 
any person or persona, firm, or 
corporation.

If a beneficiary dies before all 
installments are paid, remaining 
sum goes to the veteran’s estate.
• Step-parents retroi\ctlve to Oc­
tober 8, 1940. can now be listed aa 
beneficiaries. If a step-parent

claim for taauranea which aw- 
tufad bafors 1, 194«. Mow-
evar, aay muraenta awda to ^  
other bonanaary win not be du- 
plleatad.

Total DlaaMUty. disabil­
ity for Insurance purpdaas la eon- 
sldarad: permanent loan of uss of 
both foot, both hands, both eyes, 
or the total torn of bearing of both 
oars, or the organic leoa of speech. 
Insured is entitled to waiver of 
premiums after ba has been total­
ly disabled for sU conseeuUve 
months.

*rhe new Insurance Law now 
providea for a Total DiaabUlty In- 
cqme Provision which Is available 
to any holdei of National Service 
Ufa Insurance upon appUcatlon, 
proof of good health, and at a 
slight Increass In hla premium 
cost *rhls disability Inoonw clausa 
-added to the policy—arlll pay 
15.00 a month for each 11,000.00 
of Insurance If the Insured be; 
comes totally disabled. Payments 
commence after six months total 
disability and continue during the 
time the Insured Is totally dis­

Inc., but he had axpanded a lot of 
energy during the day.

Killoy was cartlad into a house 
near tha. scans of the fire and waa 
given the last ritaa of the Roman 
(3athollc church by Rev. Edward 
Hallahan, pastor of SL Mary's 
church. He died while awaiting the 
arrival of an ambulance.

Vlettas of Beort Attack 
Dr. Marvin M. Scarbrough, med­

ical examiner, aald Killoy had been 
under trentnwnt for high blood 
ireaaure, and had died from 
leart attnek.

Survivors tncluda hla widow, a 
son, two alatera and a brother.

Old enmities were put aside In

District 
Judge Goldsborough had no law­
ful right to order tha miners work 
stoppage ended. It wee Lewis’ dis­
regard for the order which brought 
him the fine for contempt.

Murray, brushing off a long- 
tlm4 bitter feud with Lewis, an­
nounced he would join the UMW 
in appealing Goldaborough’s rul­
ings to the Supreme court.

Green called the government’s 
course "applying the rule of the 
jungle."

Railway Labor executives, 
through their aasocistion, already 
had spoken out similarly.

Top officials of the CTO United 
Automobile Workers — biggest 
union of them all—declared flatly:

"The organised labor movement 
will not tolerate this attempt to 
turn back the clock of progress In 
labor ralatlons."

If this verbal assault waa mak­
ing any Impression on President 
Truman and those helping him 
map strategy, there was no sign 
of It anywhere.

No Fresh Move Indicated
Th4ra wae every indication that 

the government would make no 
fresh major move until after 
President Truman’s Sunday night 
nation-wide radio broadcast—and 
the reaction to it.

That pointed to Monday as the 
next critical day with court ac 
tlon, meantime, limited to such ac 
tione aa the UMW putting up bond 
and carrying out the technical end 
of appesding from Goldaborough's 
rulings.

Goldsborough acted today to 
speed up the appeal, by permitting 
transfer of the original record of 
the contempt proceeding to the 
higher court. Court aides, de­
scribing this as "unusual," said 
that copies of the record are nor­
mally made and used in appeals.

Green, tn his statement yester­
day, proposed that coal operators 
and Lewis be brought together In 
an effort to agree on a contract 
that would put the miners back at 
work.
Interpreted as "Pence Feder**
His move was widely interpreted 

as a possible "peace feeler" that 
must have had the approval of 
Lewl.*i, an AFL vice president. But 
weighing against that Interpreta­
tion was the fact that Green said 
nothing about the miners going 
back to work while the negotia­
tions were underway.

In any event, no takers came 
forward publicly from the ranks 
of private mine operators, to 
whoiq Green apparently was ad­
dressing his proposal for a “sin­
cere and honest" conference on 
the strike issues.

The National Coal association, 
meeting in New York, said the Is­
sue lir the government-Lewis con­
troversy Is “ the sovereignty of the 
people," and the soft coal opera­
tors can do nothing "In the present 
altuation, to which they are not a 
party."

Ilcnounrcs Staggering Fine
In announcing that CIO would 

give legal support to hlb foe. Lewis, 
Murray denounced the staggering 
fine as "a shocking attempt to 
force American citizens to work 
against their will through eco­
nomic coercion. ^

"The CIO owes a responsibility 
to Its millions of members to whom 
liberty is a precious possession,” 
hit statement said. "We therefore 
intend to take whatever steps are 
necessary to participate in the ap­
peal to the Federal court's decl- 
elon."

Such help could be given either 
by attaching CTO lawyers to 
Lewis’ legal, staff, or petitioning 
the court to enter the case as an 
interested party. The latter is 
more likely.

Reflecting the deteriorated 
situation, the United Kingdom 
hae not discontinued bread ration­
ing In the fall months, aa wae 
originally planned. Britieh grain 
stocka were eaid to be abnormal 
ly low because of the diaappolnting 
rate of Imports from North Amer­
ica.

In the Far East, tha rice crop 
appeare to be progressing eatie- 
factorily, and except in local areas, 
the food shortage la being reliev 
ed as the new crop becomes avail­
able.

Other Recent Developments
Other recent developments In 

the food situation:
There has been e slight decline 

in the peanut .crop because of re­
duced acreages in India and 
French West Africa. Likewise, the 
movement of copra 4nd coconut 
oil from the Philippines has been 
temporarily disrupted because of 
confuelon regarding prices of these 
products.

An invasion of locusts from Ar­
gentina has caused considerable 
damage to wheat, corn, bean and 
potato crops In Brazil. In Uruguay 
tho wheat situation continues 
critical. Stocka have been exhaust­
ed and Imports are running below 
minimum needs.
