"Over the past decade," states 
Mr. Greene's report, ‘"3805 persons 
have been killed In traffic accl- 
denta and 116,874 Injured. For 
every 88 persona Injured, one has 
been kiUed.

*‘Aa ot midnight, December 15, 
10,300 persons had been Injured 
this year in traffic conflicts If 
Oinnectlcut had received the same 
accident aeverity experience this 
year as during ten previous years, 
the traffic death toll would*have 
been 803 Instead of 28j. The mar­
gin of 72 cases represents the basts 
for the claim of 'Uvea aaved.'

"Instead of a ratio of one death 
to 35 Injuries, the 1946 experience 
haa broadened to one death for 46 
personal injuries according to data 
supplied by the Department of 
Motor Vehicles."

December, 1M5 was charged 
with 24 traffic fatalities, concludes 
the report. Fourteen have been 
killed during the first fifteen days 
of this month. A t this rate, sum- 
marlaea the statement Connecticut 
will not hold lU 1945 traffic fatal­
ity axpisrtih'j^e W  the same total as 
last' yaar—250 cases. .Extra effort 
in enforcement and court disposi­
tion of cases Is suggested as the 
only immediate remedial activity.

"Let me point out to you that in 

placing these resolutions before 
you. our sole purpose Is to develop, 
in broad outline, the vital princi­
ples on which we are to proceed. 
The commission Itself should pass 
upon and decide these vital mat­
ters.’* ■

He said that passage of the reso­
lutions would be Inatnictlon to the 
Political commlltee to include the 
findings and recommendations In 
them with such others ss the Poli­
tical committee might desire to 
write In the draft report that the 
committee must submit to the full 
commission by Dec. 20.

After the commission has made 
its report to the Security council 
on Dec. 31, he said. It then pre­
sumably will turn to the difficult 
questions of the organization, 
functions, powers and the relations 
of the proposed international con­
trol agency to the United Nations 
and to the several states.
' Turned Down n a lly

The American proposal, stress­
ing International controls and in­
spections. was turned down flatly 
by Andrei A. Gromyko of Russia 
last summer. During the recent 
General Assembly sessions, htm-- 
ever, Soviet Foreign Minister V.
M. Molotov agreed to International 
Inspections and controls, which 
would operate outside the contro­
versial veto but within the frame­
work of the Security council.

It  remained to he seen whether,
In the light of the development. 
Gromyko now would accept the 
Baruch plan, seek to amend It, or 
again Insist on his oWn proposal.

Gromyko's original res6lution, 
also put before the commission 
last summer, would ban atomic 
weapons “ and leave control and 
punishment to the Individual na­
tions.

Has Prodded Commission
Baruch, convinced of the “ im­

perative necessity for speed." has 
prodded the commission continual­
ly and now points to the fact that 
the body must report to the parent 
Security council by Dec. 31.

Baruch's resolution calls for a 
strong International system of 
control of atomic energy estab­
lished and defined by s treaty. 
This treaty (convention) wouid 
set up an International authority 
with full powers ot inspection and 
control of the treaty regulations. 
The atomic bomb would be out­
lawed and the United States 
would reveal its secrets step by 
step with t)ie setting up of effec­
tive eafegua'i^B.

There aK  a scries of sharp dif­
ferences between the Unlteil 
States and Ru.ssian plans, but ob­
servers generally agreed that the 
International Inspection barrier 
apparently removed by Molotov 
is'aa the biggest one.

Delegates expressed some pes­
simism, however, over an early 
vote and Indicated they expected 
several sessions of speech-mak­
ing.

Totting In 898 innings during 87 
games, Newhouser compiled a 
record of 28 triumphs against nine 
defeats, gave u)i 815 hits for 77 
runs against him and allowed 98 
bases on bells end struekout 278 
batsmen. His strikeout mark was 
topped only by Feller who whiffed 
848 of Uie 1,881 men to face him.

In winning 88 games while lae- 
Ing 18, Feller's earned run average 
was 8.18, third beat among pitch­
ers who worked ten or more eom- 
l>lete gamee.
