Delegates to Atomic 
E n e rg y  Commission

New York, Decj 21—(Jf)—Dele­

gates to the United Nations 
atomic energy commission dls- 
sgiaed today over whether they 
had approved a United States pro­
posal to eliminate the big power 
veto on punlMunent for violations 
of atomic energy controL 

This was a major point In the 
American atomic control plan 
which was approved "In principle' 
yesterday by the commission and 
It appeared at first that the con- 
troversisl Issue had been decided 
flnsUy—although without the ap­
proval o f Soviet Russia.

Members of the U. S. delegation 
hailed the commission’s action as 
'a complete victory for Bernard M. 
Baruch, 76-year-old aponaor o f the 
American proposals, but it became 
clear today that the question of ths 
veto on punishment as waU 
some other points in the Baruch 
plan otiU faced a bitter fight.

Imporiaat OoadIttoB 
A epokeaman for Canadian dele­

gate (Mn. Andrew G. L. McNaugh- 
ten, sponsor of the compromise 
which the commission finally 
adopted, emphasized that the Oa 

> nadlan proposal laid down an Im­
portant condition, which should 
riot be overlooked.

This was the stipulation that the 
wording o f the Baruch resolution 
must be msde to conform to 
phrsseology of the rcsoluUon which 
the General Assembly passed last 
week outlining a program for 
world arms reduction.

I t  was rccaUed that the ssaem- 
bly’s resolution racominended that 
enforcement of arms limitation 
regulations.

Supreme 
court in a suit started by employ­
ees of the Mt. Clemens (Mich.) 
Pottery Co., for portal to portal 
pay under the 1938 Fair Labor 
Standards Act.

The suits filed Friday, as in 
previous petitions, said the wages 
and damages should be paid by 
employers under terms of the met 
for the time employees spent on 
company premises before their 
scheduled starting time and after 
their quitting times.

Htatutes of Llniltatloas 
Although the suits varied In the 

time Involved for retroactive pay. 
Federal Judge Paul Jones In Cleve­
land in an opinion in similar suits 
has ruled that the state statutes 
of limitations applied. The stat­
utes limit claims to three years. 
He held pay claims for work 
prior to 1943 could be disregarded.

Of the suits filed Friday the 
largest amount sought was by 
the CIO United Steel Workers at 
Bprlngfietd, III., on behalf of 3,000 
workers.

Talmadge'a death ended an up 
and down political career In Geor­
gia. Hla first succcaa was In 1927 
when he was named atate com­
missioner of agriculture. In 1933, 
he was tieiled governor, serving 
two two-year terms until 1937. He 
lost a hitter battle for the U. 8. 
Senate to Richard B. Russell In 
1936, and again in 1938. he was In 
the race against Senator Walter 
George, That waa the rare when 
the late President Roosevelt back­
ed Lawrence Camp In hla purge 
campaign. George won.

Talmadge emerged from politi­
cal retirement In 1940 again to be­
come governor, but two years 
later, after a heated campaign, he 
lost to Ellis Arnall.

^'hen Arnall waa prevented un­
der a new state constitution from 
seeking re-clectlnn, Talmadge 
emerged again under hla old ban­
ner of white supremacy, and waa 
elected under the state's county 
unit system despite the fact that 
James V. Carmichael, who had Ar» 
nall’a backing, took the popular 
vote.
