Indianapolis, Ind. — (4*) — Last 
winter, 100 Indianapolis veterans 
decided they could beat the bous­
ing shortage on their own. Today, 
they seem to be doing It.

When they returned from the 
warn, they learned that tllere were 
no homes for them. They decided, 
to build their own.

Moving with speed and stealth, 
they picked up 153 lota in north- 
eata Indianapolis for a song, a 
prayer and .back taxes. It was 
rough, wild land. Nobody wanted 
It.

In alx months, it has turned Into 
the alickets mal estate deal of 
the year In Indianapolis.

A fter paying $3000 for the land 
and $7500 In back taxes, the veter­
ans hired a surveyor and parcelled 
out the tract into lots at $25 a lo t 
Each veteran could buy a maxi­
mum of two lota and could not 
resell for profit, nor to anyone 
but another veteran.

The last two Sundays in May, 
the veterans held a picnic on their 
land. After gathering up the paper 
plates, they fell to with axes and 
saws, clearing the land of scrub 
trees and brush. That saved them 
$500.

Four Streets
They asesmbled a construction 

crew and cut through four streets. 
A  new addition any realtor would 
be proud to hang a sign on arose 
out of the ■ wilderness. They call 
it  North Plaza addition and it's 
now worth many times the $10,000 
it cost the vetersuis.

The G.I. ‘ ’Do-It-Yourself-Home* 
Builders, Unincorporated” got its 
start last winter at a neighbor­
hood gymnasium, while city hall 
politicians were fumbling with 
plans to erect barracks for home­
less veterans.

The boys gathered around to 
talk things over. They learned 
of an estate whose owners might 
be willing to sell. They negotiated 
with great secrecy, raising funds 
among themselves with the assls* 
stance of aympathetic neighbor­
hood merchants. And they swung 
the deal.

One of toe leaders of the pro­
ject.. A. Wayne Murphy, who 
teacher history in an Indianapolis 
high school, came into' the deal

shortly after he was discharged 
as a navy lieutenant.

He and Mm. Murphy pitched In. 
He became treasurer, she secre­
tary of the project

The group got their aurveys 
made cut-rate by a friendly sur­
veyor who was ninning for office. 
They had their abstracts made en 
masse by a sympathetic title com­
pany.

The wives typed the deeds. Mrs. 
Murphy was sworn as a notary 
and she notarized them. The deeds 
cost 25 cents per lot.

Then came the big night last 
June when the deeds were dis­
tributed and the new ownem paid 
off. Mr. Murphy found himaelf in 
possession of $30<X) cssh.

The boys gave him an escort 
home, to protect the cash after 
the meeting, moving through tho 
streets like a company of Infantry.

That night, Mr. Murphy loaded 
up bis war souvenirs and prepared 
to mount guard over the project's 
cash. But he admittd he fell 
asleep among his souvenirs. Next 
day. he rushett the cash Into the 
bank.

Selection Of Lots
The first problem was the selec­

tion of the lots. Each drew a num­
ber from a hat. Low man took his 
pick of resldelitial sites.

The next problem was financing 
the • sewere. The boys decided to 
sell stock among themselves and 
to local merchants who value 
their patronage. They have just 
about raised the cash to pay for 
tho sewers in all eight blocks of 
the new addition.

The organization has Issued Its 
financial report, listing among ex-

pensea a $5.2$ item for doughnuts 
served at a "Get Acquainted 
Party" at the neighboring gyro.

Only thing wrong with the 
staU'meiit la that It falls to show 
that they got back $3.70 selling 
the doughnuts, which wem not 
consumed st the party.

Last step is building their 
houses. All homes must be at least 
four rooms with bath, can be any 
architectural style, but have to 
conform to ths city building cods.

They have another G.I. lined up 
to contract the Job. He will work 
on a cost plus basis, employing 
the veterans themselves on ths Job 
whenever they have free time to 
work. Work done by the veterana 
will be deducted from the cost of 
the houses.
