In another labor dispute, shop

Uar demonstration, last Saturday 
against the current six-day, 48- 
hour week.

The truck drivers walked out 
test Monday in protest against a 
government board award which did 
not fully accede to their demands 
for a 44-bour week, two weeks of 
paid vacation, paid sick leave and 
overtime working changes.

Truman Probably W ill 
S h a r p „ _ l ^ ^  

sis on Atomic Ener^ 
gy Control Activities

New York, Jan. 14—(/P)— Au­
thoritative sources said today 
President Truman would submit 
to Congress within two weeks a 
complete report on American op- 
erationa in the United Nations, 
probably placing sharp emphasis 
on atomic energy controL 

The president, these sources 
said, may take the opportunity of 
spotlighting the atomic control 
question in a letter accompanying 
the report.

WiU Cover AO Fietds /
The report ia now being drafted 

by the American U. N. delegation 
and is expected to be completed 
this week. It  will cover all fields 
of work In the united nations 

Meanwhile, the Security council 
prepared to meet tomorrow at 11 
a. m. (e. s. t.) to continue discus­
sions on atomic energy control 
and world disarmament.

A t that time, the basic argu­
ment between Russia and the 
United States over priority for 
atomic energy control or general 
dlsarmement may be resolved.

British Support Expected 
Authoritative aourcea said 

Great Britain would support the 
U; S. in insisting that atomic en­
ergy control be given priority if 
there is a showdown with Russia.

Russia la insisting that “all 
Phxaea” of world disarmament be 
taken up Immediately. Atomic 
energy would be included, but 
without any special priority which 
the Amerieana deem neceaaary. 

Most Security council delega- 
Uon» bUieved It imSkely that any 
action would be taken In tomor­
row’s aeoBlon. The most they ex­
pected was "a  lot o f discussion."

It  Was pointed out that the U. S. 
is now in the midst o f a aeries of 
administrative changes tltot in­
volve both the atomic control and 
disarmament discussions.

These changes include Gen. 
George Marshall’s appointment to 
succeed James Byrnes as secretary 
of state and Warren R. Austin’s as­
sumption o f the post held by Ber­
nard M. Baruch on the Atomic En­
ergy commission.

No Ckaage In Policy Seen 
But American sources said they 

did not expect any change In U. S. 
policy on atomic energy control 
when Marshall and Austin as­
sume their new duties.

They pointed out that the U. 8. 
has a “firm" policy on atomic .en­
ergy, a policy they explained that 
was not the brain-child of any one 
man but had been agreed, upon by 
‘“all up and down the line.”

Austin conferred for more than 
45 minutes jmsterd«y with Bsnich 
in New York. Authoritative sourc­
es said Baruch clarified for Austin 
several parts of the U. 8. atomic 
energy control plan now before the 
Security council.

Clark Asks Supreme j

Washington, Jan. 14.—<A*) 
—Attorney General Tom C. 
Clark contended in the Su­
preme court today that John 
L. Lewis’ course in last fall’s 
soft coal strike wan “an in­
sult to the United States it­
self.*’ Asking the high tribu­
nal to uphold the $3,610,000 
in contempt fines imposed on 
Lewis and the United Mina Work- 
era, Clark argued the government 
sought only to maintain govern­
mental functions when It turned 
to the courts for an oMer agalnsi 
a coal strike.

Invttatloa to Mob Rule 
When Lewis disregarded that 

.order, he said, it waa a ’’con­
tempt" that waa an “ Inault” to the 
country and that “compromlaea ail 
law and invites mob rule.

"Surely,”  Clark aaid, "govern­
ment has tbe authority and the 
power to defend itself against de­
struction from within—as It '  has 
the duty to defend the country 
from destruction from without.

“When that iosue is Involved no 
one la Inmiunized—no persona or 
group la beyond the reach of the 
arm of the court. No person ia 
above tha law—and this is a coun­
try and government ot laws.’’

Dirrrior of Junior Ro*

Dr.. Wollan stated that the

school, which Is located In LItch 
field. Is now 43 years old. He eald 
that It started with one farm 
house, and that now there are 11 
buildings. The first class of the 
school had ns a member a negro 
boy, and that" act the policy of no 
racial or religious discrimination. 
Ho said that the location of the 
school gave the boys plenty of 
room to run. He said that one of 
the beys was even running traps 
and making money on the animals 
that he was catching.

Four Types of Boys 
The school, he said. Is attended 

by four different types of boys. The 
flfit group Is made up of boys who 
had no homes at all. or who had 
broken homes. He said that sev­
eral years ago one of these boys 
was sent out to a former foster 
home for a Christmas vacation, 
and in some way he picked up a 
name which he thought might bo 
an uncle, and the only addrosa he 
had waa the city of New Haven. 
The boy tracked It down relent- 
leaaly and found that he had an 
uncle, an aunt, several cousins, 
a brother, and his mother was liv­
ing In the mid-west, 

ra rrirss  Welfare Organixattnns 
Dr. Wollan stated that things 

like this happened when lasy "wcl 
fare” organizations never bother 
to inform a child that he has a 
family as It would mean the bother 
of arranging for visits. He snid 
that one of the finest boys In the 
school Was IttcroIIy thrown out of 
a foster home because ho made the 
mistake of telling his foster par 
ents that hla father had killed hts 
mother and then killed hlm-clf, 
The people decided that they 
couldn't have a boy In the hotise 
who came from such a terrible 
family.

Too Bright for Claaamates 
The second group of boys who 

are found in the school are those 
boys who don't get along in 
school. He said that many of the 
trouble makers in the local schools 
are really boys who are too bright

period of three or four months. 
Previous to this time the boy bad 
had an untarnished record. Thla 
is what he called an adolescent 
blowup. He said that the boy had 
too much of the adventurous 
spirit In him, and It was directed 
into the wrong channels. This type 
of boy is taken care of at the 
achool by giving him responsibil­
ity. Invariably Dr Wollan said the 
boy uses his energy on the Job as­
signed him, and makea an axcel- 
lent citizen of the Junior Republic.
The boy . whose case he cited. Is 
now on the faculty of the school 
after serving In the Navy In this 
war and acquiring an excellent 
war record.

Mentol Outlook Changed
The la.at group that the school 

Includes are boys who are emo­
tionally upset. He said that 
many of the boya are referred to 
the school by psyhlatrlats. He said 
that the school was definitely not 
un institution to take care ot un­
balanced persons but. that many ot 
the boya were sent there when 
their doctors felt that they wore 
on the way to becoming unbalanc­
ed, and that they should get away 
from their families to prevent the 
occurrence. Their association 
with other boys of the same age 
and responsibility of Jobs at the 
school Invariably changed the 
mental outlook of these young­
sters and saved them from a great 
disaster.

One Out of 280
He said that In this war there 

were 230 of the school's alumni In 
the service, and that out of that 
number there was only one who 
ever got into trouble. He sold 
that out of the former students of 
the school there was one major. 
Several captains, and a large num­
ber of lieutenants. x 

He said that the school used no 
trick philosophy or treatment, but 
only tried to know as much about 
the' boys as possible and treat 
them acconllng to their personali­
ties. He said that some boya had 
to be Jumped on rather severely 
to correct, and others would break 
down completely under such trea t­
ment, and must be talked to In 
the kindest manner possible" and 
have It explained easily to them 
what they were doing wrong and 
why It was considered wrong. He 
said that It mitst be known how 
badly the boy has been hurt be­
fore coming to the achool.

Dr. Wollan atated that it takes 
special qualittoations to be on the 
faculty of the school. One must be 
able to talk to the young^tera and 
understand his, jiroblem ln> order to 
help him.

TTie student government system 
which Is 43 years old nt the school 
Is still considered to be the best 
method of Impressing and teach­
ing good citizenship to the boys. 

Hold Real Court 
There Is a complete court at the 

school run by the boys. It Is not 
merely a mock court as a boy may 
be fined. Each Tuesday a boy re­
ceives a check based on the work 
that he has done during the week. 

Xlut of this comes his spending 
money, board, room, laundry, and 
other expenses. If he IS fined by 
the student courf It Is taken out 
of this check. If all of his spend­
ing money Is gone the only money 
advanced to hlip is for, stamps so 
that he may .Write home. If a boy 
goes too far, Into debt he la sup­
ported as a/pauper in a commun­
ity and shame lusually makes him 
work to pay off his debts. One of 
the principle things taught by this 
system )s that the boys will never 
get something for nothing. They 
must / work for all privileges 
gran^d. ■*

Dr. Wollan slated that thers are 

m^hy prominent men who are 
alunmt of the school, This year t̂_ 
t?hTtstmas' hr said the-school -re­
ceived a $2,000 check from one of 
them as a tnirlstmaa present. One

' You stutter badly and don't 
read very'well but still this will 
tell you s little of what it was 
like here yesterday.

Importaiit for Little While 
You may not underatand it. but 

you were very important for a lit­
tle while in a very important 
place, the U. S. Supreme court.

It's all marble, not like any 
court you ever saw down there In 
the Bayou country. It has great, 
red velvet curtains, a real palace.

And the nine men—everyone of 
them famous—sat in a row In 
black gowns behind a long walnut 
desk.

They're the nine justices of the 
Supreme court And for 45 minutes 
they talked of nothing but Willie 
Francis.

They already had talked a lot 
about you among themselves, be­
hind closed doors. But yesterday 
they talked for the whole world to 
hear.

It started when Justice Reed 
suddenly mentioned ‘‘WllUe Fran­
cis, colored citizen of Louisiana.”

. All Deeply Interested 
The other Justlcea listened very 

carefully. They w an all deeply in- 
tereatad for a c o u ^  of reasons.

This was their decision they 
were announcing about a  human 
Ufa, yours. It was important to 
them.

And, besides, you were making 
history. Tour case Is what lawyers 
call historic. Nothing like It had 
happaned before. I t  waa all in the 
record:

WllUe Francis, 18-year-old Ne­
gro, sita In Jail In New Iberia. 
TbiM years ago, when be waa 15. 
be shot a  white man to death and 
robbed him of |4  and hla watch.

WlUie was caught, confessed, 
and went to trial. He was found 
guilty and sentenced to die in the 
electric chair. Not much fuss.

Chair Failed to Work 
No one outalde the Bayou coun­

try  ever heard of you, Willie, tUI 
that day laat May when you sat in 
the electric chair and It wouldn't 
work.

The electrocutloner called out 
“Goodbye, WllUe,” and pulled the 
switch. The chair didn't work. You 
said you felt vs “little tickled.”

So you were taken back to your 
cell and your lawyers finally ask 
ad the  Supreme court not to let 
It happen again.

They aald It would be cruel ,to 
make you go back to the electric 
chair a  second time.

They said the state of Louisiana 
was supposed to execute you last 
May but didn’t  and had .no right 

'a t  a  second try.
Four a t the nine Jua)icee said it 

would be cruel and yOu sbouldn t 
have to sit in the electric chair 
again.

But five of the nine said it 
wasn't crueL They said it was an 
accident, with n5 one to blame for 
It, that the chair didn’t  work.

Five One Too Many 
So back you go to the chair 

again. But you almost made it: 
Five to four. Pretty close. But five 
waa one too many. _

Justice Frankfurter spoke up. 
He was one of the five. He u s ^  
to" teach law in college. He has a 
wide forehead and white hair.

He spoke for a long time,* ex­
plaining why he thought you ought 
to die. He used some very big 
words you wouldn’t  undcrstaniL 

He said the accident to the chair 
in May was an ‘‘Innocent mis-ad- 
venture.” (I thought you'd like to 
know that).

And he aald the whole aituation

Conway asserted. He also stated 
that they will back the administra­
tion bills covering the bonus and 
housing program for veterans.

It was also learned yesterday 
that one o f the first complete acts 
ot the new Legislature may be the 
abolition of tbe $7.500-a-year 
state statute revision commiaslon- 
ershtp and its replacement by a 
commission.
