sUtutes the natural economic heart 
of western Europe. From that area 
ought to Sow vitality not merely 
for Oermans but for Oermany'a 
western neighbors. If that happens 
western Europe, at least, with its 
100,000.0011 peoide. could develop 
Into a prosperous and stable land.

"That, hon-ever, la not likely to 
happen If the German peace treaty 
merely re-cstabllahea Germany na 

Mngle economic unity subjert to 
only German political control 
which, even If originally decentral* 
laed,- could again become highly 
centralised.

"If auch dispositions are made, 
Germany's western neighbors— 
France, Belgium and Holland— 
will hesitate to organlns their econ­
omies Into dependence on a source 
which may again be controlled by 
amblUoua and vengeful German 
rulers.

"That might enable Germans 
hereafter to achieve, by economic 
irssBurea a maatary of western 
Europe which they could not 

achieve by arms. Rather than 
rlak that the nations of weatem 
Europe will probably annex bits 
of Germany aa they can and, as 
to the rest accept economic sepa­
ration. That woidd condemn 
western Europe to an unhealthy 
and precarious future.”

Win Depend Upon AlHes 
He added that whether the Inte­

gration of Germany's economy 
with her neighbors "la practical.. .  
will depend primarily upon our 
continental Allies themaclvea.

"The non-continental victors— 
Soviet Ruaala. Great Britain, and 
the United States—cannot Impose 
any such solution. If, however, 
our continental friends are think­
ing constructively—and there la, 
evldenCa that many of them arer- 
wa Americana ought to be able to 
give them precious assistance."

Reviewing aspects of foreign 
policy during the past year, Dulles 
said that In 1^46 saw the bid of 
the Soviet union for worl  ̂ leftder- 
ahlp “deflected Into channels tpore 
compatible with peace.”
