A ll Networks Planning  
On Reducing Expenses

(Eastern Strndard Time)
New York, Jan.̂  20—(S')— That 

part of the networi) acene which 
concerns Itself with the day to 
day economics of operation, has 
been taking on a changed aspect 
In recent weeks. From MI the In­
dications, the theme haskhifted to 
one of reducing expenseO. to the 
point where they will com,e Into 
closer bslshce with revenue.'

As for os can be ascertained, no 
particularly drastic steps have 
been taken. For the moat pd^ 
the savings have been brougiri 
shout by cutting such corners as 
will produce the hoped-for reduc­
tions;

Like other buslneaaes In these 
post-war daya, network operating 
expenses have been going up con­
siderably foster than revenue. In 
radio, revenue becomes more or 
lass stsbltlsed after the quota of 
time has been sold, leaving an In­
crease in rates os the only other 
avenue of recuperation. But 
broadcasters have been rather 
hesitant In going much farther In 
that direction.

Tbs networks, whose principsl 
raw matsnal takes the form of 
talent of aji descriptions. In addi­
tion to their clerical and engin' 
earing stsffa. say Increasing sal’ 
ary levels have been a prime fac­
tor. In that connection is cited the 
20 par cent raise reported as more 
or less agreed upon In the new

Latest Ryan Product 
. Equipped With Hydro- 

matic Propellep
Latest addition to the U. 8. 

Navy’s formidable Sect of ship­
board Sghtera is the Ryan XF2R-1, 
which was revealed today by its 
maker, ̂  the Ryan Aeronautical 
Company of Son Diego. California. 
"TTic airplane la one of two succeso- 
ful types in this country to be 
driven by a turbine-propgller com­
bination and la equipped with a 
Usmilto n Standard Super-Hydro- 
msUc propeller built at the divi­
sion’s East Hartford plant.

The airplane has been flying for 
the past two months at the (3ov- 
ernment’S Muroc Dry Lake test 
base in California. It became the 
flnt airplane in this country 
powered by a “prop-jet” engine 
to make a cross-country flight 
when it flew from Muroc to San 
Diego for further tests. It is aald 
to be capable of "more than 500 
miles per hour.”  '

The propeller la driven by a Gen- 
erol_ Elbctrlc T-G-lOO gas turbine. 
A aeporatc GE 1-18 thermal Jet 
engine Is Installed in the oft 
fuselage section to supplement the 
propeller’s power for bursts of 
high speed and climb.

Ryan officials said that the pro­
peller-plus Jet engine combination 
has been demonstrated ss highly 
effective In giving peak perform­
ance over a wide cange of speeds 
and altitudes Although sll-Jet 
planes lack flexibility at low 
speeds, particularly during take­
off because of the slow acceleration, 
this la overtime by the propeller- 
pulled, jet pushed combination 
power arrangement. The short 
take-off and landing characteris­
tic la particularly Important, they 
added, in aircraft carrier opera­
tions.

About 75 per cent of the Turbine 
engine's power Is absorbed by the

Decision* Not Made 
Personal Pieics

New York, Jan. 20—(ip)— Fed­
eral ^udgo Frank Pickard, from 
whose original ruling stemmed the 
series of multl-btllion dollar por- 
tal-to-portat pay suits, said today 
that hia "decisions have never at 
any time been' influenced” by hia 
pro-labor or pro-capital views.

Thompson, wearing m brown 
overcoat and clutching a brief case, 
aaid "I take isaue with you on 
that. If the courts daclda that 1 
am lawful governor I call on you 
to cooperate with me fully In the 
beat interests of the state. By the 
eame token, if you are declared 
governor It la my purpose to co­
operate with you.”

Talmadge made no reply to thla. 
Thompson aaid "Then there la 

no argument between ua but that 
thia ahall go to a decision in the 
courts?"

Talmadge answered in the af­
firmative and Thompson arose to 
leave, saying he would occupy of­
fices of the Senate president until 
the matter ia adjudicated.

Talmadge roee and aaid "there 
will be no objection from me.”

As Thompson left the governor’s 
office at 9:01 a. m., he told mem­
bers of tha press thronging the 
doorway that "I will place my case 
entirely In the courts."

Then, referring to his brief In­
terview with Talmadge, Thompson 
added:

*'He told me In the event the 
courts ruled in my favor I would 
have his cooperation and I told him 
If the courts ruled againlR me, he 
would have iny cooperation.”  

Thompson, in response to ques­
tion, said; "This matter of troops 
Is . a lot of hulabaloo. Thia issue 
will be settled by the courts.” 

Thompson then proceeded to the 
Senate president's office where he 
said he Intends to serve aa acting 
governor "until the courts decide 
the matter."

Thompson was accompanied ta 
the Capitol by State Senator Frank 
Oaniell, one of his stalwarts, and 
Bill Dandrum, his executive secre­
tary.

Certain of Legal Position 
In a radio address immediately 

after Thompson had left,,7almadga 
declared he was certain of hia legal 
position and was confident the Su­
preme court would uphold his elec­
tion by the Legislature.

He said if tho courts did not 
uphold him that It would; mean in­
stead of three sovereign branches 
of government, Georgia would 
have only one—the Judiciary.

"I am confident of my legal po­
sition," Talmadge said, "and 1 
am performing tbe duties of tbe 
executive office. I hope these 
would-be play governors will cease 
to interfere and allow the govern­
ment and the Legislature .to get 
on with enactment of the Demo­
cratic platforno."

Talmadge reiterated that the 
same group which now opposed 
him had previously tried to de­
stroy white supremacy in Georgia.

"The Legislature,” he said, "is a 
sovereign body and acted In wla- 

jdop>-4n-upholdlng the constitution 
and in electing^ a governor.”

Later, speaking for newsreel 
cameramen and the radio, Tal­
madge reiterated bla wUIlngnesa 
to abide by rulings of tbe courts 
but again insisted he'was certain 
they had no Jurisdiction.
