This appeared to be the dedslon 
reached by Warren R. Austin, the 
American repreaentativa to the 
U n lM 'N a tlc^  In talka with Sec­
retary of State Oeorge C. Mar­
shall and Preaidant Truman.

Fresh from tha Washington 
talks Austin began prlvata oon- 
spltatlons today with members of 
the Security council in an effort 
to break the deadlock on prIorlUee 
in' tM  tntamatloaal dtssmanient 
dlecuasloBs, which wlU be resumed 
next Tuesday by the 11-natlon 
peace-keeping body.

The fact that Austin Initiated

New Haven. Jan. SO—UP)— Ex* 

cxwed by Judge Kenneth Wynne 
late last night after more than 13 
hours of deliberation, a Superior 
court JuiT today resumod its con­
sideration of evidence' and testi­
mony produced during a two- 
weeks trial of Robert Bradley, 36- 
year-old local Negro on a three- 
count 6rst degree murder indict­
ment.

The jurors were excused at 
11:96 o’clock last night after com­
ing Into the courtroom five min­
utes earlier to request instructions 
on two points.

Two factions Before Jury 
Before excusing them, Judge 

Wynne ,was informed by their 
foreman, Dr. Julian Taylor, Negro 
clergyman, of Ansonia, that 
"progress" toxvard a decision had 
been made, but that the decision 
could not be reached uiltll the two 
qxiestions had been resolved:

One question, said Dr. Taylor, 
xvas:

" I f  S' man sells the property of 
a man murdered knowingly, what 
relation does he bear to the 
crime 7"

The other question, he stated, 
was "la hs an accessory to the 
crime ?”

The State eharges that Bradley 
slew three other New Haven Ne­
groes in nearby East Haven, bur­
ied their bodies in graves alleged 
ly dug by the victims as picnic 
fire pits, and then sold their can 
in New York Oty,

Admlta S^iag Oan 
Bradley, who has admitted sell 

ing the cars, said he did Jt with 
the consent of the oxvnen and 
made aii accounting to them, but 
baa denied the slayings.

Judge Wynn said It had no bearing 
on the guilt or innorenre of the 
aocuaodr The foreman then-asked 
for a definition ot the term "acces­
sory" and Judge Wynne, after 
brief conference with State Attor­
ney Abraham S. Ullmun and 
Chisries Henchel, special public de 
fender for Bradley, said It would 
require extreme care in answering 
after which he dismissed the Jury 
for the nighL

Out Of China
**nercer OvU War Poreseen" Is 

the tanor of the headline predic­
tions about what will happen in 
China now that the United Btatea 
aa the first Important act of Oen- 
aral Oeorge C. MarahaU's steward­
ship of our foreign policy, la with­
drawing Its mediation and Its 
troops from China

The jpDcuracy of that prediction 
la not. however. Inevitable. Just as 
our withdrawal from China la in 
two parts, so our preaance In 
China was In two parts. One part 
—our effort at ntedlation—prob- 
aWy has exercised aome very 
aUgbt reatrainlng infiuence on the 
civil war factions In China. Both 
aidesb while they Were under such 
obaoivatlon. probably had Mme 
alight Instinct to play for the fa> 
\-orable opinion of American ob­
servers. But this Instinct wss 
nevsr vary strong, as Oeneral 
MarahaU's farewell atetement, 
bristling with condemnation of 
both sides. Illustrated.

The second peri of our presence 
In China—the presence of our 
troops—had, even though these 
troope were limited In number, an 
unhesdthy effect on both sides of 
the division in Chliw. It gave the 
Chinese Communists the idea that 
theae troops were there sa s sym­
bol of Americsn military support 
for ths Chinese Nationalists.

And, fortunately, it also gave 
tha Cbineae Natlonalista the same 
1 ^ .  ^atead of reatrainlng the 
NatlonalUts from proaecutlon of 
the civil war, the prbaence of theae 
troppa encouraged them, flo long

that tha tMtad ffUtaa haa loat vi­
tal tntaraat (n tha proapect of 
aventual civil peaoa In China. That 
la atill our ohjactlve; wa are still 
involved, for that objective. In the 
affaire of China. But It will oeeth 
to many that the new American 
policy has a clean-cut aspect 
which removee the flak ot hsppen- 
ebaaca military Involvamenl, ra- 
movas tha possibility that, the Na- 
tlonaliata will daluda tbemselvea 
as to any support thay might gat 
from ua, and clarifies America's 
good objoctlvea for China.

Wkich Du We Mean?
American diplomacy ia con­

stantly paying llp-aervlce to the 
Idas of intemaUonal disarma­
ment. SometlmoA thara a note 
of exasperated halUgerancy In our 
support of the Maa. aa if we re- 
aanted any inferenoa that Russia 
might be more slncara about dis­
armament than we are, ea If wa 
resented those diplomatic moves 
by which Ruaaia has contrived to 
appear befora tha wrorid as the 
flrat greet nation to champion tha 
cause of universal disarmament. 
We have even aeld, quits testily, 
that we will yield ground to no 
one In oiir ambition to bring about 
dlsarmamant

A good part of this professed 
American loyalty to the principle 
of world disarmament has coma 
from Mr. Warren Austin, our 
member on tha United Nations 8a-1 
curity Council, which la to meet 
shortly in order to take up the 
Russian resclution for world dis­
armament. And then again, cer­
tainly, It will be Mr, Austin's ob­
jective to show that the United 
States la aincerely dedicated to 
the cause of general disarma­
ment.

Whatever eloquence Air. Austin 
may then devalop would be more 
convincing, perhapa, if both be 
and tba svhole American, posttioji 
wars not guilty of very definite 
eontradlctiona.

Mr. Austin emerged from the 
White House the other day, for 
Instanca, to make a little state­
ment in ,w’hlch he labeled univer­
sal military traUung for Ameri­
cans as the "basiB of our domestic 
peace prog.-am" and tha founda­
tion of "tha whole siiperatniature 
of peace."

Now compulsory mliltaiy train­
ing, aa propnaed for America, may 
be many things. Ita supporter s 
call it tba only aura way to peace. 
Its opponents call It a tragic be­
trayal of tha Imllvidual fraadoih 
of Amartcan democracy and aure 
preparation for war. But all can 
agcaa on on# thing that It la not. 
It is not, by any means, a proposal 
which repraaanta disarmament, or 
prograaa in the direction of diaar- 
maroant.

How can Mr. Austin, on one 
hand, expect to bo accepted aa 
Btncara proponent of dtaermament 
In United Natlona fonima while, 
on tha other hand, he Is advocat­
ing tha most revolutionary and 
sweeping armament measure in 
the history of hla own country?

8o far, one side of tha American 
poatUon la that “wa art for disar­
mament—but." And tha other 
aide of the American position la 
that w'e Intend to turn ourselves 
into a permanently militaristic tta* 
tlon. Hare we add no Ifa, ends, 
or buta. Which way do we expdet 
to have tha world take ua?

It looks as if the Institution of col- 
lactlva bargaining might, this 
year, get aome real and sincere 
uae. And that ta i-ompletely « heer- 
ful news.

the presence of a new type chief 
executive, whose qualities of can­
dor and carnial democracy Inriude 
a forthright recognition of the 
fact that government does Involve 
some politics.

If Uiia la ao, nature's 
demonstration probably far axceed- 
ad man's unleaablng of nuclaar en­
ergy ta Um  atomic bomb.

tIr  meeatron la only om  frao- 
tlon' o f the ooamlo ray. Other ftae- 
tionk Include the negative electron; 
the BRton, 3,000 times baavitr 
th»w Um electron but of equal poa- 
tUveohargae; and the photon whleh 
Dr^Swann naa deacrlbad aa “akind 
of ghoat particle repreaentlng light 
and other forma of electromagnaUc 
radtaUon."
