The commutera 
found It difficult to conduct their 
banking transactlona. Friend Wife 
in some Inatances attended to 
these matters but In the great ma­
jority o f caaea the Wifa did not 
cars to handle the Snandal trane* 
actiona.

So the branch bank In tha rail* 
road atation was Anally adopted 
aa a aoluUon. Started aa an ae* 
commodatlon It haa grown into a 
moat lucrative proposition for the 
mother bank. The hours o f the 
branch bank are suited to the 
hours o f the commutera and every 
hanking facility 'a offered. The 
branch occupies a apace only sev­
en fact long and flva feet wide 
and two bank employees handle 
all tha buslneaa

Now you may wonder what all 
thla has to do with the Idea It 
gave lu  that could be applied in 
Mmcheater. The north end of 
town, the business district at De­
pot l^uare, has long talked and 
dreamed of aomeday having bank­
ing fadUtlea In that section. North 
end bualneea men muat travel all 
the way over aouth to do their 
banking. They And thla Incon- 
Vanient especially on a Saturday 
morning when nualness la rushing 
and the aouth end bank la congeat- 
ed with patrons and parking fa­
culties are at a premium.

We don't know whether tha of* 
Sdala o f the Manchester Trust 
Cbmpany have ever conaldarad a 
branch bank at Tlepot Square 
along the lines o f the New Ro- 
cbeUn aet-up. Wa don't know 
whether any o f the north and 
buatneas men have ever suggested 
■ueb a plan. Maybe there are ob- 
ataclca that we, not conncctetl 
with the bank, cannot set. But If 
tha idea works In New Rochelle 
we can see no reason why It 
wouldn't work In Mancbaater.

Branch banka are not new. The 
Hartford-Ounnectirut Trust Com' 
pany of Hartford has a number 
auch branchea. One of the banka 
in Rockville was taken over by 
the Hartford banking. houae and 
la being operated v e ^  aatlafae- 
torUy aa a brar.cii 'nw  largest 
dtlek  notaoly New York, are 
fairly dotted with branchea o f the 
principal banking bouaes.

The bUBiness in and aroimil De­
pot Smiara lan't suffldent to at' 
ford an Ipdepanucrt bank. A  few 
years back auch a plan was put 
forward by tha lata W. C, Hib­
bard, but a survey Indicated that 
there would not be aufflclent aup- 
port for a separate InatltuUon. 
However, the branch Idea was not 
considered at that tlma to our 
knowledge. The north end o f town 
haa grown In proportion to the 
rest' cJ the town and It would seem 
that the demands for banking fa­
culties In that section are greater 
than ever.

We suggest that both bank of- 
Sclale and north end buslneaa men 
read the article on the branch 
bank In New Rochelle.

Then they go to the executive who 
either endoraea or rejects that 
proposed Icglalatlon. When the cn- 
groasing clerk gets through with 
the document It's n lew and the 
thousands of people vrlthln Ita Jur­
isdiction miiat a ^ s  by IL 

Of the hundreds and thousands 
o f such places o f leglalatlon a cer­
tain percentage wtU sooner or later 
be challenged aa to their constitu­
tionality. Then the courts get the 
legislation for their constdesation 
and It remains for the highest o f 
the courts to aay whether or not 
the law can remain on the books.

That aaoms to us a sort o f legal 
progression In reverse. It's like e 
man going through a  revolving 
door backward.

On oontroverslal legislation why 
not let the courts act flrstT Let 
them review the proposed laws and 
advise the legislative body what's 
good and what’s  badT Look at aU 
the work and worry It would elim­
inate. A notable example la tha 
NRA legteletlon, that htfjy o f the 
New Dealera. The whole country 
was reconverted and re-gfared to 
meet the requirements of the Na­
tional Recovery A c t  Then one 
Monday ntoming the whole NRA 
aet-up was blaatad aky-high by a 
deoiaion o f tho Supreme Court 
finding It unconstitutional. The 
act, In ita Infancy, could have been 
studied by the court and a lot of 
waste energy aaved. A lot of 
atrlfe caused by the National Re­
covery Act could also have been 
averted. Maybe some legal mind 
will ten ua we are aH wet on this 
Idea, but we atlll believe the p f ^  
ent process la screwy.

Oroaa income for all games, In­
cluding tha aecond game with the 
Hartford Blues and the last game 
played for the beneAt of the 
coaphes. amounted to $11,038.20 
The receipts from these two 
games were handled In accordance 
with tha terms at a apeclal agree­
ment between the players and the 
L i^on . Therefore raodpts o f 82,- 
228.05 for the second Hartford 
Blues game and $713.40 for the 
Anal game must be deducted from 
tha above gross receipts of 111,- 
038.20 In determining the gross re­
ceipts for games played under tho 
original agreement between the 
players and the Legion. Admlaslon 
taxes due the Internal Revenue 
department amounting to 81.127 
must also be 0.1mlnated. thereby 
leaving a balance o f $8,074.73, the 
true gross InconM.

The season's expepaes Included 
$1,800 for game guarantees for 
the vlalUng teams; $1,340 for our 
own player expense ($0.00 per 
man per gam e): $370 for officials; 
$300 for accident Insurance for 
players; $042 for rain and public 
liability insurance; $220.87 for 
medical services and supplies. lu 
addition to the above, expenses for 
police; bus service for tho team; 
use of the Add and towels; print­
ing o f tickets; telephone; game 
announcing; advertising; public 
address system; photographs and 
miscellaneous Items bring the 
grand total to $0,302.83.

From the above mentioned tnie 
gross Income o f ■$8,974.73, ex­
penses o f $0,302.83 are deducted, 
leaving a proAt o f $1,772.00.

It can be seen from the above 
Agurea that the average cost per 
game of putting the team on the 
held was $620.

In addition the uniforms were 
not wholly paid tor by the play­
ers. One half the coat at tbe uni­
forms was deducted from thla sea­
son's proAta aa agreed between 
the players and the Legion.

Tbe proAt from the second 
Hartford Blues game amounted to 
$1,483 for the players and $741 for 
tha Legion. ProAt on the remain­
ing games, after deducting one 
half the cost of unlfornui wss 
$383.13 for playen and $764.20 for 
the Legion.

From the above It can be estab- 
Uahed that tha total amount re­
ceived by the players was $3,- 
109.13; by tba Legion $1,000.28. 
Since the close o f the season the 
Legion haa paid $883 more at 
their own expense, thua, leaving 
tha Post a proAt o f $843.20' aa 
compared with $8,109.18 received 
by the plavera.

A Juvenile commlaslun o f a 
nearby city haa recently reported 
that radio programs with crime 
as a plot are greatly responsible 
for di,!lnquency and crime among 
youth. Thla commission has fur­
ther stated that It has tried to In­
duce several national organlsa- 
tloiw to sponsor a campaign 
against mich programs but none 
were willing to undertake auch 
tasks..

Aa it Is a question o f youth and 
crime I think It concerns everyone 
with few exceptions. As parents, 
aa relatives, aa neighbors, as 
teachers, as rnlnlatera, as editors, 
as officisis, etc., we all have an 
Interest In thla problem. Shall 
ws not try to do something about 
ItT

In the past aoclologists used to 
blame crime on Ignorance and 
poverty. Today we hear that a 
great number o f law breakers are 
young people in tbe teens and with 
a complete or partial high school 
education. One who goes to high 
school would not be classed as 
Ignorant, nor can It be said that 
such a child la reared In dire pov­
erty since It tskes a decent stand­
ard o f living to afford such sphool- 
Ing. Thus despite the best efforts 
o f the average parents to give 
their children a good start In life 
mllilona of them are repaid with 
heartache and tragedies In sddl- 
tlon to the ruined lives of those 
ymingstera Involved.

Bad radio plays are not alone in 
their contribution to delinquency. 
Some movies are also a powerful 
InAuence for evil. Thla sort of 
entertainment la certainly not o f­
fered as a public service to edu­
cate, rcAne, and uplitt its audi­
ences.. It la rather offered be- 
rsime It la good for some bust- 
neaaca. Children like auch mov­
ies and programs, and their par­
ents allow them to aee and hear 
them. What can be done against 
auch breeders of evil If no agency 
or organlutlon wants to sponsor 
s  campaign against them?

Do ^ u  remember the O. P. A.? 
With all Ita good intentions and 
legal vast powers It u-ma unable 
to choke black markets and keep 
prices down. Then came Its 
abolition and the full freedom for 
speculators to skin tbe public and 
o f course you know what hap­
pened. Mra. average' housewife 
took over. She refused to pny 
high prices and how not only are 
the prices going down but there 
Is no more black markets and 
hardly any shortages either.

Well then, Mra. Mother, If you 
have done It before you can do It 
again. Only this time Join hands 
with your husband and take the 
destiny o f your children In your 
own hands. As parents prevent 
your children from exposure to 
the Inffuenee of pernicious crime 
programs and pictures You got 
along for a while without the 
choicest beef cuts and you or your 
children can get along, for a while 
at least, without the merchandise 
advertised on the crime programs. 
Demand that those who want your 
business provide wholesome (n- 
stead o f ruinous entertainments 
for your children and your young­
sters will not die from boredom if 
you stop them from seeing a 
gangster picture.

There seems to be a well organ­
ised and concerted campaign be­
ing conducted throughout the 
countrv In behslf o f increased sal- 
sries for school teschera. There 
have been strikes In some cities, 
throaU of strikes in many others 
and general unrest in almost every 
community. The teachers seem to 
be getting good support In their 
campaign, at least. In laying their 
problems before the public. Xhren 
the radio comedians are subtly In­
ferring that tbe “ dopes" and 
"stooges" on the sir got that way 
because their school teachers were 
ii.iderpald.

We note that a Hartford school 
teacher here on exchange from 
England Anda that her salary bare­
ly covers her living expenses. She 
haa found it neeessar yto skimp on 
meals and otherwise control her 
budget so that she won’t go In debt 
Whereas In England she lived com- 
furtablyon her school teaching 
wage.

Here In Manchester no notice­
able organised protest about sal- 
nries has cropped up despite the 
fact that salaries here are certain­
ly no criterion. We note that many 
teachers take extra work wherever 
snd whenever they can get It, We 
haven’t heard of any o f the local 
teachers hiring out as baby sitters, 
but no doubt many of them would 
be glad of the chance to earn some 
extra pin-money that way.

’The average policeman In Man­
chester fares belter Ananclally 
than does the average teacher. Yet 
the better the eduentlou facilities 
In town the less the chance of 
Juvenile delinquency and youth 
crime. Improve the teaching stand­
ard by paying better wages and 
you reduce the possibility o f yotith 
crime and the need for expanded 
police protection.

Anyone who has attended town 
meetings regtilsrly over s  period 
o( vesrs will recall that the Edu­
cation Item In the budget was a1- 
moat alw.'*vs one singled out for 
attack by the chronic kickers. 'That 
was due perhans to the fact that 
11 was alwav:i the largest Hem In 
the budget. It did seem, however, 
as though the schools annropris- 
tlon was a psrilcularly vnilnerable 
tareet. It covers a lot o f suh-ltems 
and It Is always difficult to exnlain 
school expenses to a stubborn 
vroun of town meeting attendants. 
Manv, other Items that were more 
justlAably open to attack were 
nnssed by over a period o f years, 
but when It came to schools the 
bickering started. And usually 
those who most bitterly attacked 
the school exucrdltures showed by 
their talk on the floor o f the meet­
ing fhst they could do well with 
a little more rdncntlon themselves.

It Is Interesting to note that the 
old watch dog of the budget ap­
propriations. Walter Mahoney, 
came out stoutly for an Increas^ 
education apnronriaflon Inst year 
maintaining that the teachera de- 
aerv’ed and should get more pay.

Mo brand of atrike la more un 
fair to aa amployer or to the pub­
lic, or more damaging to labor’a 
awn reputation. So unity in the 
American labor movement would 
not only provide strength against 
any "common enemy,’’ but it 
would In Itaelf remove one of the 
cauaca for public exasperation 
with organlaed labor.

Tbat la at least one good and 
Bound raaaon, antong many others, 
why labor should unify Itself.

Wbatber this la the time Is an- 
oOmt quaaUori. Thla haa been an 
ara at personal feuding among la- 

, bor leaders. And, altbough Graen 
and Jobn .L. Leads have recently 
succeeded In becoming uncom­
fortable membera of the sama or- 
ganlxatlon again. It can be ques­
tioned whether the entire trio ot 
Green, Lewis and Murray could 
ever come to /unctionlng under 
one tent. What the situation 
naads, for a  perfect solution. Is tbs 
amargency of aonw new leader 
who has not been part of the bit­
ter strife of the paat, but no such 
leader seems In sight.

Pollinf All Govemom
It la Interastlng nawa that Pres­

ident ’Truman has decldad lipon a 
policy of consulting the nation a 
4g gox’emora whanever he Is 
faedd with a. deciston of a broa I 
national character In a matter of 
great Importance. The dtscloaure 
la, in fact, that Mr. Truman has 
already resorted to thla technique 
at least once, ahen he was mak­
ing up hla mind whether or not 
the government should fight John 
U Lewis to the Bnlah. All but one 
of the nation’s governors, Amall 
of Georgia, are reported to have 
favored the exact course of firm 
resistance the President did take. 
With such backing, the President 
apparently felt aa sure of himaelf 
ae he appeared to be, with his trip 
to Florida In the midst of th.; 
crlals.

The eiriclency and value of auch 
a system of consultation seems 
Ukely to depend, in the long run, 
on the diecretlon with which It la 
conducted. For that matter, the 
very fact that one past consulta­
tion haa DOW been revealed, with 
the attitude of tho responding 
governors now indicated publicly,. 
Is likely to do aoroething to affect 
the value of the technique. For, 
sad to relate, governors of both 
parties might tend to give better 
and more sincere advice to the 
President If they were aaaiired 
that such advice was confidential, 
not to be revealed to their own 
constituents and not ever to oe 
thrown back at them by the Presi 
dant himself.

A governor in a coal-nllning 
state, for instance, who had re­
ceived Che support of Lewis and 
hla mlnerr in hla own election, 
might not cart to give the frank­
est kind of advice If he thought 
there would be any danger of hl« 
views becoming public. In other 
words, this system of consultatloif 
will probably be moat valuable It 
the public doesn't hear of it again. 

Whatever its future aiircess. Itb
does reflect praiseworthy instinct 
on the part of Preaident Truman, 
who haa never pretended to be an 
extraordinary leader In the White 
Hotiae, and who baa of late begun 
to ahoa’ a  diapoaltion to seek an l 
taka the sounder kind of advice, 
which la the way for a man ut 
averags talanta to be a goo<l Pres­
ident.
