Our homes wrere not pretentious,

W e could not boast many pub­
lic buildings, but our General 
Store was certalnlv uaeful. In this 
store were many articles house­
wives found it neceXsary to buy, 
living as they did many miles 
from a city. The post office waa 
located in this buUdlng. and there 
gentlemen of leisure loved to con­
gregate at all houra o f the da;/, 
winter and aummer. presumably 
waiting for the outgoing or incom­
ing mall.

I  remember well our old-fash­
ioned stage coach with Ita two 
well-fed horaes. The driver Uvtfd 
with hie W’lfe and children In the 
tavern, and often in the winter, 
when n*}! otherwise occupied, be 
would exercise my grandfather's 
horses.

Passengers wishing to go to 
Hartford or some other city went 
by stage coach to North Manches­
ter, there to connect w ith trains 
leaving the station at Infrequent 
Intervals for Boston or Hartford. 
W e did not venture too fa r  from 
home, you see, in those early dsjre. 
On hla return frpm the station, 
possibly twice a day, our stage 
driver brought the mail.

Hlataria Newa
An incident that made a great 

impression on me occurred In the 
old store. One morning, when I was 
a very small child, my grandfather 
asked me If I  would like to go with 
him to get the mail. I «  was, of 
course, delighted, and soon we 
were In right o f tha store. Out­
side. wa noticed an excited group 
o f men, and a considerable crowd 
waa gathered inside. Qrandfather 
was taking the mall out o f our box 
when a man spoke to him in a low 
tone. My grandfather replied, 
"Can It be possible? I  hope there 
haa bmn some mistake.”  " I  think 
not," sfild our neighbor. Picking 
me up In his artna, my grandfather 
hurried home. Grandmother ai\d 
mother wSre quietly eewlng In our 
sitting room when he arrived. *1 
have just heard some terrible 
newa," he said to my grandmother. 
"Our President waa shot In a thea­
ter In Waahlngton last night. I  am 
going right back to tha atora to 
see If any further news haa come 
In." Aa we know, the later news 
waa tragic.

Very near the store stood the old 
Woodbridge Tavern, built and 
owned by my great-great grand­
father. and later by hla eon. Dud­
ley. I  remember two families 
many years later who occupied the 
tavern. First, a  man and hla wife 
and three children and later, a 
couple from Switaerland who had 
a little boy. Travelers, were enter­
tained at Infrequent Intervals for 
severs! years, until irradually It 
was abandoned as a public hostel-

wera attractive and wall-tendad. It 
must be admitted that there waa 
one startling exception, a house in 
need o f paint. Leaning against 
the front door waa a dilapidatad 
broom, and the fence was In a aad 
state o f dianpalr. A sleigh occu­
pied a prominent poritlon In the 
imek yard summer and winter, and 
I  once saw a rooster sitting luxuri­
ously on he seat, with several fe­
male members o f hla fam ily on the 
floor.

The master o f the. house waa 
usually sitting In a broken-down 
chair In the yard during the sum­
mer. He had a genial disposition, 
and would talk by the hour. Occa- 
aionally, he would examine the 
scythe, evidently contemplating 
cutting the graas. hut seldom get­
ting around to it. "Queen Anne 
front and Mary Anne back”  would *| 
net altogether apply to this piece 
o f property, but rather, “ Mary 
Anne front and Mary Anna back." 
You see. lasinesa waa a malady 
with which one was occasionally 
afflicted even In those distant days.

Small Town Mystery 
Another house, standing on a 

hillride, had been closed fo r soma 
months, the former occupants 
having moved to Hartford, ao 
when we saw a gentleman, driving 
i- spirited pair o f horses, stop there 
and assist hla wife, daughter, and 
maid, to allghL we were both 
pleased and curious. In a day or 
two, white muslin curtains were 
to be seen at the windows, and tha 
house was once more a habitation. 
The lady and gentleman were 
young, and the little girl four or 
five. M y father and mother called 
on them, and the call waa returned. 
My father liked Mr. P. as we riiall 
call him, and found him a culti­
vated gentleman. The couple, how­
ever, were rather mysterious, and«^ 
disappeared very suddenly. A ll we 
really knew about them was tha 
Information ifiven my mother by 
Mra. P. Their real home, it  aaemed, 
was In a distant city. Many yean  
parsed, and when I  had grown 
from 0 five-year-old child to  a 
young married woman, a friend of 
mine visiting me from the same 
distant city, gave me a clue as to 
tho identity o f the couple. They 
were, o f course, not criminala hid­
ing from juatice. I t  wee, neverthe­
less, a necessity fo r them to live 

' in some quiet country place, and 
they chose Manchester.
