Urges Federal 
Taxes Be Cut

State Chamber of* Com­
merce Sends Letters 
To OngresBmen
Hartforfl, Feb. 4— *rhe Con­

necticut Stats Chamber of Com­
merce, in letters to membera of 
tha Connecticut congressional del­
egation, today urged substantial 
reductions In Federal taxes on In­
dividual and corporate Incomes 
effective for the year 1947.

The chamber, through Execu­
tive Vice President Wayne R. 
Dickerson, recommended prompt 
passage of a minimum legislative 
program for tax reduction, retro­
active to last Jan. 1, which would 
include:

“1. Increase to 35 per cent the 
present flve per cent credit against 
individual income taxes. This would 
amount to an Individual tax rata 
reduction of about 19 per cent.

*T. Reduce corporate Income 
taxes to a starting rate of 16 per 
cent, instead of 31 per cent aa a t 
preaent. and a maximum rata of 
S3 per cent. Instead of 38 per cent 
as a t present"

Hampered by Tax-Burdena 
The letters declared that “efforts 

of American Industry to resume 
fur peacetime production are be­
ing considerably hampered by the 
tax burdens now Imposed.” 

Dickerson wrote that the cham­
ber recognises “that it may not be 
possible for Congress to co m ^ te  

comprehensive revision of Fed­
eral taxation In time to make the 
necessary reforms effective for the 
year 1947.”

He added that the chamber’s 
current proposals wera designed, 
however, to provide “temporary 
and immediate relief pending en 
actment of a long-range, perma 
nent tax program to meet the 
needs of our peace-tima economy.

Dickerson’s letter continued: 
“Would Afford Minimum ReHef” 

The Immediate tax reduction

posed by the chamber would 
afford tha mlnlwum rallat that is 

aoMry la  aaeouragt tavaat- 
It and ta  provlda UMonttvoa tor 

tha creation of new autatprlaaa. A 
continuation of the present 1 ^  
levels of Federal taxation would 
not only handicap tha naUon's sN 
forts to Incraasa produoUon and 
amploymant to a maxtmum, but 
would also encourage the govam- 
ment to follow indkBnitaly many 
wasteful Bpandtaig poHctos.

"The attached bill follows the

Mrs. Morton's flrat assignment 
was with psychiatric patients in 
Africa. Her second hospital ta 
Africa was near Constantin, a vety 
old city with many Roman mint.

Prom Africa, the went to Italy 
where she waa stationed in Naples, 
near Caalno, and Anally ta Rome  ̂
until 1944 when ahe came home.

Mra. Morton remarked. "The 
cities of Italy showed more of the 
devastation of war than Africa. 
Some cities were demolished 
beyond recomition."

While In Italy, ahe saw many 
intereating sights including the 
emptlon of Mt. Vesuvius.
