law expires. Enough Democrats 
are certain to  go along with the 
president to prevent repeal of the 
law or any material change In It.” 

Nevertheless, Taft made It ciMr 
he doea not aubacrlbe to the com­
promise trade proposala put for­
ward yeaterday by Senators Van- 
denberg (R.. Mich.), chairman of 
the Senate Foreign Relatlona com­
mittee. and Mllllkin <R.. Oolo), 
chairman of the Senate O. O. P. 
conference.

In brief, Vandenberg and MilH- 
kin proposed that the president 
exercise the power they said he al­
ready haa to overrfile inclusion in 
trade pacts of tariff cuts that 
threaten damage to American In­
dustry.

They proposed also that "escape 
clauses be put in agreemenU with 
foreign nations, by which the presi­
dent could modify or wipe out 
cuts that "peril'' business at home. 

WlU Htudy Suggrotlons 
Secretary of State Marshall told 

a news conference yeaterday the 
proposals indicated the develop­
ment of a bipartisan economic 
policy paralleling the bipartisan 
approach to International political 
affairs.

Reds ’ Johnny Vander Meer 
Confident o f Big Year

New York.— (NEIA) —Johnny 
Vai\der Meer again wras one of the 
great pitchers when soreness dis­
appeared from hla celebrated left 
arm In mid-June laat year.

Vander Meer hurled five shut­
outs from then until the end of 
the. season and, on one memor­
able afternoon at 'Ebbeta Field, 
mined the Brooklyn pitching staff 
by pitching 15 scoreless Innings, 
for which he got nothing more 
than the exercise.

This performance came at a 
time when Leo Durochcr's princi­
pal concern was winning the pen­
nant with the Dodgers. The Up  
employed four or flve pitchers 
that day, had 'as many more In 
the bullpen before the battle end­
ed In a. scoreless 19-lnnlng tie. The 
Brooks’ staff never fully recovered 
from this added bit of strain.

Speaking of Vander Meer fol­
lowing the thriller. Branch Rick­
ey, the old catcher at tbe head of 
the Flatbusb organization, aaid; 
"That waa the finest pitching I've 
ever seen, 1  know to what weak­
nesses Vander Meer waa trying to 
pitch, and to see him hit those 
■pots consistently with as much 
■tuff as he had waa wonderful."

That game rather typiflea Van- 
der Meer's career with the Reds. 
Although he will live . In baseball 
history forever aa the only one to 
pitch consecutive no-hIt no-run 
games in the majors, which be did
