But Justice Jackson, disagreeing 
With Black said:

Catholic education Is the rock 
upon which the Catholic church 
rests. To help the church school, 
by. transporting children to It. with 
puhMc money ia the same as help­
ing the church Itself, 

r* YTierefore, Jackson considered 
. this in violation of the constitution 
which forbids any stato to help In 
"eatablishment of a religion."

Justice Rutledge, also disagree­
ing with Black, wrote a 47-page 
opinion explaining why.

He said that 1st amendment to 
the constitution against "estab­
lishment of religion" means It out­
laws "all use of,public funds for 
religious purpesea." And he said: 

"Daily raligious education (as 
given in a Catholic school), co- 
ratnglad with secular Is ‘religion’ 
vrithln the meaning of the 1st 
amendment."

He said that 1st 'amendment 
forbids stote aid to rellgloua train­
ing In any degree.

McC?onnelI Mid the breakdown 
of collective bargaining on The 
Philadelphia Record had been 
“ amaslng” to him. He asked Stem 
to trace the steps.

"You assume,” said Stern, 
"that we had had pleasant rela­
tionships. 1 want to say to you I 
had vary pleasant relationships 
with about IS unions. When I came 
to Philadelphia, I Invited all of 
them In. I practiced, what I 
preached about the desirability of 
a strong union movement.

Helped OrgsBlxe Guild 
"Then, later, I helped organize 

the guild. For two or three years, 
I had the Mme relationship as 
with the other unions.

"Starting in 1937 they began 
getting out a monthly bulletin 
which disaparaged managemenL I 
waa very much shocked at that, 
t used to handle all my labor re­
lations personally. I had to stop 
that because they started to In­
sult me and heckle me In every 
meeting.

“ 1 was told that one of their 
men said in a bar that 'This is 
part of our new tactics, to get hi.s 
goat, and get him, of. balance.' "

Guild because I thought that some­
time it would come of age.”

BuL he went on, “all my alma 
have turned to duat. 1 have done 
more to harm the pasiUon of the 
working newspaperman than to 
beneAt him. 1 have put him in the 
straight Jacket of a sinister pres­
sure group.

Wage Demanda **rantaatlc’’
Diacusaing the wage demanda 

that led to the strike call last 
Nov. 7, Stem said they were ''fan­
tastic” and Would have coat more 
than $1,500,000 a year, plus a pro­
portionate amount for the A FL  
unions which represented two 
Uitrda of the newspaper staffs.

"This spelled bankruptcy for my 
newapapera.’ Stem teatlfled.

He added that “one piece of ev­
idence of the absurdity o f this ait- 
uation,” waa an original guild de­
mand of $100 a week for classified 
advertising aollcitora. These, Stern 
said, are women who require no 
8teno$(raphlc or bualneaa training.

The Guild originally asked for a 
basic minimum of $100 a week (or 
experienced reporters. Instead of 
minimum of $68. The management 
offered $78. The guild later low­
ered its $100 demand to $95 and 
then to $88.

Arbitration Offer Rejected
Stern said that "at the very last 

hour” he offered to submit the en­
tire matter to arbitration but the 
offer waa rejected.

Stern closed hia statement with 
this suggestion to the committee:

"That no editor or creator of 
opinion on any newspaper, maga- | 
zinc or radio should be compelled | 
to belong to any organization, | 
whether trade union or any other.
