' “Members did not feel disposed 
to recommend resumption of pow­
er for Industry before a week 
from next Monday,” an announce­
ment said.

A government spokeeman said 
cautiously, "There are signa that 
we hgve turned the corner,” aa 
trains and shipa loaded with coal 
broke an Icy blockade to ease the 
fuel famine that haa shut down 
thousands of factories and reduced 
the consumption of electricity In 
millions of homes since Monday.

Offlclala emphasised, however, 
that no date yet waa in sight for 
lifting the government ban on do­
mestic use of electricity for five 
hours dally In all England, Scot­
land and Wales and the total em­
bargo on industiia! use in 38 Eng­
lish and Welsh counties.

While shivering Britons hoped 
for a break In the freesing weath­
er that has prevailed for moat of 
the last five weeks, these were the 
principal developments In the all- 
out atruggle to get coal to the na­
tion’s power plants:

(1) More than a quarter of a 
million miners and rallwaymen 
volunteered to work Sunday to dig 
and transport coal. Even during 
the war the majority of miners 
didn’t work Sundays.

(2) The special “coal cabinet” 
headed by Prime Minister Attlee 
reported that shipment of coal by 
sea waa nearly back to Inat fall’s 
level. Rail shipments were up. too; 
212 coat Jtralns reached I.ondon 
In the 48-hour iwrlod ending at 6 
a.m. yesterday. Early In tlie week 
few trains got through the snow­
drifts.

(3) ’The restrirtlon on the use 
of household electricity was re­
duced to four and a half hours for 
tomorrow to allow more time for 
Sunday rooking The five-hour ban 
will be In effect again Monday, 
however.

(4) The "coal cabinet” deferred 
until Monday action on Its warn­
ing that gas muy have to be atop- 
ped for all non-essential-tadustries 
In BrlUin.

(5) The authoritative Financial 
Tlmca said its survey of Industries 
disclosed that production losses of 
between $80,000,000 snd $100,000,- 
000 would result from the first 
week’s embargo on factory elec­
tricity and that such losses would 
grow’ each week the stoppage con­
tinued.

Soroptiniist S p e a k e r  
Gmipares Automobile 
Fatality Record

Henry Hoiridge of Hartford, a 
representative of United Airilnea, 
gave the membera of the Sorop- 
timist Club at a dinner-meeting 
last night at the Community Y, 
a comprehensive talk on the' ad­
vantages of air travel, as well os 
a description of his experiencea in 
Australia, during the war. where 
he was located in a civilian capac­
ity.

Mr. Holdridgo was surprised to 
find Director Joseph McCluskey at 
the Y„ and to be able to renew an 
acquaintance made yeara ago 
when both men were located in a 
New York City suburb.

The speaker said that almoat 
the first thing people ask him these 
days is the cause of the great num­
ber of airplane accidents. When 
the famous singer Grace Moore 
lost her life in an airplane crash 
in Holland. It was front page news 
In papers ail ov̂ cr the world. He 

d while air travel is no Infant, 
it is young, but it has come to 
stay, and catabllehed airlines mak­
ing scheduled trips are doing 
everything humanly poasible to in­
sure safety of their patrons. He 
said thst when miles of air travel 
are conaidered. the loss of life is 
r.o greater, if as great as by rail 
or steamer, and certainly not to be 
coinpai-ed to the number of deaths 
every year by automobiles, which 
people have come to accept aa in­
evitable.

Mr. Holdridgo pointed out the 
popularity of airplane travel with 
people who have children and are 
flying long distances; the apeed 
with which members of families 
c.m reach their homes in cases of 
serious lllnes.s or death, and the 
time saved by executives and 
statesmen In reaching distant 
points. He mentioned particularly 
some of the nationally known ex­
ecutives at the great Hartford In­
surance companies as among the 
most enthusiastic of air travelers, 
and the favorable attitude of these 
companies In insuring airline em­
ployees and users.

The speaker’s account of life In 
Australia, where he met the young 
woman he married and brought 
to this country, was also most in­
teresting and greatly appreciated 
by the Soroptimists.
