fear and brutality, and becauaa 
circus audiences appreciate only 
showy stunts.

‘They prod tb* caU Into the 
ring and they have to prod them 
ouL because they are frightened,” 
he said. ‘ ‘But they ahould not be 
afraid. I have found they learn 80 
per cent faster when they have no 
fear, and you teach them through 
their own curiosity.

“They must respect you and 
understand you. They should never 
fear you.”

Works Along lu Slug
The captain calls animal trdln- 

ers who crack whips, fire guns and 
flourish chairs "furniture movers.” 
Ha works alon* tn the ring arith 
nothing but a light riding crop. He 
Mid it Is much more dangerous to 
work with either tigers or . Ilona 
alone than ttf mix them together 
in a cage.

"When lions and tigers are in 
a cage together they watch each 
other instead of looking for a 
chance to leap at you,” he said.

Proake also deflated the use of 
perchee in circus acts, which he 
said look spectatcular to outsiders 
— actually are there to make the 
trainer feel safer.

‘‘Any trainer knows that a tiger 
or lion can't crouch and leap at 
him from a small perch because it 
la physically Impoaoible. When my 
animals aren't i^rformlng they lie 
on the ground and wait their turn."

Calls For Aiertueos
Thla calls for alertness, Proake 

said, because the animal can crouch 
and spring In a fraction of a sec­
ond. >

The captain has a unique atunt 
In which he gives fresh meat to 
two tigers, then forces them to 
back away while he picks it up and 
hands it to a third tiger. Audiences 
only applaud mildly at thla feat 
Proeke considers hia masterpiece— 
ten times harder tbah to teach an 
animal to leap through a flaming 
hoop.

"Only a man who understands 
how difficult It is to take food from 
a wild animal and give It to anoth­
er can appreciate this.” he said. 
"And how many people like that 
are in a circus tent?"

Given Hunting luattuct
Proske said no fullgrown wild 

animal could ever be trusted be­
cause "the Oeator gave him the 
hunting instinct and only the Oea­
tor can take it away.

"A  bear is less to be trusted than 
a tiger or lion. The cats always 
give some indication before they 
spring—they have to hunch the 
b^y. But a bear—no. His head 
always moves back and forth and 
when he want* you he Just sticks 
out his paw and grabs you.

‘‘But it is only his nature. You 
cannot blame him. The hardest 
thing for .wild animals to learn ? It 
is to like a human being.”

Britain And The New World

I

" Having done all that was hu­
manly poMible to persuade the 
rival factions o f India Into that 
agraament and cempromlae nccea' 
aary for an orderly approach o f 
ladapendenca for India, Britain 
was fhead with two cholcaa.

Moat cyihca, parhapa, axpactad 
■rltata to taka tha Aral and 
aaaiett choice. Tbis would have 
boon for Britain to face the world 
and India with Iha obvious fact 
that Britain had dona Its best but 
that India fras not yet ready to 
raoalva its freedom. If, there­
fore, tba dactaton had bean to pro­
long British rule In India until the 
far-oC day whan tha factlona o f 
todia ooidd aduoata tbamaalvea to 
that abOlty to  eompronlaa which 
aaans oaaentlal to  alty ^
Mlf-gevammant. there would have 
haan Mttia surprlaa, and tha obvl- 
oua Mncarity o f the efforts made 
by tha British govemmant would 
have paralUad UUla ertUdani. ^

But Britain baa taken the sec* 
ond chotch. And this la tba draa- 
tie  HMOSura o f announdng a deA' 
nlta data by which, whatever tha 
coadlUan a f India, Britain will 
naverthalaaa withdraw lU  authori­
ty. Tha data act is June, IMS, 
Eddch gives tba naUva laadara o f 
India wall ever a year to prepare 
thamaalvaa fo r whatever they 
chsase the future o f their cotin- 
t fy  to ba. They can atlll 
choesa to  Uva togathar. Or they 
ean still ebooae to Agbt a bloody 
civil war

I t  Is up to  tbam. But neither 
a lie  o f  tha race and religion con­
troversy In India can think, any 
longar, that it  can gain its ends 
by bringing praagure upon Brit 
sin, or upon tha M tla h  rapreaen- 
tative in India. I f  tbay have any 
thing to say or propane, i f  they 
want to aave India, tha Moslems 
and tha Hindus will have to deal 
dtrectly with ohe another. Neither 
can hops to play tha Brttiah 
against tha other. They have In- 
dla*a fata In their oem hands.

Thia drastic experiment on the 
part a f Brttaln may kava tragic 
reaulta. I t  may result In endless 
dvU  war 4nd Moodebed and mis­
ery. And It may be, as tha Brit­
ish govemmant Itself seems to 
feel, tha only way to ahock tha 
warring factions o f India into 
soma oonaidaraiion o f tha whole 
welfare o f their country in prefer-

thla country should try to steer a 
middle course In military policy. 
We should neither seem to threat­
en the rest of the world, nor to^ 
withdraw timidly from the affairs 
o f the world. W e should neither 
seek to hiildge out o f our military 
muaclea, nor to turn ourselves sud­
denly Into a powerless nation.

It  la In the light o f this same 
middle of the road thought that 
we think many Americana- wa 
hope moat Americans—will react 
to the news that President Tru­
man la ahortly to make another 
appeal for the adoption by this 
country o f a aystam o f universal, 
compiilaory military training - 
peacetime conacriptlon, to give It 
its plain, realistic title. I

This proposal. If It aboiild ever 
be adopted, would be the greatest 
single reversal o f tradition this 
nation has ever considered. 
Through more than a century and 
a half o f national life, we have 
avoided peacetime conscription. 
The fact that wa have avoided It 
brought many o f the ancestora of 
our preaant cltlsens to theae 
shoraa. Tbay wanted to live in a 
country which did not bread Its 
sons for war, and put them into 
a military straltjackat during 
thair formative yaara.

In apita o f our lack o f peace-* 
time conscription, we have had to 
Agbt wars. And evsry time we 
have had to Aght a war, there haa 
been great concern over the‘ fact 
that we did not have trained man­
power inatantly available. Vet, In. 
apita o f this, perhapa even because 
o f It, our aokUara have always 
gone Into the Aeld and proved 
themaalvaa the match o f those 
who had been trained for war 
from their childhood. It baa been 
the abaenoa o f paacaUme ronaertp- 
tion which, aa much as any other 
one factor, haa made America 
aeem'a’ frae and peacehil nation, a 
nation worth Aghtlng for.
