McConaughy Opposes 
Income Tax in State

Governor Asserts Dem- 
oerntic Proposal Will 
Cause Re|>etition of 
Filling Out Forms
Hartford, Feb. 25—uPi— SUte 

Income tax proposals promulgated 
p ^ d p a lly  ay members o f the 
Oeneml Aseembly Demoermtir 
minority and due for a public 
hearing Thuiaday before the Leg- 
lalature a Finance committee still 
are opposed unequivocally by Re­
publican Gov. James L. McCon-
aufhy.

During hie weekly Monday 
ntfbt radio address to the Con­
necticut electorate last evening 
ttJ aute'a chief executive once 
again expreoaed hla views in dis- 
cuxalng the fiscal problem and sug- 
gertad meaaurcs to alleviate the 
situation.

' I have definitely gone on rec­
ord against an Income U x." Gov- 
emqr McConaughy declared, "par­
ticularly aince biveatigatlon of 
coiiditiona In Income U x states 
have so definitely proved that In 
order to get sufficient revenue for 
tLc sUte it would be necessary 
for people In the lower income 
gioups to repeat their annoying 
problem o f filling out additional 
Income tax forma and paying addl 
ttonal Uxea of the same nature."

Sates Tax "Falreat Solution"
"The sanest and fairest solu­

tion," he continued in Mpeakinz 
of necessary tax legislation 
"acema to be the adoption of a 
sales tax. combined i^ith increased 
taxes on Itard liquor and corporate 
hudnesa Even with this setup 
Connecticut •-•Ulxens would be 
paying less to their state than the 
people o f neighboring atates.”

Ih e  governor further asserted 
that an Increase in the old age 
avisU nce tax Is unlikely.

"Until it became apparent." he 
explained, "that, the sales, liquor 
and corporate bualnesa taxes 
would be able to meet the load of 
mounting costs.under economies 
1 feel can be effected, it was neces­
sary to mention a possible rise 
from 53'to 56 In the old age assis­
tance tax. Now 1 am quite certain 
we can keep the 53 level and get 
along. Aa a matter o f fact I am 
hpplng that we sometime may be 
abla to eliminate thia tax com- 
pleUly."

DeMribea Legislator's Duties
Rep. Helen H. W amock (R- 

Westport) as guest during the 
program broadcast from the gu> 
bamatorial desk id the Capitol 
daacribed the duties of a  legislator 
and the mechanics of passing leg­
islation. A f  another point during 
the program. Governor. McCon­
aughy aoSerted "there ia very little 
that can be trimmed by general 
oparatlon coats, without hamper­
ing our programs for welfare. 
Jiealth,. police protection and edu- 
hatlon."

"Roughly .V) per cent of our 
state budget,” he explained, "is 
•pant on public welfare, hospitals, 
homaa and institutions. About 25 
par cant ia apent tor education and 
approximately 10 per cent for po­
lice protection. I do not know of 
any person in the state who wants 
tiasa services rut. With a few 
smaller items, that doesn’t leave

a very large proportion for admin­
istrative expenses really less 
than 15 per cant."

Terms Bill "Hopelesaly Weak"
Meanwhile, tha Rev. John J. 

Lviughlin, chairman of the Connec­
ticut committee for a state F. K. 
P. C. law, termed as "hopelesaly 
weak" an F. E. P. C. bill launched 
by Senate Majority Leader Luke 
H. Stapleton (R-Cheshirei, and 
announced strong support would 
be accorded aiiother measure at 
B public hearing scheduled before 
the Judiciary ixnnmlttee on March 
11.

According to Father Loughlln. a 
bill Introduced by Rep. EUizabetb 
Gillie IR-New Haven) and Senator 
Patrick Ward |0-Hartfordi would 
be more effective in outlawing dis­
crimination in employment. Organ­
isations and individuals in 93 cities 
and towns throughout the state 
prefer the GllUe-Ward proposal and 
they will be mustered by hia com­
mittee to appear at the hearing. 
Father Loughlin added.

"Perhaps the most unsatisfac­
tory feature o f the Stapleton bill," 
he explained, "ia ita enforcement 
provialon. Instead of a separate 
section as in the Gillie-Ward bill 
providing a not too drastic penal­
ty o f a finc'of not more than 5500 
or not more than one year in jail 

I for willful violation of the law, 
I which everyone can understand, 
the so-called administration bill 

! merely allows the State Interra- 
' clal commission to petition to a 
court (the bill does not even men­
tion which court) for 'temporary 
relief o f a restraining order.'

"W e expect to point out the 
weaknesses mentioned and others 
at the hearing." Father Loughlln 
continued, "and hope to convince 
the committee that the Gillle-Ward 
bill should be reported out favor­
ably."
