Closer to Preblem 
The governor said that he would 

prefer that veterans themaelvea 
rather than a paid atate commis­
sion adminiater the fund because 
they are closer to the problem.

Ocnerally. he said, it waa felt 
that state funds should be handled 
only by persons directly a part 
o f th# state government The 
Soldiers, Sailors and Marines fund, 
however, he said, waa o f such a 
special nature that he felt there 
was "JustUlcatlon”  for putUng Ita 
adminigtrattan outside o f a state 
agency.

The fund, now fixed at $15,000,- 
000 and expected to be increased 
this year, haa bsen controlled by 
the Legion from the start. Rival

With the return to the state of 
World war n  veterahs, the de­
mands have become more insistent 
that the Legiou be stripped of Its 
sole control over the fund.

Skyrocketing hog prices merely 
reOect a seasonal decline in mar­
ketable animals, ..aid Charles L. 
Harlan, department livestock 
price specialist.

And he told a reporter he ex­
pects consumer resistance— u’hich 
means housewives with their dan­
der up— to force a downturn in 
those prices soon.

HeM Te Coatentleu Peak Hit 
Department economists held to 

their contention that food price 
levels reached their post-war peak 
laat October, after moat govern­
ment controls were removed.

"It is poeeible that prices during 
the first half o f the y w  may hold 
their own, or Increase very slight­
ly.”  said James P. Cevin. farm and 
food price economist. "But we see 
no pooolbillty o f their climbing 
back to anywhere near the peak o f 
last October."

Some foods already have de­
clined in coat alnce the first of 
the year and further decreases are 
expected. In thla dess are fluid 
mUk, butter, cheese, evaporated 
milk, dry milk, eggs, poultry, 
fresh and froxen flah, fresh and 
processed vegetebles, and canned 
fruits.

Prises Dowatuni Predicted 
The department’s Economics bu­

reau, In a recent food situaJion re­
port, predicted g  downturn In 
prices o f better grades o f beef In 
the spring and summer, when mar­
ketings o f cattle now on grain feed 
should increase.

"With large slaughter in pros­
pect, prices o f ell cattle are likely 
to decline more than seasonally in 
the second half o f  the year, espe­
cially In late 1947," the report 
said.

Offlciala pointed out that prices 
of eggs and some dairy products 
have dropped to levels requiring 
the government to act to assure 
producers minimum prices guaran­
teed them by law.

Orain prices have increased 
I somewhat in recent weeks under 
the impact of a heavy foreign de­
mand. But officials expect a re­
action when the 1947 winter wheat 
crop—now being forecast as the 
Is -geRt o f record— Is harvested In 
the spring and early summer.

In a raport iMued today on the 
outlook for food fats end oils, the 
departmSht said prices of these 
commodities are expected to con­
tinue xt present levels during the 
next few months. But they may 
decline when marketings o f this 
year’s soybean, peanut, and flax­
seed crops begin.

Massive Flow o f  Lava 
Pouring from  Crater; 
Flame Seen Monday
Rome. Feb. 24 — ((F) — Italians 

were reported fleeing today before 
a mesalve flow o f lava pouring from 
the crater of Mount Etna after 
the Slcillen Volcano’s first notable 
eruption since 1928, when It de­
stroyed the village o f Mescetl.

Slight menifeatetiona occurred 
Jan. SO and Feb. 11 this year. The 
eruption which began yesterday 
reached proportions the serlous- 
neas of which could not be fully as­
certained at once because o f clouds 
o f smoke obscuring observation.

Dispatches from Ostanie, how­
ever, said-that after 20 l)ours o f 
eruption leva had covered an 
area o f about a mile end a half 
on a front o f about 105 yards. The 
eruption wax still continuing.

A Catania, diapatch to the Rome 
newspaper Riaorgimento said that 
flashes o f flame were first obaerv- 
ed at noon Monday on the north 
slope of Mount Etna, midway be­
tween Mt. Cacciatore and Mt. 
TlmparMBa.

La«4 Threalealng ViUagea
Lava began to descend yester­

day in a broad front toward Mt. 
'Timparoasa, flowing Into the plain 
o f Palombe and then continuing 
over the Collaboeaao hill. Tha lava 
was threatening the villages of 
Passo Plsciaro and Randazzo to 
the northwest o f Etna.

In its flow toward Passo Pia- 
claro, the lava met an obatniction 
which diverted It Into the Muau- 
meci valley, which It wax report­
ed to be slowly filling, reaching at 
some points a depth o f more than 
600 feet.

Scientists who rushed to the 
scene and those stationed at tha 
Etna observatory station said the 
eniptlon might succeed In filling 
the entire valley In the course of 
the day if the flow ahould continue 
at its present rate.

The flaming flood was still three 
miles from Passo Plsciaro at mid- 
morning but still advancing.

Authorities were arranging for 
evacuation o f the alarmed citizens 
of the town.

His chief divaraiona 
ware automobile riding, bridge and 
reading — he had a tremendous 
knowledge of historv snd geogra­
phy,

“I do not believe he saw Evelyn 
Ncsblt the laat 15 or 20 years of 
his life, although he helped her out 
flnanaally from time to time.

-H e  never spoke of his earlier 
troubles."

Although Thaw spent some eight 
yeara In Insane asylums and took 
no active Interest in business af­
fairs, Werner said he had “a very 
keen mind."

Enjoyed Seclusion
In ill heMth since a  paralytic 

stroke left him with an irapaired 
right band. Thaw enjoyed the se­
clusion which he found on a  67- 
acro 11.500,000 esU te a t Bolton, 
N. T„ overlooking Lake George. 
He bought the astata In 1945 after 
disposing of a  home in Virginia.

Ha Inherited $5,000,000 and large 
interests in coke producing proper- 
tlea from his father, William Thaw, 
then rated aa America’s third 
wealthiest man—worth some 640,- 
000,000

Bom with a  gold spoon in his 
mouth, Thaw never let it  m elt He 
spent a  million dollars trying tb 
prove ha wasn’t  insane and dropped 
uncounted hundreds of thousands 
more In court fights, expansive es­
capades, and fruitless ventures aa 
a  producer of movies that never 
raaohad the screen.

But ha died atUl high In the mil- 
Uonalra elaaa—well able to be bur­
led In a  gold casket if he chose.

Hia converaion to  tha quiet life, 
however, came too late to erase tha 
raaantmant still felt againat him by 
soma elderly monied men. They 
think the toaa-doUar foiblea of 
•Iliaw and other irresponsible weal­
thy playboys of his time helped 
cause an annoyed public to inflict 
the heavy Income and Inheritance 
taxes which atill constrict many an 
anguished millionaire who never 
bought a  chorus girl an ermina 
coat or threw a  whiakay bottle in 
a  night club.

May Ruin Dress When Cleaned

You'll save youraalf disap­

pointment and possibly dam­
aged clothes If you’ll prepare your 
dress for Its trip to the dry clean- , 
aria by stripping It of buttons, belt 
and, when possible, fancy aa- 
qulnned or beaded trim. You will 
also make a Ufa-long friend of 
your dry cleaner who may not 
have the staff nor the time to do 
thia job tor you. You should also 
aand a written note explaining 
what caused stains on garments. 
If you know. This . Information 
will guide the cleaner In special 
treatment needed to remove trou­
blesome spots.

On the basis of tests made In 
research latmratories, the National 
Institute of aeanlng and Dyeing 
warna that some decorative addi­
tions to a dress simply can’t be 
cleaned without discoloration, 
softening or dye-bleeding ^  dress 
fabrics. Many such pretlica keep 
.their ne'er-do-well character hld- 
^ n  even from expert aleuthlng 
urttjl they are dunked In water or 
dry.<Ieanlng solvent or are ateam- 
press^.

Research has disclosed that 
there ar^ buttons which dissolve 
In the siayent or soften up so 
much they l^ve a smeary Imprint 
on the fabric. Steam used when 
the garment la Jvressed caiwes the 
dye In another type of button to 
blee<1.

Adhesives that lote their grip 
In dry-cleaning solvetvto are the 
villains of the piece when cloth- 
covered buttons and bcltji come 
apart or become badly ftoined 
when cleaned, say Instltiite spoijes- 
men. Buckram Innerllnlng b<Nto 
may be glued to the fabric witk. 
a solvent-soluble cement. When 
put In dry-clesning fluid, the ce­
ment advertises Its presence by 
coming throjigh on the fabric and 
leaving an ugly stain.
