If you've paid any tsx on en-
Ill\edy:ly since 1841, ask the in-
ternal revenue collector for a re-
fund. Do so on Form 843

Any enlisted man who received
$500 or more civilian income in
those years going back to 1941
must file return on it, just ax any
civitian would bave to do.

Difference With Officers

There's a difference with com-
missioned officers:

The first $1.000.of their service
y i tax free dating back to
an. 1, 1943, and doesn’'t have to
be reported. *
With that first $1.500 tax free,
tthey don't have to report any ad-
ditional service pay unless it Is
$500 or more.

S0 commissioned officers don't
have to file & return on their serv-
jce pay unless it was more than
‘$1.909099. For example:

An officer received $1.900 serv-
jee pay and $100 civilian income
from dividends on stocks

He forgets the first $1.500 of
service pay but must report the
next M&‘. plus the $100 in divi-
dends, since the total income over
$1.500 was $500.

Tax-Exempt Government Pay

Here Is tax-exempt government

pay—which doesn't have to be re.
e ed-—to servicemen, velerans
Aand their families:
. Federal mustering out pay:
siate bonuses to veterans: all bene-
fits under the GI bill of rights,
.such as for education and subsis-
tence; terminal pay: government
contributions to family allowances
and to dependents; diaability pay:
disability retirement pay for serv-
jcesconnected dizability: allow-
ances for uniforms, subsistence,
traveling, quarters: pensions to
veterans or their families for war
services.

Check further—if youn must file
a return—on the various items a
* serviceman can deduct or need not
report,

Here's 8 point for a serviceman's
wife to remember:

If her husband, because his serv-
fce pay is all exempt, is not filing
8 return but she ia, because she has
civilian income of $500 or more,
she can claim him as an exemp-
tion,

Here's another point:

Suppose you, a parent, support
*a daughter who's husband s In
"mervice and who sends her some of
his service pay.

Can you, in making your return,
clalm her ax a dependent? Yes, so
long as she did noat have $500 or
more civilian income of her own.

Here are points for veterans and
pervicemen who have to file a re-
turn:

Can Get Full Payment Delayed

If you've been overseas, or on
sea duty, you can file a return
5 1-2 months after the maonth of
yvour return.
