Until July 1
Supirmp Court Slap-

Wsshlngton, March 7—(p)—TTis

L- Lewis sppeared certain todsy 
to preserve peace in the coal fields 
this spring.

Not Tel Out Of Ikturts 
The prime consideration Is that 

the precedent-making ,coat strike 
case—even though Ix>wls a.id his 
union stand convicted of contempt 
“ Is not yet out of the courts.

It la on this fact the likelihood 
rests that the 400,000 A F l, miners 
will keep on digging coal for the 
next three and one-half montha.

L«wis, genial yet distant, wrould 
not reveal hla plans at once. Hla 
lawyers could seek s rehearing. 
The Supreme court seldom grants 
one.

Must Try Central Issue 
But the tribunal'a 7 to 3 deci­

sion definitely blocks any strike 
action until the case completes 
one more major phase. Federal 
Judge T. Alan Goidsborougli, who 
handed down the original contempt 
ruling affirmed by the high court, 
still must hold trial on the central 
issue:

Did Lewis have the right to 
break off his contract with the 
government last November, there­
by precipitating the 17-day strike?

So far the court has merely up­
held Judge Goldaborough’s use of 
an Injunction to break the strike 
pending trial; and affirmed Oolds- 
borough's guilty verdict against 
Lewis when—sa the high court said 
—the union peralated In "a  policy 
of defiance.”

"Germ Center Of ramlysla”  
"This poUey," the court ruled,

Describing educational opportii- 
niUca In thia aUte, from nuraery 
achool age to extenainn cournea for 
adulta, Mr. Dnkin gave a compre- 
henalve account of the Held he 
i.nowa afi well. iUating that public 
education la a responsibility of the 
Htatc, with the towns Its agents 
frr  carrying out thia reaponaihility, 
the apeaker mentioned briefly 
early lawa in the Nutmeg State 
concerning education of ita citi* 
Eena. 'Today, public education la 
a tremendoua enterprlae, but was 
In no way^a large one until the 
latter part' of the IBlh century 
when the Brat lawa with regard 
to compulaory education for chil­
dren came Into being.

Waa Left with Parenta
“Until aa late as the end of the 

Civil War, parenta were erharged 
for th* education of their children; 
and It waa not until the ISBO'a' that 
people even considered paying for 
the education M other people's 
children. A t this period, law* for 
compulaory education were made, 
but not enforced, and many were 
th* court battle* where public 
aympathy, Ironically enough, lay, 
more often than not, with the oiit- 
laged parent who 'had to aend hia 
child to achool.' Nowaday*, of 
courae, th* public atanda atrongly 
behind th* public school system of 
our country; and while our atate 
may not do aa much with regard 
to public education aa It la capablej 
nevertheleas it stands high, a m ong  
th* forty-eight. In Ita ability to 
help educate Ita future cltiiena.'*

Covering th* education, partly 
private, mainly public, of the 
American child from th* age of 
three when he may go to o nursery 
school, to the average age of eigh­
teen when he graduatea from high 
school, Mr. Dakin gave his listen- 
era a clear picture of the modem 
public achool ayatem; among other 
things we have done away for the 
moat part, with the former 8-4 
ayatem which 'has been replneed 
with the newer and better 8-3-3 
system. Public education on a col- 
le w  level follows that of high 
acnool, with Connectieiit'a four 
State Teachers Colleges nnti Ita 
own state unlv» ralty. There are j 
alto several Junior Colleges in 
Connecticut; although small 
charges may be made In aoine | 
caaea, these Inatltutlons are public 
to all Intent and ptirpoaes.

Need Ijirger Nlale Aid
In closing, Mr. Dakin stated that 

the time hna cuma for greater 
atate aid to education in the towns 
and citlea; expenaea have become 
too heavy for the latter to bear 
any longer.

There Is a bill In the present 
Connecticut State t.,egialature to 
provide for Increased atate aid In 
educational flejda. Connecticut la 
one of the few atatca to have a 
State Board o f Education with the 
Commissioner of Education ap­
pointed by that Board; in moat 
states that office is elective, and It 
has not worked out too well. 
Boards of Education In this atate. 
In the towns, came into being 
about 1880, "Connecticut can and 
muat," stated the speaker, "Invest 1 
n.ore In the education of her chll- j  
dr»-n; and she muat keep abrea.at ! 
of the rest of the world In both 
standards o f liv'ing and of educa­
tion.''

Hartford, March 7— A 
proposal that four men who were 
persuaded to leave the merchant 
marine for work for the Fort 
Trumbull extension of the Unlvei^ 
sity of Connecticut, at New Lon­
don. be given the status of regu­
lar state employes has aroused a 
storm of opposition.

The opposition was voiced yes­
terday at a hearing of the Gen­

Merit system representatives

President Albert N. Jorgensen 
of the university pleaded with the 
committee to favor the proposal 
because, he said.
