2, To write a provision speci-
fically extending collective bar-
gaining protection to unions or su-
pervisors which are not affiliated
with rank and file organizations,
This would spell out by law the in-
terpretation of the présent statute
which the court handed down,

3. To grant or withhold those
privileges where the bosses  are
members of the same union as pro-
duction workers, Thia point has not
yet been passed on by the Supreme
court, and probably won't be be-
fore next October.

Checks Against Information

S0 the copy of your return, sent
to New York by your local collec-
tor, is checked agrinst the other
{nformation in your file there,

If anything is found wrong, the
New York office reports back to
your local collector who may do
one of several things:

He'll send you a refund if you've
paid too much tax. If you haven't
pald enough, he may notify you by
mail to straighten it oul.

Or, he may tell you to come to
his office. Or, he may send some-
one to check on your books.

If you think the government
agent who has checked on you is
wrong, you can appeal to his boss

Can Appeal to Tax Court

If you're turned down all along
the line, you finally can appeal to
the U. 8. Tax court.

This court has 16 judges who
trave! around the country to hear
appeals from people who think
they're being taxed too much.

For example; If you live in New
Orleans and have appealed to .the
court, you can wait there till one
of the judges geta around to New
Orleans.
