Washington, March 19.— ' 
(JP)— Senators Ferguson (R., 
Mich.), and Smith (R.. N. J .), 
today introduced a bill to cre­
ate a system of Federal la­
bor relations courts with 
jurisdiction over "a  large ma­
jority” of labor-management 
disputes.

The courts would have the right 
to iMue inJuncUons In labor caaes, 
a course now forbidden by the 
Norrla-LaGuardla act in disputes 
Involving private industry.

They would have Jurisdiction to 
Interpret collective bargaining con­
tracts and to review actions o f the 
sdmlnistiators o f the national la­
bor relations (W agner) act, the 
fair labor standards (wage-hour) 
act and the railway labor acL

Ferguson told the Senate ” we 
ara in a state o f near-anarchy" 
when it cornea to Industrial dis­
putes and the time has come to 
subject them to "the legal dis­
cipline o f a civilised society."

Smith declared the bill would 
cover "at least three fourths" of 
such cases and could lead to' "the 
ultimate settlement o f all labor- 
management disputes on the basis 
o f what la right and Just.”

Ths families would turn back 
an equivalent number o f cattle to 
the tribal herds after five years 
from the normal Increase o f their 
own herd.

Seminolea now earn a precari­
ous living in seasonal employment 
on vegetable forma and soiling 
curios to tourists. Mormon hopes 
that cattle raising will give them 
their first chance to build a real 
economy and the agency is train­
ing Ihe Indians In herd manage­
ment. They take to the cowboy 
life Uke their ancestors did to fire­
water.

"A Jeep Tour of Greece.” She told 
of her trip last summer to Crete 
and the Greek malnlend, wrbere she 
travelled with two other Journal- 
lata In connection with the Ameri­
can Intelllgenre service. Her 
knowledge of Greek customs and 
language gave her an excellent 
background for the work; this 
^  had Acquired partly as an In- 
haritance from her Greek parents 
and partly from living four years 
(1V32-M) in Crete.

The highways of Greece, most 
of them notoritusly bad, made 
uncomfortabla travelling; but she 
was able to gain a fine Insight Into 
the Uvea and ways of the people 
of various localities.

Political Mtnatlon
Moat of MIsa Vardoulakla' talk 

was taken up with a dlacuasion of 
the political government of Greece 
today, which was particularly per­
tinent at this Ume in vtow of the 
recent atand at President Truman 
In regard to arming Greece.

She urged that American clU- 
sens give the most thorough con- 
alderaUon to the question, and 
write their own congreaemen what 
course they wlah to follow.

The Greeks are badly In naed of 
aid. she said; but tha prasent au­
tocratic government la not wbat 
tha people want and It should not 
be aup^rted and encouraged by 
any foreign Mwtr. The ploMaelta 
reatertng * « " «  <Morg» to tha 
tkrona was in no aonsa a fair one. 
All aorta of trickery was resorted

to. and the outcome was not a true 
tndleaUon of the people's wUI. but 
rather a decision Into which they 
weie forced.

The Greeks haV.e a -keen aenae
of humor, and one of their Jokes 
at election Ume was the statement 
that the polls were left open two 
hours aftar sundown. The Infer­
ence was that the dead walk at 
night and that the names of all 
the dead In many communitlea 
were left on election Itsta and 
counted In as a part of the acllva 
voters.

Greece suffered the most terrible 
privations during the war, and har 
leaders fled the country and lad 
eomfoiiabla Uvaa in Cairo or Lon­
don meantima. Now nlnaty-flva 
per cent of those In high place# 
are collaboratlonlaU who worked 
with the Germans. This la a sad 
situation In the yen of so many of 
the Greeks who made up the Re­
sistance Movement, and saved for 
their country what little they 
could.

Bailey said that later the two 
drove to a sparsely settled part 
of Los Angeles and “ I gut out pi.v 
commando knife and cut her up,” 
and left the body in a vacant lot.

He declared the labor-manage­
ment strife of 1946 brought tha 
whol* aeonomic and political sys­
tem "close to diaaater.” It was 
discouraging, he said, to see the 
president of the United States 
"defied or abused" when he tried 
to Intervene to bring peace.

Ferguson said a labor court 
system appeals to him as a "sim­
ple, clear-cut understandable, 
fair, and least political of our 
Institutions."

The 11 labor relations co\irt* un­
der the Sroith-Ferguaon bill would 
be set up In districts correspond­
ing to the present U. S. Judicial 
circuits. Cases decided by them 
could be appealea to U. S. Courts 
of appeqia.

CouM Review M'hole Case 
A  labor relations court, tn re­

viewing a ruling o f an adralnla- 
tratlve board, could review the 
whole case. I f  It thought an Injue- 
tice had been done, it could hold a 
brand-new trial.

To  speed up operation*, a labor 
relation* court could hand over 
any case to one of Ita Judges for 
a "pre-trial conference," In which 
the Judge would try to aimpllfy 
the issua* and even to bring about 
a settlement without going to 
trial.
