Hunt Spreads 
For Bormann

Deputy o f Adolf Hit­
ler * Said to Have 
Been Seen in Spain
Berlin, March 27.—(>F)—An In- 

tensiflc<l and widespread manhunt, 
backed by the U. S. State Depart­
ment, under way for the con­
demned Martin Bormann, missing 
deputy of Adolf Hitler, it was dis­
closed today.

Pictures of the shadowy Nazi 
bigwig have been prodiice<l and 
distributed by the State Depart­
ment to Its embansies and mlnia- 
tries in Europe, South America 
and elsea'berc.

Bormann, missing since the end 
of the war and condemned to the 
gallows In absentia by the interna­
tional military tribunal at Nue-n- 
herr. never has been proven de« d. 
On the contrary, he frequently has 
been reported seen alive at acat- 
tere»l places. None of these re­
ports have been siihstantlated.

To DtstrUmle Plrtare
To make the lookout for Bor­

mann more systematic, the State 
Department requested T. J. Dun- 
nigan, of the American military 
gm'emment’a political administra­
tion hej-p, to obtain a good Ilka, 
ness of him for reproduction and 
distribution from Washington.

"This action was taken,”  Dunnl- 
gan said, "because we have been 
receiving hundreds of reports that 
Bormann has been seen here or 
there throughout Europe.

Detail* of Measure 
The bill would establish a com- 

miaoion Including representatives 
of the Legion, the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars, thy Disabled Amer- 
lean Veterans and tinafflllated vet­
erans. It also would Increase the 
fund limit to I2S.000.000-a pro­
posal universally approved st the 
hearing. TTie fund was started 
at $2,500,000 In 1919 and Its ceil­
ing raised to $15,000,000 by the 
1945 General Assembly. Tiie 
committee was told st the hear­
ing that the fund now totals about 
$5,500,000.

Supporters of the bill contend­
ed that:

1. Public funds, contributed by 
citixens, should not be adminis­
tered by a single orgsnixation, hut 
by a state commission.

2. The Legion had failed to 
publiclxe the fund ao that mimy 
veterans were unaware of its ben­
efits.

3. Danger existed of “favorit­
ism" in disbursements.

4. The fund might be used to 
promote membership drives.

.American Legton's Answer 
Legion spokesmen replied their 

organixstlon had administered the 
fund fairly through volunteer, non- 
paid representatives throughout 
the state for 28 years; that the 
proposed change “would double 
the overhead," and that other | 
groups were seeking to “get into | 
the act” for reasons of “prestige." | 
They further declared an admin-; 
istrative alteration might in ject: 
“ politics" Into the fund. I

The bills sponsor. Rep. James | 
P. Casey (D., Bristol) asserted: !

“ I  believe any fund that I s . 
raised by taxation should be un-1 
der control o f the state and not ! 
administered by any private I 
group." j

Joining Casey in his stand were 
Rep. John F. Schereschewsky (R.. 
Cornwall), naval aide to Gover­
nor James L. McConaughy; and 
Rep. G. Gresham Griggs (R.. Fair- 
field). They praised the Legion 
for "smooth and efficient adminis­
tration," taut added that the fund 
apparently had been kept “a dark 
secret”  because few veterans 
knew about it.

Other legislators lauded the 
legion for lack of publicity, de­
claring the recipients of fund bene­
fits thus were spared unpleasant 
notoriety.

Senator William E. Sheeh.v, Jr.,
' fR „ Shelton) said it was “won- 

derhil," the Legion was adminis­
tering “ a tremendous fund with­
out a brass band.”

VFW  Statement 
The present administration of 

the fund, contended William P. 
Dibble, V.F.W. state adjutant, cre­
ated a “ malicious, malignant con­
dition" under which the Legion 
could use benefits to gain mem- 
hero, although he stressed the fact 
that he knew o f nc such instance. 
However, he said that in past years 
fund disbursement checks bore the 
American Legion insignia.

Col. Raymond F. Gates of 
Rocky Hill, a former Legion na­
tional vice comman^arr'kaserted 
the use o f Legion^/^mbols on the 
checks had beery discontinued “in 
the early 1931

Answering what he termed “ im­
plied charges’’ that there had been 
vfavoritlsm’’ to Legionnaires, Col. 
Gates declared that in February

only 4.9 percent of persons receiv­
ing benefits b e lon i^  to his or­
ganisation, while 80.9 percent were 
uhafflliated and the remaining re­
cipients members of other veteran* 
groups.

Besides the V.F.W. and D.A.V., 
other units requesting a chann In 
the fund administration Included 
the Regular Veterans Associstion. 
the Jewish War Veterans, the 
American Veterans committee and 
the Italian-American War Vet­
erans.

New Haven, Conn., March 27— 
UP)— The New York, New Haven 
and Hartford Railroad company 
reported today a net railway op­
erating deficit of $499,812 for the 
month of February, which com­
pares with a profit of $887,950 for 
the same period last year.

It was estimated, in the report, 
that the Old Colony operations re­
sulted in loss of $290,000; for the 
Boston and Providence the estimat­
ed deficit was $332,000; and the 
remainder of the system showed 
a profit of $142,188 last month.

The New Haven road’s net rail­
way deficit for the first two 
months of 1947 totals $482,291, 
which compares with a profit of 
$1,703,560 a year ago.

Including newspapers, radio, mo­
tion pictures, magaxinea and books 
In its deflnition.of “preas,”  It said 
the “crisis’’ today Is “simply a 
stage in the long struggle for free 
expreaslon ” and that freedom will 
not be “swept away overnight."

CItea Came* Of Danger 
The danger. It said. "Is in part 

the consequence of the economic 
structure of the press, tn part the 
consequence of the Industrial orga- 
nlaatton of modem society, and In 
part the result of the failure of the 
directors of the press to recognise 
the presa needs of a modem nation 
and accept the responslblllUes 
which those needs Impose uiwn 
them.”

The commission said that while 
the importance of the press to the 
people has greatly increased with 
Its development "as an Instniment 
of mass communication,’’ the pro­
portion of people who can express | 
their opinions through the press 
has “greatly decreased."

“The few who are able to use 
the maehfnery of the press have 
not provided a .service adequate to 
the needs of the society," the com­
mission asserted. It said they 
"have engaged from time to time 
In practices which the society con­
demns. and which. If continued. It 
will Inevitably undertake to regu­
late or control.”

Report Is Attacked 
The commission made 13 sugges­

tions to Improve the press. , In­
cluding a law to give a person In­
jured by libel the chance (o obtain 
a retraction, a "restatement of the 
facts," or an “opportunity to re-

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Troops of Three Nations 
Share Reich Occupation 

In British Army Zone
By George BouHwoed

Headquarters. British Arm y of 
th* Rhine, Germany, March 27 - 

When a Danish army forma­
tion completes its move Into the 
British zone o f Germahy in May, 
Brital.i's occupation duttea will be 
shared by three other European 
nations.

A Belgian corps has been In the 
zone since last autumn, a Nor­
wegian brigade has Juat completed 
Its move Into the Harz mountains 
area. With the Danish brigade 
poup. the British army o f the 
Rhine will have under Its com­
mand allied troops approximately 
equivalent to three dtvtsiona.

British staff officer* gave this 
description of the location* of the 
allied forces:

The First Belgian Corpa, com­
manded by Major General J. D. 
Tlron, member of the British Dis­
tinguished Service Order, occupies 
an area on the Belgian border 30 
inllea wide north to south on an 
eaat-west axis through Aachen.

The Norwegian Brigade, which 
Includes Infantry, armored units 
and artillery. Is In the Harz moun­
tains near the border of the Brit- 
i.ih and Rusaiai. zones. 'Che coun­
try there l.i very like that of the 
brigade's native Norway and most 
suitable for the training the troops 
require.

'The Danish brigade, also of all 
arma Including the Elite Royal 
Huaaara. will be sUtioned In the 
Aurich peninsula, on the north­
west coast o f Germany. Their com­
mander, General H. Aallerup, re­
cently completed hla reconnaiaance 
o f the area and has returned to 
report to the Danish ministry of 
war prior to leading his troops 
Into Germany.

A  Polish armored division also 
la carrying out an occupation role 
In the area north o f Oanabruck. 
This division arrived with the in­
vading 21st army group, however, 
BO does not come in the same cate­
gory aa th* troop., sent volun­
tarily by Belgium, Norway and 
Denmark.

WHl Be DislHinded
A  Britifh staff officer said the 

Polish diviaion waa being allowed 
to 'Tun-down" as troops were be­
ing demobilized into the reaettle- 
inent corps in Britain. No replace­
ment* are being sent and the di­
vision eventually will be diebanded. 
The division is under British com- 

^inand, the officer explained, and 
never has had any connection with 
General Anders, former Polish 
commander in Italy and now re­
sponsible for the Polish Renettle- 
ment Corps.

Although the allied forces have 
no responsibility for military gov. 
ernment, according to an ofnclal 
description o f their duties, their 
sojourn In Germany has not been 
without headaches.

Belgian requisitioning of Ger- 
man houites to provide homes for 
families has provoked a storm of 
criticism in German newspapers 
and in the Rhineland Westphalia 
Landtag (Provincial ParlLm ent).

German housing officials say 
they are Ireadlng the spring when

-evictions to make room for Bel­
gian famIHea wrill be returned. Re- 
aettlement o f thousands of Ger­
man families was suspended over 
Christmas and further delayed be­
cause o f severe weather conditions.

Pouring oil on troubled waters, 
an official British military gov­
ernment statement said there had 
been "much III founded Specula­
tion" about accommodation for 
Belgian families in the Arnabcrg 
area, but admittad that during the 
summer a further 7.900 Gamians 
weie to be moved from their 
homes. The majbrity would be re­
settled In their own,'district*.

I The always difficult aak of 
moving a military formation Into 
another country waa further com- 

■ plicated for the Norwaglans .by the 
I fact that their move wa* made in 
I the severest winter In living mem- 
i ory.

" I t  was good training," General I Wilhelm Hansteen. Norwegian 
! armv commander In Germany. 
• wryly commented, "but it waa a 
I todgh job." The brigade's trans- I port was Ice-encrusted when un­
loaded from the ahtpa, the troops' 
quarters lacked coal owing to Uie 
breakdown in supplies in the Brit­
ish zone and electric light waa 
cut o ff for hours dally In the 
brigade area. The troops also were 
having difficulty In getting used 
to the slender British ration scale.

The Danes seem destined to 
have the most fortunate experi­
ence. They w ill arrive during a 
season when good weather may be 
hoped for, and their food la to 
come direct from Denmark, the 
Danish chief of staff aald.

Corncobs Now Being Used 
To Manufacture Nylon

t , ____
Oklahoma City, March 27 i/P - 

Twelve years of research costing 
$1,000,000 hat resulted In the de­
velopment of a chemical process 
for use of agricultural by-products 
such aa corncobs In the manufac­
ture of nylbp. Dr. Oliver W’. cas* 
research chemist for- E. I. duPont 
de Nemours and Oo.. announced 
today.

Ossa, in a speech to the Na­
tional Farm (Tiemurgle Council, 
dtaclosed that the use of the prod­
ucts, such aa corncobs, cotton seed 
hulls and the hulls qf oat and rice 
bran, would give a supplemental 
supply of ingredients needed lii 
the manufacture of nylon.

Nylon originally w’aa derived 
only from the components of coaL 
air and water. Caas pointed out 
petroleum and natural gas are now 
used along with the coal and that 
tha new levelopment would be still 
another substitute.

Actually, Casa said, the cobs, 
hulls and other cellulosic materials 
are the aourcea of a chemical 
known as furfural. The new process 
turns the furfural into adlponltrile, 
a chemical important in making 
nylon.
. Caas aald that a new unit will 

be built at the duPont electro- 
chemicala department's plant at 
Niagara Falls to produce the

• chemical. Dupoitt has oontracted 
with the QtMker oats compsuiy to 
begin supplying furfunU.

The nuOn advantage In the uee 
, nf agricultural by products in the 
manufactun. of nylon, Caas point­
ed eut, is tha t they are replace- 
able aourcea. Coal and petroleum 

i now being used are irreplaceable.
Tho development of the hew 

process will not bring about any 
: immediate reduction In the price 
'o f nylon. "Eventually, there will 
I be B reduction," he aald. “Con- 
I slant technical improvement of 
the preaent nylon proccaaae has 
made it possible - to reduce the 
price of nylon aeveral times in the 
past seven years. Hosiery yarn 
sold for $4.27 a pound in January, 
1940  ̂ and is now $2.55.”

Furfural has been used in chem­
ical process for 25 years and ia 
manufactured largely from corn­
cob.,. Besides Its new found use 
in nylon, ia also required In re­
fining petroleum lubiicanta, bu­
tadiene for synthetic rubber, wood 
ro.,ln and vegetable oils.

Cass pointed out that enough 
adlponltrile could be derived from 
one bushel of corn cobe—combined 
with other important ehemicals— 
could be proeesaed into enough 
nylon yarn for about 40 paira of 
women's stockings.
