The sugar act, which also carries 
sugar price control to Oct. 31, was 
approved by Congress yesterday 
along with a'80-day extenalon of 
the prssldent'a power to parcel out 
a shiarply trimmed list of Indus­
trial, drug and food Items.

Mr. Truman signed both Mils in 
time to prevsnt tha entire sugar 
and allocation program from laps­
ing along with the second war 
powers act. Tha act la the source 
of the priority, rationing and allo­
cation power. It ran out at mid­
night, aave for the few controls 
salvaged.

Mgaa •'With Relurtaare”
But Mr. Truman said he penned 

his signature "with reluctance" on 
the sugar bill because congress ap­
parently is counting on more 
greatly Improved sugar siippllea 

than those now definitely In pros­
pect.

"I should like to emphasise the 
fact that Sugar supplies In the 
United States normally approach a 
low level early In the fall." hla 
statement said. "If controls art 
ended on Oct. 81, the situation may 
be as dangerous aiuif they ^had 
been allowed to lapse today."

If this proves likely, Mr. Tru­
man added, be will "ask the Con­
gress to reconsider,’* Inasmuch as 
some member* "clearly recognise" 
the dsngemiui poaalbllltles during 
debate on the blit.

No Change At Present 
No change In sugar rations or 

regulation will be made for the 
present. Secretary of Agriculture 
Clinton P. Anderson snnounced. He 
took over tha program today. In 
Una with Congress' mandate re­
lieving OPA of the Job. but he set 
up a new "sugar rationing admin­
istration" In the department made 
up of OPA's former sugar staff.

The hill provldea 20 pounds of 
sugar a person for the next seven 
months, or an annual rate of SA 
pounds, 10 pounds more than last 
year. It sets aside 50,000 tons for 
new Industrial users, and continues 
Inventory controls until next 
March 31, to prevent big Indus 
trial users from hoarding supplies 
once coupon rationing ends.

Hla brother, | beforo th'e
Alexander, became king. Alexan 
der died from the bite of a y  t 
monkey In 1920. and Constantine 
returneil, to the throne. But Greece 
again was beset by hard times and 
Constantine, In 1922, had to abdi­
cate again. George succeeded him. 
Soon afterward he faced his first 
plebiscite, was defeated, and went 
Into exile as Greece became a re­
public. His exMe lasted 13 years.

He was recalled by a plebiscite 
In 1035 after the royalists staged 
a coup d'etat and, reigned but did 
not rule. The dictatorship of John 
Metaxaa was In power.

The king went Into exile again 
when Germany Invaded his country 
In 1941, and he was last recalled 
by a plebiscite last September.

Reports of the king's death 
spread quickly but the people were 
suspicious at first because they 
thought it might be an April fool’s 
Joke.

Among the first to be notified 
was the former premier and the 
present foreign minister, Con­
stantin Taaldaris, who rushed to 
the palace.

Premier Demetrios Moxlmos 
and all political leaders except 
Napoleon 'Eervas, mintater 'if pub­
lic order, who was in the southern 
Peloponnesus leading a military 
expedition against rightist guer­
rillas. met at the royal palace In 
order to observe the provisions of 
the constitution concerning the 
succession. ' *

The ministers met with Paul pre­
siding, who from the moment of 
George's death became king of 
Greece by law.

The king, twice exiled from his 
country, returned to Greece after 
an election decided upon continu­
ance of the monarchy. Thia elec­
tion has been attacked as un­
representative by Russian factions, 
but Us fairness was upheld by 
American and British delegates 
who observed the polling.

The death brought a new angle 
Into the question of American aid 
to Greece, now being debated in 
Washington.

The king died at the height of 
a critical period In his country’s 
history—at a time when a United 
Nations Inquiry commission was 
In the Balkans studying his na­
tion's charges against her three 
neighbors — Albania. Yugoslavia 
.and Bulgaria.

Tbe leader, who has close 
connections with left wing ele­
ments Inside Greece, recalled that 
both President Truman and .the 
British government had acknow- 
leilged pdbticly that the present 
Greek regime was not perfect.

ter In recent weeks when Presi­
dent Tniroan announced a plan to 
bolster the ancient nation's sag­
ging economy with a loan.

(The king's brother. Prince Paul, 
is 45 years old, the husband of 
Princess Frederika Lulse, daugh­
ter of the Duke o f Bninswick. 
They were married In January, 
1938.

(The prince Is reported to be 
In Athens.

Prince Paul presumably would 
take over as Greece's constitution­
al monarch and that the present 
government headed by Premier 
Maximoa presumably would* re­
main In office at least temporar- 
lly.
