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Disabled Vets 
Mbst Be Aided

Catholic War Veterans 
Post Hears Ad<lress by 
Officer of VA

"It la your r^ponaiblllty to aee 
‘.hat. the ao r ii^ iy  disabled veteran 
■ecelyea the training necessary for 
ila rehablliutlbn. not only for the 
stneflt of the nation, but alao for 
bl* own peace o f mind. This ia 
the moat outatandlng program to 
which We must dedicate ouraelve*'" 
James F. Daly, chief adjudication 
officer o f the Veterans Adminis­
tration at Hartford and commander 
der of the West Hartford post of 
Oathcrtlc War Veterans, told more 
than 60 aembers of St. Bridget's 
poet. Catholic War Veterans, and 
guests at the Communion breakfast 
Of the post at St. Rrldget's hall 
yesterday morning. The breakfast 
was held foljowlng the 7:30 mass 

•at which members of the post at­
tended communion in a body.

After reviewing events which 
he witnessed leading up to the 
declaration of war against Ger­
many and her allies In the First 
World w »r snd also the Second 
World war. the speaker declared: 
"You young men who came out o f 
World War II have the tremendous 
responsibility to perform the civic 
duly that would have been yours 
to perform had there been no war."

Oisahled Vets Nrgicciril
He referred to the shabby treat­

ment of disabled veterans after 
World War I until the necessity 
W'as seen for adequate huspirals 
and allowances, \'inch resulted in 
the enactment of laWs for adequate 
benefits, "It became evident In 
1942 that It would be necessary to 
prepare for benefits for World 
War II veterans." As a result Pub­
lic Law 344 was passed provld, 
ing for hospitalization an() com- 
Mnsation for all veterans and 
Public Law 16 also was pa.ssed 
giving addlfionsl benefits for dis­
abled veterans.

"You would be surprised at the 
number discharged in 1943i" he 
said. "It anything developed aft­
er a man was In the service, even 
If the eondltlon had been pre­
existing, it was' ruled the re.sult 
of military acrvlce."

In Connecticut to dale 83.000 
have claimed compensation. In 
regard to hospiUllzalton. he said, 
it has become necessary to use the 
facilities of private hospitals and 
avan necessary to send men out 
of the state, because of lack of 
present Federal hospital beda in 
the state. However, with the 
projected building of a 900-bcd 
hospital at New Haven, w'tth 400 
beds for tubercular cases and 50f) 
for general use, 125 more bed.* at 
.NVwlngton and another 400 or .300 
beds at Rocky Hill it Is expecUat 
that this situation will not exist 
much longer.

Number Will Increase
"Existing laws continue the po­

tential eligibility foT hospitaliza­
tion and the number who will need 
treatment will be building up for 
the next 25 years," he asserted 
“Many men. who today are In ap­
parently good physical Condition, 
will be disabled 20 years from now 
and their disability will be traee- 
aWe to service. There are many 
who have a psvchoneurotic condi­
tion that was not manifested while 
they were in the servifc. There 
are a great number breaking 
down now from neurosis and oth- ! 
ers have a severe nervous condi­
tion.

"There Is a bill now pending In 
Congress that grants t'W’o years' 
presumption tn regard to.disability 

. for these-easea. As time goes on 
■ It probably will be extendefl^to five 

years.
"Organizations such as the 

Catholic War Veterans owe 
, great deal to the American Le- 
\  glon. the Veter.nns of Foreign 

Wars and the Disabled Veteran* 
for the work they have done In

misinformed doctor*. He said thkt 
In Hartford 17 doctor*, tnciudlng 
somf apecialiata. had bech approv­
ed and are available for out-pp- 
tlents.

The Vcterana^Admihliitration 
received order* from Washington 
to end malaria compensation tpn- 
less attacks during the year had 
been reported. As a result in the 
past two I or three months about 
2,500 clatma have been terminated 
in the state."

Many veterans when they were 
notified of the termination pro­
tested. he said, asserting they had 
treated thrmaelves or had been 
treated by thejr own doctors. As a 
00-day notice of termination la 
given there Ib an opportunity for 
the veteran "to appeal from the 
decision. He advised taking ad­
vantage of service centers to se­
cure advice,on any cases of phyal- 
cal Impairment.

55,000 Entitled To TriUalng 
"In Connecticut now there are 

35.000 considered disabled veterans 
entitled to training under Public 
Law 10. It la your responsibility to 
aee that the scrlously'dlsabled vet­
eran receives the training neces­
sary for his rehabilitation, not only 
for the benefit of the nation, but 
nlso for his own peace of mind. 
This ia the mo.d outstanding pro- i 
gram to which we must dedicate 
ourselves.”
