From wrhgt has happened with 

those biUs so far It is clear Con­
gress is determined to stop the 
spread of Communism abroad and 
to curb unions here.

AM BUI Pasaed By Senate
The Senate passed the Greek- 

Torkiah aid bill yesterday. Siow It 
Shuttles over to the houae for a 
vote.

"rhe House will approve. Presi­
dent Truman, who asked for the 
bill, will sign it Into law.

Lost week the House approved 
A labor bill, the toughest in his­
tory. And today the Senate was 
to start debate on a labor bill, also 
very to^h .

But drnen Mr. Truman gets the 
finished labor bill he may try to 
kill it with a veto. It will W 
tougher than the onf he wanted.

(Congress could pass it Into 
law  over his veto with a two- 
thirds vote).

But take Ji look at the two bill.x 
and what the future may hold if 
both become law.

The aid to Greece and Tu rkey- 
money and arms — starts this 
country on a new policy in for­
eign affairs.

It throws us into the internal

doings of at leMt two European 
nations.

The pdrpoSe: To stop the spread 
o f Oonlmunlam in Europe.

But once we start with Gr*tct 
and Turkey, we may have to go on 
giving similar help to other coun- 

/tries whkh ask help against Com- 
nrunlam.

No one knows where that may 
lead us, or whether eventually It 
will mean war with Russia.

So with the aid to Greece and 
'Turkey we start a program but 
can’t tell how It will end.

Tile Senate apparently thought 
this iwas a change necessary to 
take so long as (Communism could 
be stopped.

As to'the labor bill—
The congressmen who voted for 

this bill sold strong mesiiirts are 
necessary to put some curbs on 
labor union activities.

Enemies o f the bill talked this 
way:

It goes so far that it will, In af­
fect, smash unions! They predicted 
the result would be chaos in this 
country.

( ’This Is Mid In refeVence to the

(But the finished bill, when the 
Senate gets .through, will still be 
the most severe labor bill in his­
tory).

So here again with the la)x>r 
bill—as In the case of the Greek- 
Turkish aid bill—no one In C3on- 
gre.ss confidently can predict the 
outcome.

'There'a a good chance that, .if 
Mr. Truman vetoes the labor bill. 
Congress can't get up the neces­
sary two-thirds voto^ to make it
