D ie in  Blast

None of Bodies Show 
Any Signs of Bums; 
Three Others Escape
Terre Haute, Ind., May 1—(P)— 

Bight of 11 men working in the 
flawing Hill coal mine near hare 
were killed by an explosion yes­
terday.

Bodies of the deed, all brought 
to the surface during the night, 
were identified aa Calvin Wilson, 
ebout 70, pit foreman, Steve Sum­
mers, about 85, Mort Oatea, about 
85, all of West Terre Haute, John 
BroWn, 55, Fern Earhart, about 
60, Barney Riggs, 67, Desire Lete, 
68, all of Terre Hautf, and Chaun- 
cey Blackburn, shout 50, of Lig­
gett, Ind.

Dr. C. Lk Puckett, mine-physi­
cian, said none of the bodies show- 
td any signs of bums but that 
Eorhsrt’s head z/Ss crushed.

Walking Toward Shaft 
f Rescue squads said the bodies, 
found about 16 feet apart. Indi­
cated the men were walking to­
ward the shaft, when the cxplorion 
occurred.

Work of bringing the bodies out 
of the mine had been delayed, 
rescuen said, by a amoke pocket 
which spread over tha blast sips. 

.They said is was necessary'to 
carry each body through circuit­
ous, low, narrow passages more 
than a half mile to the -mine shaft.

.to call, such things good results, 
wo ars placing America in the 
most positive role America has 
ovar. acoapted. America la taking 
now Ibadorahlp, and we are setting 
VP our new world leaderahlp on' 
the basla that If other nations do 
not chooae to follow us, we will 
uao all our great power and re- 
aources to obtain our ends In spite 
cE them.

It  we could be sure of our own 
alma, if we could be' sure of our 
own methods, such a  drastic new 
kind of American' foreign policy 
would get nothing but cheers from 
every American.

But both' our aima and bur 
metboda, unfortunately, are open 
to some question.. The truth Is 
that we are not pushing American 
principles ao'much as we are re- 
slating Russian principles.. We are 
not being America so much aa we 
are being an opponent of Ruasia. 
We are not being a champion of 
democracy so much aa we are pe~, 
ing the foei of lommunUm. We 
are not juaUfying our own pollciea 
and'acta by our own American 
standards, but by Russian' stand- 
arda. Wa. are npt fighting Russian 
power politics with the ideals of 
world cooperation born In the 
United Nations, but with power 
politics of our own.

We are too wiUing. to accept, 
with too little honest considera­
tion, the aaaumpUon that anything 

, oppoaita to Ruasia and commu- 
ntam is good for ua.

Thus wa are sending military 
aid to aa Impoeaible dictatorship

TheNmurae of the phone strike 

might be object leaaon 
both to uu&n membera and union 
leaders and Ms.tte general public 
aa well. For twokjgnificant things 
have been on view In thla strike.

One has been a detqmatration 
of the conacquences of\^ztrcma 
and reckless labor leadershl 
rank and file of telephone wbrk 

one can be sure, were intei 
rated In Improving thelFoWn wage 
conditions. Presumably. they 
were sympathetic with whatever 
strategy their leadera employed, 
so long aa that improvement in 
wage cnndlUona was the main 
aim.

But their leadership added to 
that wage demand, .which, when 
cut In half seemed nkely to be 
reasonable enough, a aeries of 
other demands. And, while the 
union leaders thought they had a 
chance of bolding the whip hand, 
they Insisted that all these de­
mands pertaining to new exten- 
aions of tha - union’s jurisdiction 
and various privllages be consid­
ered in one lump bargaining proc­
ess. To this the companies had a 
right to object; and. did.

What happened next was that 
the strike Itself did not prove effl- 

t dent. Workers who would have 
I liked an increase In wages well 
I enough were not going to go with­
out wages altogether to obtain 
such additional demand*. They 
straggled back to work. Phone 
service was maintained stirprislng- 
ly well.

The 'result then was that the 
whip hand In the situation passed 
to the companies themselves. They 
soon found theinsrivse in a posi­
tion to dictate the conditions for 
an end of the strike, and that la 
\s’ha,t they are now proceeding to 
do. ^

And the way In which they are 
dictating conditions to the leaders 
of a weakened. and ineffectual 
strike is the second significant de­
velopment of this strike. Here, as 
the companies hold the unions at 
their mercy, a privilege they enjoy 
in this case becauBy of lll-advlaed 
and mistaken union strategy, we 
are getting something like a fore­
cast of what the condition of labor 
would he under the kind of labor 
regulation bill Senator Taft would 
like to pass. Mere, with the com­
pany refusing to bargain on an In- 
dustry*wide basis, and with each 
separate company bearing down 
on each separate Union and offer­
ing wage, increases which stand 
far below the nation-wide trend 
of wage Increases, is a spectacle 
which wUl delight' many employ­
ers who. have had to take mere!- 
leaa and inconsiderate tactics from 
pov)erful unions In the past dec­
ade, but a spectacle which, none­
theless. represents a awing of the 
pendulum a great distance back 
beyond that middle ground which 
should be the linal location of our 
national Ikbon policy.

Last week two good citiaens 
who played politics In a stalwart, 
Btralglitforward fashion, and who 
Were Integral parts' of the- roost 
convincing demonatration of de­
serving the public truat the Dem­
ocratic party has ever given in 
Connecticut, ended their Uvea of 
party and public service.

:M this past tendency un­

compromisingly, both gave Indi­
vidual demonstrations that It 
could be licked before they 
railed for that party-wide purge 
which did come and. which did 
pul the Democratic party In 
power,

Fannie Dixon Welch welded the 
Democratic women of Connecticut 
—this was In a time when It was 
still safe to say that the womep 
had a slightly higher view of the 
ethics and purposes of politics

Fannie Dixon Welch and 
Michael A, Connor were thlja the 
type of. leader who lent prestige 
to their party, who helped It de- 
aerve aucceaa, who did their best 
to see to it that Its success was 
turned to constructive benefit and 
sen-ice for the people of Connec­
ticut.

$250,000 Saved 
Bv Intervention

Maiitia, May 1—uP)—A Philip­
pines House Investigating commit­
tee waa told yesterday that the 
republic was saved 8250,000 by 
the direct Intervention of Filipino 
government representatives in sur­
plus property sales made by the 
U. 8. Foreign Liquidation commis­
sion.

The statement waa made by 
Hans Mcnal, chief of the division 
of controls, aa the committee 
launched Its inquiry Into reports 
that millions In surplus property 
waa lost by pilferage. '

Placldo I. Mapa, chairman of 
the Philippines Surplus Property 
commission, testified that consid­
erable shortages had been found 
in Inventories of bases turned over 
to the Philippines by the U. S. 
Army through the F. L. C.

At the base at Cebu, he added, 
the F. L. C. reported 83,000,000 
worth of surplus, w-hereas the 
Philippines Surplus Property com­
mission In its Inventory showed 
only 81,000,000.

MenzI said the U. S. Army had 
declined to furnish inventories of 
property turned over despite re­
peated requests.

Off Two Hoars
This service was partly resumed 

when at 9:33 further trouble de- 
velaped which plunged. Into dark­
ness the greater part of the south 
end for nearly two hours. The lat- 
U r trouble made necessary discon­
tinuation of the moving picture 
shows In the two theaters and also 
hindered the entertainments Which 
were then going on In the South 
Methodist ^urch, the Emanuel 
ljuitheran church and the Center 
Congregational church. These en­
tertainments. however, were cOm- 
p)«ted with the aid Of candles and 
nuihllghts.

Power Company, after working 
without cessation from about 1:30 

terday morning until •  o'clock

Breaker Oaes
Everything was going kucceas- 

fuUy and various sections 'were 
belii« reactivated when they cam^ 
to one with a faulty line biaaker, 
despite the fact that this was all 
new replacement equipment. With 
a flash and roar almost like thun­
der this breaker went out and 
Jumped progressively to five more 
and In a matter of seconds the 
work of the day was half undone 
again. The six breakers were re­
duced to Junk.

I t  was then decided to change 
procedure and re-spUce the cables, 
eliminating these breakers as the 
quickest expedient and reactivat­
ing the entire mass at circuits with 
the throwing o f one switch In the 
Dressing Mill sub-station. To this 
effort workmen concentrated their 
efforte and at 11:26 the signal was 
given by telephone to throw the 
switch at the Dresaing Mill sub­
station. The tenseness of the sit­
uation eras written on the faces of 
every man present —  hoping that 
this procedure would hold and It 
did at 11:30—for, according to 
Parker Bonn, manager of this di­
vision of the Connecticut-Power 
Company, i f  this hook-up had not 
held and more breakers hgd let 
go they would have been hard 
prsseiil for replacement equlpnnsnt 
until late today.

"Lout”  Dog Problem Locally
It has come to our attention that 

there has been an epidemic local­
ly in toe past several months of 
many valuable dogs lAIng lost by 
their rightful owners. In many 
cases toe dogs have been picked up 
and harbored or kept by families 
or parties other than their right­
ful owmers.

In some o f toe larger cities on 
the eastern seaboard this has be­
come a very.vicious racket and re­
cently has Been toe subject of a 
campaign by newspapers In Bos­
ton and New York to expose this 
illegitimate ring. v

Some parties who are respon­
sible for harboring or detaining 
these canines wouI(l do well to con­
sult toe State Statutes before In­
dulging further in this practice 
regardless of what their intentions 
may be.

Stiff fines and drastic action are 
possible under toe provisions of 
Section 1119E Chapter 189 of the 
General Statutes which provide 
that “any person vho shall steal, 
confine or secrete any registered 
dog or any dog under six months 
of age, or who shall maliciously re­
move the collar or harness or tag 
from any registered dog, or who 
shall unlawfully kill or Injure any 
registered dog, shall be liable to. 
toe owmer in a civil action and 
shall be fined not more than two 
hundred dollars or imprisoned not 
more than six montha or both."

Maybe some drastic action or 
definite threat of prosecution by 
toe authorities would curb this evil 
now before it becomes even more 
prevalent in our community.
