Several others spoke 
In favor of the plan and a letter 
was read from the Pine Civic Asso­
ciation favoring the petition.

Opposition Gi\-ea Sides

Ford Frick Informed 
Guds Threatened to 
Strike in St. Louis 
If Robinson , Plays
New York, May 9—40)—Nation­

al Baaeball League President Ford 
Frick said last night be had been 
told by owner. Sam Breadon of the 
St. Louia Cardinals the team had 
planned, but had been talked out of 
a sUike against Bcooklyn'e Jackie 
Roblnaon, Negro first baseman -4 
but this brought quick denials both 
from Breadon and Manager Eddie 
Dyer of the (JardlnsUa.

Flick, In a telephone converas' 
tlon with The Asaoclated Prvsa 
said that Breadon came to New 
York last week and Informed him 
that he understood there was a 
movement among the Cardinals to 
strike in protest during their Just 
concluded series with the Dodgers 
if Robinson was in the lineup.

"I didn't have to talk to the 
players myself. Mr. Breadon did 
the talking to them. From what he 
trtd roe afterward th* trouble was 
aihootbed over. I don't know what 
he said to them, who th* ringlea-l 
er. If any, was, or any other de- 
UlU." Frick said.

Breadon. in St. Louis, said. "I 
went to New York last week to #ec 
what could be done to help the hall 
club, and a S t Louis reportef with 
the club told me he understood 
there was come diaeatlafactlon 
among National League players— 
not the C!ardinals. mind you—about 
playing against Robinson.

"I decided to talk the thing over 
with some b t tba men becauaa It 
would be such a terrible thing, apd 
I brought the matter up with two 
of my leading players. 1 was hap­
py to find there was no dissatisfac­
tion among the players. They never 
intimated that such a thing wa* 
even thought of."

Dyer called tha threat of a 
strike against Robinson "absurd."

‘The report my club threatened 
a strike against Roh|p*on is ab­
surd. At no time t<̂  my know­
ledge did my players' consider surh 
a foolish action. They never dis- 
cyssed it. No one ever discussed 
it with them,” the St. Louis pilot 
declared after the CarjJs’ game last 
night with Brooklyn at Ebbets 
Field.
' "Mr. Breadon came here from St, 
Louis only because he was alarmed 
over the poor ahowlng made by the 
Cardinals. After all, we did look 
terrible, especially for a club 
picked by almost everybody to win 
thq pennant,” he continued.

"Tlibre were rumors in St. Louis 
that Breadon was coming to New 
York to tall me that unleaa the 
club perked up real soon he would 
replace me as manager. Mr. Brea­
don assured me such was not the 
cas* but he admitted he was wor­
ried about the club. He couldn’t 
understand their poor showing.

No Talk Of Friction 
“ At no tims. to my knowledge, 

did he meet the players, or Ulk to 
them about any friction or any­
thing else. ,

"As for Mr. Frick, he can inves­
tigate all he wants to. He will find 
that at no time did my player* dis­
cuss anytning resembling a etrlke 
of any sort. There is absolutely no 
friction on the club."

“As for Robinson," Dyer said. "1 
would like to state for myself and 
for all my player* that if Brook­
lyn want* to use him and think* he 
can be of value to th* club, that 
certainly Is all right with us. He 
Is an American the same as I am 
and he la antlUed to all the right* 
and privileges I am.”

Breadon said he discussed the 
matter with Frick, but that he had 
never suggested, that any of the 
Cardinals Intended to strike in pro­
test against Robinson's presence 
aa a member of the Dodgers.

Frick informed of Breadon's and 
Dyer’s denials, said he would atand 
on his prevtoua words, and had no 
further comment. The National 
League President said be bad not 
oonferred with BaaebaU Comrole- 
sloqer A. a  (Hkppy) Chandler 
concerning th* matter.

"I was asked thie afternooi^, 
Frick said last night. "What . 1 
thought of the matter. I replied I 
thought It would be a venr foolish 
thing for the player* to do and if 
they^ had followed through, there 
would have been only one recoureo 
—Inde^ite suapenslon from haao- 
ball.

Stand BehM  BoMnaon
"As far aa the National League

Is concerned we stand firmly be­
hind Roblnaon. Any such action 
Xq reported contemplated would be 
sheer madness.”

^ c k  also said be had received 
complaint* that. Manager Ben 
Chapman and his Philadelphia 
Pbillle* had showered ahnstv* Ian 
guage at Robinson from the bench 
during a recent eerie# in Brooklyn.

"I told Ben and the Philadelphia 
club that such language wa* not 
becoming from any National 
League bench and I warned them 
not to da It any more.
