New Car Buyers Vir- 
tints; Coniplaints Are 
Piling Up Now

Complaints are- piling up against 
a racket oeing worked by some 
new- and second-hand car dealers.

New car buyers are the vic­
tims. because i.ew car.s still arc 
scarce.

The racket oTilined hero does­
n’t mean all new or second-hand 
dealers are taking part in it. But 
aofne seem to be doing so.

It goes like this:
' 1. cA very low trade-in allow­

ance on your c'd car. •
2. Or. with a new; car. you must 

buy costly but unwanted access­
ories.

3. Or, pay a second-hand dealer 
far above new car price for a 
practically new car.

To show whdt’t- meant, here’s a 
paraff-aph from a front page 
story in-The Philadelphia Inquirer 
yeaterday;

"Forced to wait 12 to 16 months 
for new car deliveries, and in some 
cases victimized on trade-in prices 
or accessory i vcrloading, busi­
nessmen and othcr.s who needed 
automobiles have been driven to 
the 'curb market’ where the coat 
of 1947 cars ranges from (500 to 
(1.000 above list prices."

Checking on the problcqn the 
American Aiitoni'blle association 
haa gathered information from a 
number of its members around 
the country.

Here’s an example of what the 
AAA  found;

A new car buyer ordered acces­
sories costing (36. He got the car 

.with (260 in nrccssorles. It waa 
take them all. or no car at all.

With all government ceilings on 
ears wiped out, this is the only 
restraint on a new car dealer, 
besides his conscience:

He must sell a new car at the. 
price listed by the manufacturer, 
or lose his right to handle that 
make, of car.

A tricky dea'er can .still sell 
I t  list price, but add the ari'e.s- 

. lories to boost his profit.
There’s no restraint on a used- 

ear dealer. He can charge what­
ever he can get.

Thia writer asked the National 
Automobile Dealers association 
about all this. Its members are 
new car, not used car, dealers. 
Thia was the annwer:

"It  depends on what you call 
accessories. A larg« part of them 
are put on at the factory. Some 
acti-esEorica possibly are added by 
the dealers, We have heard tlii.s 
is being done.

" It ’s a new type of black mar­
ket. But the NADA has a policy 
that no customer “has to 'take ac- 
ceaaoriea he doe.cn’t want."

He waa asked: ’ But if a cus­
tomer doesn't want the acces.so- 
rics, he can’t get the car. ran he, 
since other customers will gobble 
It up?”

The answer; "That’s the hell of 
It. The limit bn this sort of thing 
will be reached only when you can 
walk in and buy a new car, that 
la. when new c. îa are plentiful.” 

Then thia -A-riter called the 
Automobile Manufacturera asso­
ciation in Detroit and asked if 
manufacturers were putting the 
accessories on tne cars. The an­

•'It’s fair to say that some are.
