•The day I  waa driving a good 
agreement with America to keep

Bevin declared.

He did not specify what House 
action he referred to or the date. 
Fropoaea 11 Nations Draft Treaty 

Discussing world affairs, Bevin 
declared world peace depended up­
on aoluUon of AaU'a problems, and 
proposed that the 11 nations which 
were at war with Japan should 
take part in drawing up the Japa- 
nase treaty.

Bevin chaUenged the conference 
to say either that be waa doing 
right or doing wTong. '

The conference replied by defeat­
ing a aertea of critical resolutions, 
aoroe of them dr^wn by the left- 
wing critics accused by Bevin.

Among resolutions were those 
which opposed too close a Hnk be­
tween the United States and Brit­
ain and called for efforts to smooth 
relatlcma between Britain and the 
Soviet union, and deplored Brit­
ain's support of American aid to 
Greece end Turkey.

Applaoda American Decision 
Bevin applauded the American 

decision to extend economic and fi­
nancial aid to Greece.

••I think America did right to 
step In." he said, adding that Brlt- 
aln'a view was that Russia's de­
mand for a Dardanelles base might 
prove a threat to Turkish Inde­
pendence. He said that demand 
waa Inacceptablc; to Britain.

Lake Success, May 29—(4*)—The 
United States and Britain, determ­
ined to prevent any cobntry or In­
dividual from escaping United. Na­
tions punishment for 'htomlc 
.crimes, stood united today^ln oppo­
sition to a Soviet proposal w'hich 
would put atomic enefgV con tr^  
within ra^h of the Security coun-- 
cU’s veto.

The two western powers, backed 
by Canada, made plain their stand 
during a closed meeting of the 
working committee of the U. N. 
Atomic Energy commission.

The committee was scheduled to 
hold another closed meeting today, 
but most delegates agreed that 
hopes for solving the basic differ­
ences between the United States 
and Soviet Russia were alim.

The committee is specifically 
considering 12 amendments sub­
mitted by Soviet Deputy Foreign 
Minister Andrei A. Gromyko to the 
commission's first report adopted 
last December,

Gromyko insisted yesterday that 
his proposal to place atomic con­
trol organs within the Jurisdiction 
of the Security council was in line 
with a U. N. General Assembly 
resolution on arms and atomic con­
trol.

Furthermore, he said, the dele­
gates would be discussing Russia's 
proposals “ for the pext two years” 
if they proceeded b4 slowly as they 
have In the last two months.

The clash between the east and 
west brought out once more Rus­
sia's position that the Security 
council must hsve the final say on 
punishments for .atomic control 
violations and the United States 
stand, backed by nine other mem­
bers of the 12-natlon commission, 
that there must be no legal means 
by which an atomic offender could 
escape punishment.

Sir Charles Darwin of Britain 
said he did not oppose a compro­
mise resolution by Canada, France 
and Russia which wpuld have the 
effect of putting the commission 
on record as agreeing with the dis­
armament resolution of the Gener­
al Assembly last December.

Gen. A. G. L. McNaughton of

The final plans, as pfepared by 
James 8. IQar and Asaoclates, 
were before the cohwnittee. Also 
ready (or conald^tlen w u  an- 
otbar.plan w h l0  Vould call for 
the devalopmeht of bui part of the 
field, and the cost of thU xvaa es- 
Umated at 4125,000 with less than 
half of ths project compirtod. A ft­
er conelderabfe discussion the 
committee decided that tbe (iheap- 
er method would be to have the 
plena end speclflcatlons prepared 
foe the developroent of the entire 
^ Id . Reallaing that the cost 6t 
u ts work might be considered 
high, the committee la to recom­
mend to tha Selectmen that when 
tha matter la presented to a spe­
cial town meeting for a final vote, 
that a bond lasue covering e pe- 
rtod'of from four to five years be 
floated for tha development of tbe 
field.

The final plana end apeclflca- 
tlona cover 05 typewritten pages 
besides a full set o f maps. S p e ^ -  
eations were broken down Into 12 
different general heads.

In preparing the epcciflcationa 
and plana, the committee apptroved 
a change from the original; that 
was to encloee the baseball field 
ao that admission can be charged 
for Certain events. To clear the 
Bite of. brush and emaU trees is 
estimated to coat $3,500. The grad­
ing will mean moving 100,(X>0 
square yaiMg o f earth, and this 
was estimated to cost about $25,- 
000. Drainage ifcnd structural work, 
which would Include cox'erlng the

brook and carrying It through a 
60 inch culvert, would add another 
$21,000, while an end wall at the 
west end of the property where 
the brook Ibatres the field will add 
$2,500 moia.

It was estim ate that $7,000-more 
wduld be added Iq^thC coat. To 
^ d e .  gravel, place n«c«sssry 
guard rdils on parking areas, one 
oh Brookfield street and one on 
Middle Turnpike East, would add 
04,000. To provide a paved area 
to taka care of tennis courts, roller 
skating area, hand ball and volley 
ball would ceqj $11,000. Laying 
out a baseball field, .a running 
track, erection of backstop on the 
baseball field and enclosing the 
entire ground would add about 
$11,000 more. The^ sldewalka on 
Brookfield street., and through the 
park It was estimated would cost 
about $7,000.

The highest item of all estimated 
to be topaoll, fertiliser and ased- 
Ing of the ground which was esti­
mated to add about $40,000.

Trees and Shniba
In the general landacaps plan­

ning, 300 three Inch trees would 
be used, and 1000 shnibs the cost 
of which was estimated to come to 
0,500. The estimate of overhead 
and contingency would add $35,000 
more.

The committee win appear be­
fore the Board ot Selectman Tuee- 
day night and present their recom- 
mendationa. The ccnnmlttee haa 
been working on the plana and 
costa for over a year. While it now 
has three members on the present 
Board of Selectmen, It was decided 
last night to have the entire com­
mittee appear oefore the Board 
and support ths plan, and be ready 
to answer any questions that may 
arise.

Senate Passes !̂ leasure| 
24 lo 10 .After Put- j 
ting Curb on Debate
Hartford, May 20 — t>P) — Gov. 

Jamas L, McCbnougby today has 
ths adminlstratlon-sponaorrd four- 
year. three'per cent sales tax bill 
on his desk for rigneture.

Final paaaage'of the controver­
sial measure came In thO Senate at 
10:15 p. m. (e.d.LI last night by a 
24 to 10 vote. The House had 
approved It on iSiesday by 160 to 
108.

Republicans a few houfh earlier 
hacked a moUon to limit debate, 
which also carried, 24 to 10, after 
Democrats, led by Senator Alfred 
F. Wechsler of Hartford, had bit­
terly Enounced the aalea tax 
throughout the afternoon.

Vincent Giampletro of Stamford 
Waa the lone Republican Joining 
the nine Democratic senator In vot­
ing N ^n at the sales levy to be- 
Ooms siffectlve July 1.

Ths Sfnste immediately sent the 
bill to Governor McConaughy, thus 
blocking the possihUlty of a later 
Democratic move reconaldera- 
Uon.

Remaining in session, the Senate 
then proceeded to approve the two- 
year $97,198,154 General Tund 
budget, largest In Connecticut mq- 
tory, that hhd paaaed the HouN^ 
during the day.

Later the upper chamber, before 
adjourning at 12:25 a. m. (e.d.t.) 
this morning, endorsed and sent to

the House the $20.500,(KK) school 
aid program bill. This also pro­
duced s sharp clash, with-Kepub- 
licsns trrnting it vitally necessary 
to raise cdticsUonal stand.-irds ami 
Democrats contendtng It gave l.ii g- 
cr'henrflt to towns at the expense 
of cities.

The General Kun<l budget re­
ceived Houae aa well aa Senate ap­
proval without a dissenting vote, 
although several representatives 
spoke against It.

Ip addition to tt. both chambers 
have adopted a $54,522,179 Hlgh- 
w-ay Fund budget and a $22,049,927 
Special Funds budget. Accordingly, 
the overall ftgu're for the next two 
years thus far la a record of $173.- 
770,160. The .grand total Is ex­
pected to be $40,000,000 or more 
higher. '•

Movea For Limitation 
After nearly eight hours of sales 

tax debate. Luke H. Stjrpicton of 
(Cheshire. Senate Republican lead­
er, moved to Impose the limitation 
on dlacusalon.

Stapleton asserted Ahat he felt 
he waa "forced to tak9 the drastic 
action" because the Democratic at­
tack on the bill waa "purely for 
the purpose of delay.
